 Minutes of the Regular Council Meeting of the Henefer Town Council held September 6, 2016 in the Council Meeting Room at 150 W. Center Street, Henefer, Utah.  
Roll Call:  Randy C. Ovard, Kay H. Richins, Ryan K. Mosher, Robin K. Riches, Earleen T. Paskett, Joel Riches, Chris Trussell, Tiarie Stephens, Linda Irissari, Chevio Irrisari and Jerry Comer.
Mayor Ovard opened the meeting at 7:05 PM.  The opening prayer was offered by Kay H. Richins, and Joel Riches led the Pledge of Allegiance.
The minutes of the August 2, 2016 meeting were reviewed.  On page two (2) in the first paragraph there was a change from employees to employers.  Robin K. Riches made a motion to approve the minutes after the correction was made.  Ryan K. Mosher seconded the motion.  Vote:  AYE:  Randy C. Ovard, Robin K. Riches, Ryan K. Mosher, Kay H. The first item on the agenda was a request for a business license from Chris Trussell.  His business will be called “4 Tine Fabrication LLC” and will be a mobile welding service.  Chris plans to have two (2) trucks that will go to his customers.  There will be no shop work on the property only the business administration will be run from his home.  The Council requested that Chris clean up the cars on his property to make room for his business trucks as there can be no off-road parking.  They will review his license in one year to make sure he is meeting the requirements for parking.  Kay H. Richins made a motion to approve the business license for Chris Trussell.  Ryan K. Robin K. Riches told the Council that she has reviewed the scrapbooks that were put together by Ted Wright for town beautification.  She has looked to see if there are any beautification contests that Henefer could participate in but has found nothing.  She would like to put together a committee to brainstorm ideas to get the community involved in cleanup and beautification.  She would like to put a notice at the Post Office, Grumps and in the Summit County Bee.  She would also like to send out notices with the water bills.  Robin will send a copy of what she would like posted to Earleen Paskett.  Robin would like to get the community excited and involved in this idea.  Robin will report back to the Council when a committee is put together and ideas are ready.  
Earleen T. Paskett reported on the INDEPENDENT ACCOUNTANT’S REPORT ON APPLYING AGREED-UPON PROCEDURES.    The Large Financial Survey was without exceptions, Accounting Records were without exception, Procedures had one exception which consisted of a missing receipt, Compliance had two exceptions, which were taking a final action on a topic that was not on the agenda, and the minutes of April 5, 2016 were not posted within the three day period.  Budget no exceptions were found Fund Balances no exceptions Training no exceptions.  The Mayor and Clerk felt that the Audit went well this year, with only minor findings.
The next item on the Agenda was a discussion with the Rodeo Club.  The members who attended felt like they would really like to keep the club going so that the youth who are interested could participate.  A lot of members have lost interest due to the problems encountered.  The Mayor, and Robin K. Riches reminded the Rodeo Club that they needed to elect a three member board every three years and officers on a yearly basis.  They also decided that the savings account should be closed and all funds should be put in checking so that there would not be the number of over-drafts that have had to be paid.  Minutes of the meetings have to be kept with a list of recently elected officers.  Receipts for all spending will need to be available.  Those members who have been doing so much of the work will contact other people interested and try to get the Rodeo Club back up to speed.  Mayor Ovard acknowledged Linda and Chevio Irissari for the years of work they have done in support of the Rodeo Club, he also acknowledged Josh and Tiarie Stephens.
The lift station proposals were tabled as Brent G. Ovard was out of town.
The Animal Control Ordinance requested by the County to be signed by the Council was the next item on the Agenda.  In order for the Animal Control to enforce the ordinance in Henefer Town, it needed to be adopted by the Council.  Ryan K. Mosher made a motion to adopt the Summit County Animal Control Ordinance. Next on the Agenda was the purchase of a new fridge for the kitchen.  The Council felt that it would be more efficient than using the walk-in cooler every time someone used the park and kitchen facilities. Kay H. Richins made a motion to purchase a new fridge for the kitchen. Ryan K. Mosher seconded the motion.  Vote:  AYE:  Randy C. Ovard, Robin K. Riches, Ryan K. Mosher, Kay H. Richins  NAY:  none  ABSTAINING:  none  ABSENT:  Brent G. Ovard   Mayor Ovard will order one from Mark-A-Newt in Ogden.  
 Wyatt sargent has been contacted to see if he can put in ventilation for the walk-in cooler in the kitchen.  
Next were Public Comments.  Jerry Comer came to Council with a complaint of speeding on Third West.  He is concerned that because there are children living on that street someone will get hurt.  There are several areas in town, (in front of Grump’s Store and the Post Office), that have the same problem.  Kay H. Richins will contact the County Sign Shop to have new speed limit signs made and placed on that street, and Mayor Ovard will contact the Summit County Sheriff’s office to monitor the speeds to see if people will slow down.
The Mayor told the Council of a problem that had occurred at the park.  A family who had reserved it left asphalt and sand all over the concrete at the pavilion.  Mayor Ovard contacted them and they came to help clean up.   Christian Northrup had most of the cleanup done by the time they arrived to help.  This kind of problem will have to be monitored and perhaps a cleanup fee will have to be charged.  
Robin K. Riches would like to continue to water the flowers on Main Street until they freeze.  Kate Schroeder and Calvin Hunsaker will help when they can.  Joel Riches will water when they are not available.  The Mayor and Council agreed that Kate and Calvin have done a really good job this year.
Robin K. Riches would also like to look into getting a RAP TAX grant for new playground equipment.  
Kay H. Richins asked about the gound that Kent Lundquist was supposed to deed to the town in lieu of a water hookup.  That is an ongoing concern, and will be handled by the time Mayor Ovard leaves office. Kent will either deed over the land or pay the Town $11,500 for the hookup. The situation with the Dawson’s and Robinsons is also still in the works.  The Town is waiting to hear back from them as to what they want to do.
Kay H. Richins made a motion to adjourn.  Ryan K. Mosher seconded the motion.  The vote to adjourn was unanimous.
