PLANNING AND ZONING ITEMS
PLANNING AND ZONING UPDATES
COWBOY COUNTRY INN - REPLACE DAMAGED METAL AND PUT IN REFLECTIVE POSTS - 25 SOUTH 100 WEST
Council member Stowe explained this project. Council member Stowe explained Emilee L. Woolsey said the reflective posts will be put on their property line. Mrs. Woolsey said she talked to Jared Woolsey and he said the County doesn’t require a permit or inspection on her project. Council member Stowe said Mr. Woolsey has informed the City anything commercial has to go through the permit process. City Attorney Huntington told the Council to pass the project because it is on the agenda. Mrs. Woolsey asked if she can get her money back because a permit is not required.
