Prayer was offered by Matt. Meeting called to order at 7:29 p.m.  Bills have been approved and signed.  Minutes from last months’ meeting were emailed to all board members prior to the meeting.  Marlow is out of town this evening. All present have read the minutes for the August 4th Town Council Meeting.  Russ proposed the minutes be approved as emailed.  Matt seconded the motion.  Minutes were unanimously approved for August 4, 2016.

Update on Outside Water Connection:
	Meter has been installed and water is running through it.  We are not through with the town’s part.  Putting the pipe under the road, Todd heard the pipe collapse.  Went through half the road and dug the other half out.  They are waiting for it to settle and then will have it repaved.

Leamington Post Office closing Oct. 1, 2016:
	Eva is the post mistress, but is here just to answer questions.  Karl called the Delta PO and talked to Lynnette.  She told Karl the state is pushing to keep it here, as is Delta pushing to keep it here.  There is a federal rule where they are not contracting with new people to run a Post Office and Eva wants to retire.  Lynnette told Karl there would be a decision made tomorrow.  Gale Chapman made a suggestion to Karl yesterday that the town get a letter together and send to our senators and congressmen.  Russ thinks the town council needs to draft a letter and send to all of the state representatives.  Danette was able to go online earlier today and sent an email to Senator’s Lee & Hatch and Congressman Stewart. Scott Wilcken suggested a letter be written and available at Leamarado Day for citizens to sign as well as the town council write another letter as a town council.  Eva doesn’t know if there is a law that requires the USPS to provide postal service to us.
	Eva knows they are looking at a lot of options for our mail service.  Eva gave a 120 day notice that she wasn’t going to renew her contract that was the middle of June.  The USPS started working on things then.  In Eva’s opinion they cannot renew the contract because of the carriers union.  Eva has been there since 2002 and has only had a raise once since then and then they had her start paying for the phone.  Eva has only had 5 people from the town ask her any questions.  The USPS has lawyers in D.C. working on this.  Eva is cautiously optimistic that everything will work out.  Everything is in place for someone to take over if they agree to issue a new contract. We have 104 mail recipients at this location.  Lynndyl and Oak City cannot absorb our volume of mail.  Eva got the call about 10 days ago telling her they are closing this post office since then the people in the Delta Post Office and SLC have been working very hard to keep our Post Office open.  
	Carol Ann is the one in Delta that knows what is going on.  She is the one to contact if people want to know who else to contact.  A notice could be put up inside the post office telling people to contact their representative, they may be more responsive.  Bob & Margaret Wright have been very good at coming up with solutions about how to reach people.
	Matt will work to draft up a letter for the town.  It is suggested to have a generic letter for town residents to sign and send in.  Matt will draft up both of these letters.  Karl will see about getting his daughter, Sara to write a petition for residents to sign.
	Don & Eva Neilsen and Scott & Lori Wilcken left the meeting after this discussion.  Bold Butler left shortly after this discussion after getting the money for the money calf for the rodeo on Monday.  Rodeo prices will be the same as they were last year.  Bold would like to set up a separate rodeo account by next year so he can improve the rodeo. He wants to keep the rodeo donations and expenses separate.  There was a lot of discussion concerning the rodeo and the future of the rodeo.

November Town Council Meeting date change:
	Danette will be out of town the first week of November.  The second week Russ has a conflict.  We could change it to Thursday, November 10th.  All agreed.

