MAYOR MIKE CRAWFORD UPDATES AND PENDING MATTERS AND MATTERS RELATED THERETO.


Wendover City Mayor Mike Crawford told the council that it has come to his attention that there is a weed problem in Wendover and asked the council to help in letting the City know where are some areas that need weeds removed from and if we are able to we can have the City crew remove it. The crew has already been doing some tree trimmings and clean up of some of the City area. If the council can let the city know the description and location we will see what can be done to get the weeds removed.

There was also some complaints received on an abandoned apartment complex located behind the Copper Kettle that is a liability with high weeds and children going inside the building. City Recorder Devan Clevenger went over to the property and took pictures and sent it to the City attorney and I have also asked her to contact the Tooele Health Department. 
Crawford asked the council that he would like to hold a special meeting to decide on the selection of the City of Wendover Police Chief. After brief discussion the council decided to hold a special meeting on September 26th, at 6pm.

At this time, he has held off on making an ordinance for delinquent accounts. However, if it continues he will get one done quickly. He also explained he had spoken with City Clerk Devan Clevenger about the apartment complex that is abandoned and unsafe and will put together a letter for legal action if not secured within 10 days. 
Mr. Linares explained to the council that the revenue from the court has been picking up. He explained he had spoke with the court system and had to go over boundary guidelines and since then the City is starting to get the revenue they should have been receiving.
