
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD MAY 2, 2016 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE 
ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken Burdick, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Public Works Director Ben Henderson, Landfill Director Hall Giles and Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Public Works & Landfill Department Update

Director Henderson stated that they will have Jones & DeMille Engineering put out bids for crack sealing in the Mountain Home area.  He has received comments from a few residents on our approach permits on asphalt.  James Jenkins is putting in a home and he asked that they tie into our asphalt approach with asphalt and he asked why we do this.  It’s something that we want to do because DEQ is headed this way. On our permit it states that we hold the right to make that decision due to safety.  Commissioner Burdick stated that by doing this, it keeps the road clean and it keeps it from breaking off of the shoulders.  Commissioner Todd stated that if we are having homeowners do it, we need to have everyone including oil companies. Chairman Winterton stated that we don’t want this to be a hardship on people and recommended that this be a part of the building permit process so people are aware of this upfront if this is the way we are going. Director Henderson stated that Mr. Jenkins built the approach over the weekend, but he hasn’t seen it yet. As DEQ gets further into the process with the STP program, they are going to put pressure on the county to do so also.  We haven’t adopted a STP plan as a county.
Director Henderson also reported that they held interviews last week for two part time positions and one full time position.  They had very good candidates and have made offers.   

Director Giles stated that they had more bio-hazard material brought in from Wasatch County last week that has since been taken care of.  Free dump week has been extended throughout this week due to the bad weather, but they have had 420 loads come in so far.  Chairman Winterton stated that he spoke to K&K Sanitation about Roosevelt City paying for the freight to haul their garbage over during free dump week and told them that the county will pick up that cost of the extended week.

Consideration Of Bids For The Duchesne County Bridgeland Bridge Handrail Project
Assistant Casper stated that the bids were opened by Jones & DeMille Engineering and the apparent low bidder is Forge Manufacturing out of Roosevelt owned by Wayne Clayburn. There is an alternative to consider which would give it the matching rivet look to the rest of the bridge. 
Mike Hawley with Jones & DeMille joined the meeting via telephone at 9:36 A.M…
Mr. Hawley stated that they have spoken to Wayne with Forge to make sure that his bid included all material and they feel comfortable with recommending him.  By going with the rivets it will match the look of the bridge.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to award the bid for the handrail project on the Bridgeland Bridge to Forge Manufacturing in the amount of $13,400.97.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Centennial Event Center Update
Centennial Event Center Coordinator Kody Abbott & Clerk Auditor JoAnn Evans joined the meeting at 9:43 A.M…
Coordinator Abbott stated that he has met with several departments and has been shown around the Event Center including the sound system, lights, and heating system.  He now has access to the Facebook page and website.  He is in the process of gathering information on other event centers in Utah and he will meet with John Provost from Wasatch County this week.

Consideration Of A Smoke Free Policy 

Marcie Tucker with TriCounty Health joined the meeting at 9:55 A.M…
Mrs. Tucker stated that they have spoken in the past about making the County Administration Building and the Event Center Building smoke free.  E-cigs are not regulated and Utah was down on their smoking rate to 10% until e-cigs came out.  Our youth is being hit hard with e-cigs, it’s an epidemic.  Their aerosol based, so it will cause a lot of damage.  She will send them a few draft policies to consider.  Commissioner Todd stated that they will do some studying and follow-up.  Chairman Winterton suggested that she work with the HR Office on this.  
Discussion Of The Mickelson Building

Duchesne County Resident Angel McRae joined the meeting at 10:09 A.M…
Ms. McRae stated that she would like to get a group started called the Well-Armed Woman so that women are trained on how to handle firearms.  One in three women will experience domestic violence in Utah and Duchesne County is in the top ten for the most dangerous County.  She thought that it might be possible to reconstruct the Mickelson Building for gun training for law enforcement.  The NRA has grants available to assist in the construction of a range.  This would bring in jobs and shooting events; others could use it so it would be beneficial to our county.  Commissioner Todd stated that he is not sure what the zoning regulation are, but it would need to be researched.  Chairman Winterton stated that he feels that there is a need.  This warrants more investigation and more discussion, but we will keep it in mind.

Deputy Clerk Auditor Connie Sweat joined the meeting at 10:26 A.M…
The commission reviewed vouchers #1352114 through #135272 dated May 2, 2016 in the amount of two hundred fifteen thousand eight hundred seventy nine dollars and thirty six cents ($215,879.36) as presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office. Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the vouchers as presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office. Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Consideration Of A Management Agreement, Intangible Property License Agreement And A Health Care Facility Lease Agreement With The Uintah Basin Medical Center (UBMC)
UBMC CEO James Marshall, UBMC CFO Brent Hales, UBMC Board Members Kent Peatross & Jenny Adams,  & Bobby Richardson joined the meeting at 10:48 A .M…
Mr. Marshall stated that there was turn over at the state level so there was some delay in the process to get everyone up to date.  Mr. Hales stated that we as UBMC holds the properties of the Villa and will lease the license to function over to the county to become the operator over those licenses.  Duchesne County will hire us to manage the facility and we will continue to operate business as usual.  The ownership of the licenses to operate will be held by the county.  The seed money will be pulled down from the state to the county to help operate the facility.  The funds will go into one bank account and then transferred into an operating account.  The county is leasing the assets and is considered as the operator.  Commissioner Todd motioned to approve all three agreements and authorize the commission to sign.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Director Yergensen stated that we need to make sure that the policy works for every department.  The Sheriff’s Office has their own policy so we might just remove them from this.  Attorney Tingey has reviewed it and she has sent it out to all department heads for input. Sheriff Boren stated that they don’t need access to cameras in the Administration Building.  If we need access, we will go through the proper process to do an investigation.  At the jail, our cameras are tied into the security system.  His concern is that his cameras can be viewed anytime and feels that he shouldn’t have to go through the Attorney’s Office to get access to them.  People who are doing security should have access, that’s their job. Attorney Allred stated that it’s an honor code type situation to go through them.  Sheriff Boren suggested that they have someone from the IT Department assigned to the Sheriff’s Office.  Both Attorney Allred and Attorney Tingey agreed that having someone there is a good idea.
