SPRING CITY COUNCIL MEETING
Thursday, September 1, 2016, 7:00 p.m.

Roll Call: Council Members Kimberly Stewart, Keith Coltharp, Whit Allred, and Cody Harmer. Council Member Sorensen was excused.
Department Reports
Council Member Stewart A) reported on Planning and Zoning. Doug Durfey submitted a Master Plan draft. Craig Paulsen will head up the continued work on the Master Plan. Council Members and the Planning and Zoning Committee Members will review the draft and give suggestions. B) Technology and our security in our technology was discussed. We need to conduct all City business on City accounts. Each Council Member will have a City email account and all City business should go through these accounts. Alakazam, the City’s IT Company, will be presenting a plan and bid in phases that will bring the City into compliance at the October City Council. C) We currently have an individual who wants to put in a subdivision in the buffer zone. We have discovered that the County has neglected to put in an ordinance for the Buffer Zone. The County has a form that the City completes, stating if the City will provide water, sewer, and power. We are able to attach a list of recommendations with our specifications. Planning and Zoning committee will have some recommended changes for the approval process and the paperwork involved to present to the City Council and the County Planning and Zoning Committee. We will be on the County’s agenda on the October 12th meeting, and will discuss with them our concerns and needs. 
Mayor Monnett asked Dave Bingham to report on his Animal Control work. Bingham reported that we are having a lot of wild animals come in. The question is what are the homeowners’ responsibilities and City responsibilities. The line that has been drawn by Bingham is if there are two to three critters, the City can help take care of them but if it is more, the homeowners will need to take care of it or hire a private company to come in. Council Member Coltharp asked what is in our policy concerning this issue. Bingham reported that there isn’t anything in the ordinances addressing this issue. Council Members stated that the City couldn’t be responsible; it is too big. Bingham reported that we are getting a $1500.00 grant to help with the animal control. Mayor Monnett asked if Dave Bingham would discuss this issue with Clarke Christensen, Chief of Police, and together make a recommendation for the Council to consider.
Council Member Coltharp A) reviewed the financial reports. B) The cemetery monument damage issue is still being looked at; it is a tough issue. 
Council Member Harmer A) reported the screen door for the DUP building is ready and just needs to be put in. He will get it in next week. B) Steven Harr is our new Assistant Fire Chief. C) We talked about having fuel mitigation day and hope to get a day scheduled. 
Council Member Allred A) reported on the recreation. The Ball field needs to have some work done this next spring. B) The School Bell 5k/1mile walk/run will be this coming Saturday. Council Member Stewart reported (for Council Member Sorensen), we are going to go ahead with Shane Watson as our engineer and the City will be the contractor for the work on the springs. This will save the City money. 
Mayor Monnett asked Alison Anderson to report on an update on the progress on the Old School. Anderson A) reported September 10th will be a back to the Old School event. City residences will be invited to come and see the progress at the Old School. B) The general contractor will be able to purchase materials tax exempt but the sub-contractor will not be able to claim tax exempt. This equals about $18,000.00 that we were not aware of. C) Plein Air is going on currently and there has been a record amount of artist participated. Mayor Monnett reported D) He and Kent Kummer met with a Verizon representative at the sewer pond to look at the cell towers. E) Mayor Monnett, Kent Kummer and Council Member Stewart went to a UAMP conference where nuclear power was discussed.  
CentraCom Franchise Agreement for Cable-system Renewal
George Lee, CentraCom representative, stated that Spring City is one of 34 communities that they have agreements with and Spring City’s franchise agreement is coming due. This is strictly for cable.  Council Member Stewart asked if we could get fiber for the City. Lee responded that they could provide fiber but it is expensive. Lee was here to talk about the cable franchise agreement only.  Mayor Monnett commented that the agreement is at 5% of the gross revenue. Lee stated that there are 58 subscribers in Spring City, which doesn’t equate to a lot of money.  Lee requested for the contract to be renewed.  The internet accounts are projected to increase. Council Member Harmer asked if the cable coverage area could be increased. Lee suggested that customers should call and/or gather signatures and CentraCom will look at each house/connection individually. Council Member Stewart stated that more time would be needed to look at the contract before a decision could be made. The agreement will give the right to operate in the easements and streets. This item will be on the October City Council agenda for approval/denial. 
Eagle-Scout Service-Project Proposal
Mayor Monnett reported that Carl Peel has put in a bridge connecting the two sidewalks, at 240 East 100 South, for his Eagle Scout project. The City would like to thank Carl for completing this project.
Introduction to American Red-Cross Program on Mobilizing the Community
Lauri Madsen, representing CERT and Red Cross as a liaison for Spring City, reported that she is working with Cert and the City to get resources here in Spring City.  Madsen stated that she would be going to Spring City businesses to see what they will need to be prepared in the case of an emergency. This is a program to connect with business owners and get everyone talking in order to be better prepared as a community. Madsen is also looking at a program that would go into the schools to help the students be prepared as well. Council Member Coltharp asked if she is working with the Spring City Citizen Corp. Madsen responded that she has been attending training and together they are working on setting up a trailer for emergencies. The trainings have been very well attended. Council Member Coltharp stated that we need to get more information out to the citizens about the meetings.

