	Minutes of Fairview City Council Meeting and Public Hearing held on Tuesday, June 21, 2016, at 7:30 p.m. at 85 South State Street, City of Fairview, County of Sanpete, State of Utah.
	Mayor Jeff Cox called the meeting to order at 7:3 p.m.  Councilmembers present were Bawb Nielsen, Cliff Wheeler, KaeLyn Sorensen, Casey Anderson, and Bob St. Jacques.  City employee present were Dave Taylor, Willy Rivers, and Greg Sorensen.  Citizens present were Mylette Mackay, Sara Ahkuoi, and Marcus Ahkuoi, Matt Sorensen, Jared Livingston, Rae Lohmeyer, Ramon and Erma Lee Aaron.
	Councilwoman KaeLyn Sorensen offered the invocation and led the Pledge of Allegiance.  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
	Councilman Cliff Wheeler moved to approve the minutes from May 24, 2016.  Councilman Bawb Nielsen seconded the motion and the motion carried in favor of.

	Open Meeting for Public Comments at 7:35 p.m. on	Proposed Fairview City Property Tax Increase of 0.0128%, Proposed Fairview City Operating and Capital Budgets for Fiscal Year Ending June 30, 2017, and Amending Fairview City Operating and Capital.  No comment was received.

REPORTS/ACTION ITEMS – BOARDS/COMMITTEES/STAFF/OFFICERS:
	Planning Commission:
		Jared Livingston – Business Approval, Soda Shack, 30 West 300 North.   Jared met with the Planning Commission and has met all requirements.  This business will create jobs for the youth.  The flow of traffic will enter in from the north.  There will be a white chain to force the traffic.  95 Feet from the edge of the roadway to the service window will be.  Will accommodate on an average of five vehicles.  He has provided employee parking.  There is traffic with the storage units.  Usually only one customer a week.   Would like to have open by the 24th of July.  Are there plans to pave the parking lot, yes, asphalt or concrete.  Per recommendation of the Planning Commission Councilman Bob St. Jacques moved to approve the business license for Jared Livingston for the soda shack.  Councilman Cliff Wheeler seconded the motion.  The voting was unanimous in favor of.  
		Zoning Definition Discussion and Approval.  The Council received these definitions a couple months back.  These definitions will be put in place once a map is established with the new zones and a public hearing.  Until then, the City will be governed by the

old definitions.  The City is looking at getting these in place so as when growth occurs, we will be able to direct businesses, etc.  Councilman Bob St. Jacques moved to approve the definitions as presented by the Planning Commission.  Councilman Casey Anderson seconded the motion.  The voting was unanimous in favor of.
	Water Rate Study Discussion. Mayor Cox stated that the proposed water rate increase is a flat $4.00 keeping the base rate of 8,000 gallons the same and increase the overage $.50 per each step usage.  In the council’s packet it reflects a $4.00 flat rate increase with a base rate of 6,000.  It does not seem practical to reduce the base rate until automatic-read meters are installed to all customers. This will bring the City within the range of what the surrounding cities are charging.  Next month, a public hearing will be held for public input for both water and sewer rate increases.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]	Approval to Increase Booth Rental Fee and Fun Run Fee.  Councilwoman KaeLyn Sorensen mentioned that there have been changes made to the dates of some of the activities.  Horseshoe tournament will be held on Friday, July 15th, scrambalooza will be held on Thursday, July 21st and the North Bend Entertainers changed their Friday performance to 3:00 p.m.  It was purposed to increase the booth rental space from $100 to $200 for booths down at the rodeo grounds and $40 for a craft booth.  Also, propose that only five people be allowed to work in the booths, if they need more than can rent addition space or pay for their help to get in (needs to added to the contract).  Wristbands will be given out.  The fun run will also be raised to $15.  Also raise the volleyball team to $60 to $80.   Councilwoman Kaelyn Sorensen moved to approve the increase for the booth rental at the arena to $200 and the craft booth space to $40, along with increasing the fun run to $15 and the volleyball tournament up to $80 per team.  Councilman Casey Anderson seconded the motion.  The voting was unanimous in favor of.
	North Sanpete Ambulance Yearly Request for Funds. This is a yearly request.  This is to help with the cost of education, etc.  They are requesting $1.50 per capita, Fairview’s population is approximately 1200, it will be around $1800.  Moved by Councilman Bawb Nielsen to accept the yearly request from the ambulance association.  Councilman Cliff Wheeler seconded the motion.  The voting was unanimous in favor of.
	Permission to have Follow-up with City Council with Chair Event Person, i.e., Chocolate Festival, Hunter’s Fest, Pioneer Days, etc.  There are a lot of people who come in and ask the Council to waive the fees to use the dance hall, mostly charities.  It is proposed that the chair from these events come back to council meeting and report their activity to them whether it was a success or not, was it a good thing or not.  This would give the Council an idea on their success and whether they want to keep waiving the fees.  This building is being used frequently for these type of events.

Councilman Bawb Nielsen moved to passed Resolution No. 2016-06R; Approving and Adopting a Budget for Fiscal Year 2016/2017 and Amending the Fiscal Year 2016/2016 Budget.  Councilman Cliff Wheeler seconded the motion.  The voting was unanimous in favor of.
	Resolution No. 2016-07R; Approving the Agreement of Fire Protection Between Sanpete County and Fairview City for 2016.   The agreement is for $10,838.29.  This number is based on the acres of private ground which the City covers, the members who are certified, and etc.  Councilman Bawb Nielsen moved to approve Resolution No. 2016-07R; Approving the Agreement of Fire Protection Between Sanpete County and Fairview City.  Councilman Casey Anderson.  The voting was unanimous in favor of.

COUNCIL REPORTS:
	Mayor Jeff Cox – General City Business Update.  An announcement to the Council, the Beehive Classic is coming through Fairview again.  They were here a couple of years back.  This will happen between the 19th and the 20th of July.  We will feed them lunch.  They bring their exotic cars-- it is pretty cool.  Mayor Cox asked Councilwoman KaeLyn Sorensen if she has anyone in mind for the grand marshals for the parade. See has had a couple of suggestions and open for any suggestions from the Council.  There have been a couple of issues down at the sewer plant.  In the last couple of weeks, the band screen quit twice.  
	Councilman Bawb Nielsen has there been any follow up on the Hansen subdivision in regards to the water runoff.  Not yet.   
	Councilman Cliff Wheeler - None
	Councilman Casey Anderson – we got our bid for our wage study.  Not sure what we need to do from here.  It needs to be an agenda item so there can be a motion made.  It will come out of next year’s budget.  There needs to be some work done down at the sports park for the 24th of July activities.   The weeds are needing some attention.  The power department is moving along with the projects they are working on.  The maps are in place on the substation.  It will be on next month’s agenda for approval.  	
	Councilwoman Kaelyn Sorensen – derby ticket sales Saturday, need all the help we can get.  Be there at 8:30 a.m.  Will also need help taking tickets at the events.  Suggested that all the 
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Council and committee people wear their committee shirts to help with keeping the kids back behind the parking line and not running out to get candy.
	Councilman Bob St. Jacques – a concern about mowing on city properties especially around stop signs.  Most citizens are will to help there but then it causes damage to their lawnmowers.  The City will keep an eye on this and try to help there, but the mower can also fling rocks and etc. out and can cause damage also.   No Planning Commission meeting next month.
