Minutes
The minutes of the August 2016 board meeting were presented to the board for their review and approval.  A motion was made by Mike Kohler to approve the minutes of the August 2016 board meeting.  The motion was seconded by Steve Farrell and the motion passed all in favor.
Warrants
The listing of warrants was presented to the board by BC Ben Fitzgerald.  A motion was made by Mike Petersen to approve the warrants as presented.  The motion was seconded by Mike Kohler and the motion passed all in favor.
Chief Report
Ben Fitzgerald stated that he did not have anything to report for Chief Giles.  He stated that there was a fire at the Prestige Living apartments and the Fire Marshal will address this.  
The council expressed thanks to the Fire District for their assistance and attendance at the memorial service for Ralph Broadhead.


Fire Marshal
Clint Neerings reported to the board the report on the Prestige Senior Living fire.  He stated that they do have some concern with rescue at the same time as the suppression.  He stated that they had to carry someone out of the same apartment two weeks ago.  He stated that the fire was caused by a box being left on the stove and accidently set on fire.  He stated that the suppression system is what put out the fire.  He does have pictures if the board would like to see them.  He stated that there was minimal smoke but water damage to the unit and the floor below. This fire had a great chance of being much worse.  There were 36 plus occupants at the structure and this could have been much worse.
Clint showed pictures from the Stillwater fire where there had been the same issue.  Something was left on the stove and caught fire.  The sprinkler system put the fire out and they just had to dry out the carpet and clean the smoke off of the walls.  He stated that the alarm system paged the Fire Department.
There had been another fire in Heber where there were not any sprinklers.  There was much more damage at this fire.
Fire Warden
Troy Morgan stated that he had nothing to report.  They are lucky with the weather as dry as it has been and the only fires reported were on the Forest Service land.
Other
Mr. Kosokawski stated that there had been another fire by Stillwater near the power line.

Troy Morgan stated that they will be meeting with the power company where they will be addressing this.
Mr. Kosakawski stated that they have three years to do a wild land fire plan with the CWPP.
Troy Morgan stated that he would like to see this done on a subdivision level.  He stated that details are coming on the guidelines.