Dave Frandsen – Emergency Response:
	Dave wants to have an emergency first responder team here in Leamington so residents don’t have to wait for so long for an ambulance.  They would page us out on auto and medical calls.  Danette has talked to the ULGT about the cost for the insurance and they told her it may not cost anything, if it does it will be minimal.  These would not be EMT’s, they would be first responders.  They would not transport anyone, just give first response treatment.  The district fire chief would do the training.  Dave would like to get people involved that don’t necessarily want to fight fires but want to help their neighbors.  Dave needs the town council approval to proceed with this.  This would be a separate entity from the fire department and would need funding from the town.  Until we get it all set up, the first responders could use the fire dept. stuff.  Dave said within two years our current structure truck will need to be retired and it might be able to be changed over to be a first responder vehicle.  70% of the current firefighters are interested in taking this course; Dave would like to get more residents involved.
Chad thinks we’ve skated on thin ice for many years not having this type of coverage.  Currently our response time is a minimum of 30 minutes.  The county does not help to fund this they only recognize & fund ambulance crews.  We would need to fund the supplies and to keep it stocked.  A first responding unit would be licensed through the state.  The only way we can get paged for medical or accidents is to be first responders.  Karl pointed out that the people in town who are currently trained as nurses and EMT’s are always willing to help.  Russ sees only positives about having first responders in town.   
[bookmark: _GoBack]	Dave thinks we need a minimum of six trained first responders for our population.  It is something like a 40 or 60 hour class.  Dave will talk to Forrest “Trees” Roper (a deputy sheriff over the EMS) about getting the county to help fund this.  We pay taxes into the county for emergency services we should have access to some of those funds.
	Russ makes a motion we go ahead and move forward with a first responder training group in Leamington.  Chad seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
	Dave left the meeting at 8:46.

Miscellaneous:
	Russ wants it noted that he was personally offended by Karl’s remark calling him a Nazi last week even though he knew Karl was kidding.  With Russ’ many years in the military, this was an offensive statement to Russ.  Karl said he actually said Russ was acting like a military dictator like Hitler.

	Water:  
	     Todd and Chad met with Engineers (Ted Mickelson & Igor from Jones & DeMille) on the recharge of the well their costs were upwards of $35,000.  They brought it down to what they actually need and got the price down to about $16,559.  If we want to approve this they will get working on it.  The $16,559 would include installation.  Karl thinks something this big will need to be put up for bid.  Matt is sure it needs to be put out for bid.  Chad wonders if we go to another Engineer and have them bid on it will they charge us several thousands of dollars to do the work-up on the project.  Karl suggested he contact Sunrise Engineering and see what they could do.  Russ thinks Chad could take what he has in hand and have someone bid on it.  This project will make it so we can monitor the recharge system, what we put in several years ago is outdated and won’t do this.  Karl suggested contacting the state engineer office about this.  Karl asked what the benefits are to the town to complete this project.  The only problem it solves for the town is the water going into the canal because it would go into the well instead of the canal when the tanks are overflowing.  Chad asked if we want to explore other options to take care of our excess water or if we want to continue to recharge the well go ahead with the recharge project.  The purpose of the recharge project is to freshen the water in the well.  Chad wants to know if we are required by law to do this project.  A big issue on our end is we are not metering our total water usage.  Karl suggested several of our town water people sit down with Greg Greathouse and get his input.  Chad will ask Todd if he knows if this is required by law and then go from there.
	Last month we agreed to go ahead with replacing 10 meters.  Chad will continue to work with Todd on getting these replaced.
	Mike Ferrell asked that we put something in writing/contract that we are going to use his equipment for use on town projects.  We need to include that the town have access to his mini-excavator in the event of an emergency.
	As for an operator – we should have the contractor who is doing the work supply the operator.
  
	Town Hall/Parks/Planning and Zoning:
	     Marlow is not at the meeting tonight – he is out of town.
	     Russ has two outside lights at the town hall to replace.
	     Russ thinks we need to get moving on replacing the floor in the old chapel after Leamarado.

	Fire Department:
	     Dave indicated we need more diesel fuel.  Dave and Marlow have the keys to the fuel.  We have not lost any more fuel since we first got the fuel tanks out here.

	     YM are going to do the set up at 8:00 a.m.  Set up should not be an issue.  Russ could use some help doing some painting tomorrow. Miriam is going to make some signs with the days schedule on to hang around the park.  Mike Ferrell will bring his dump trailer and park it out here for the trash.  Bob Garlitz will gather up the cans & take care of the garbage’s.  At the end of the day one of us will need to take the trailer to the dump and dump it.   Have announcer ask people at the rodeo to help clean up the tables and chairs.