Board of Adjustments Discussion on Buildable Lots over Time
George Kenzy stated that he would like to provoke some thinking about 1.06 acres lots that have been split. Currently there is a property owner with a buildable lot at the time of the lot split. At the time of the split it was the intent to make three third acre lots which was legal at that time. After being surveyed the three lots ended up only being .27 acre each. It has come before planning and Zoning and board of adjustments. Council Member Harmer stated that if we could combine the lots to make it closer to a buildable lot; This could clean up smaller lots that are not buildable. These lot owners and possibly others will be coming to the Planning and Zoning Committee and then to the Board of Adjustments and then to City Council. There might be more of these lots and the decisions will need to be decided by a case-by-case basis. 
Willow-Pond Subdivision
Jeremy King reported a history of his project. He and his dad would like to build on two of the three lots.  There is a road in place. He has met with P&Z, who has requested a few stipulations before he proceeds. Council Member Stewart reviewed the City’s requirements needed to give their approval. King plans to have everything in order to be on the next City Council for an approval/denial.
Stan Soper: Zoning Permit Request
Tabled, as not ready for Council approval.
Bluegrass-Festival Report
Vicki Allen reported on the Bluegrass Festival. She gave thanks the City, Kent Kummer, City Lineman, and Spring City Citizens Corp for the great support.  This year’s Festival had the best turnout so far. Many Art Galleries were open, Tennessee Stewart had his wagon going, and local restaurants were open and did well along with a food vendor truck. Allen presented a check to pay the City’s expenses back with an additional 50% Split with the City of $500.00 profit. Mayor Monnett asked if the lot being used is big enough.  Allen replied that the location has the ambiance needed with the tent, stream, quaintness and small town atmosphere.  Many options will be explored to accommodate larger crowds.    
Request from Friends of Historic Spring City (FOHSC) for CIB Transfer of Loan Reserve 
and Request to Amend Deposit for Debt-Service Reserve
John Potter reported that FOHSC has made a donation of $60,000.00 which will be applied to the first loan on the Old School. Potter noted that the previous council would not agree to the grant/loan without a reserve. The FOHSC has demonstrated that they are committed to fulfill their part of the agreement. FOHSC are asking to transfer the reserve in the amount of $128,000.00 out of the PTIF and apply this to the loan, lowering the loan amount and interest paid thus re-amortizing the loan at a substantially lower amount. FOHSC is successfully working toward paying off the loan. 
Resolution 2016-22 Amending Agreement between FOHSC and Spring City Corp Regarding Restoration of Historic Spring City School – Deposit for Debt-Service Reserve
Council Member Harmer motioned to approve Resolution 2016-22 Amending the First Amendment to the Agreement Regarding Restoration and Use of Historic Spring City School. Council Member Coltharp seconded the motion. Council Member Allred, Harmer and Coltharp were in favor. Council Member Stewart abstained from voting due to her position on the board of FOHSC

CIB Transfer of Loan Reserve
Council Member Harmer motioned to transfer the reserve amount of $128,000.00 from the PTIF account and apply it to the CIB loan principle. Council Member Stewart seconded the motion. All were in favor.
Amendment of Personnel Policies and Procedures Manual 
to include Ordinance 2016-01 Anti-Nepotism Ordinance
Council Member Stewart motioned to add the ordinance 2016-01 Anti-Nepotism Ordinance to our policy and procedure manual. Council Member Allred seconded the motion. All were in favor. 
Review Delinquent Utility Account
No utility customers came forward.
Resolution 2016-19 Second-Meter Reimbursement
Council Member Stewart motioned to accept resolution 2016-19 Second-meter Reimbursement. Council Member Coltharp seconded the motion. All were in favor. 
Sterling Codifiers- Codification of Resolutions
Council Member Coltharp discussed the request to have Sterling Codifiers provided a Codification of the City’s Resolutions.  This work can be divided into two phases. The estimate for phase one is $1500.00 and phase two will be approximately $2500.00 to $4000.00. Council Member Coltharp motioned to hire Sterling Codifiers to update the City’s resolutions and provide a book of the City resolutions.  Council Member Harmer seconded the motion. All were in favor.
Public Comments
Tennessee Stewart commented that everyone was doing a good job.
