
     SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE MAYOR AND TOWN COUNCIL OF CENTRAL VALLEY TOWN, SEVIER COUNTY, UTAH

HELD WEDNESDAY, SEPTEMBER 21, 2016
A regular meeting of the Mayor and Town Council of Central Valley Town was held on Wednesday, the 21st of September, 2016 at the Central Valley Community Center, 50 West Center, Central Valley, Utah at the hour of 7:30 p.m. after due and timely notice had been provided pursuant to Section 52-4-6, UCA, 1953, as amended.

CITIZENS PRESENT

1. Pledge of Allegiance. Opening Remarks were given by Allen Henningson. Meeting called to order and roll call. Mayor Peterson welcomed those in attendance at the meeting. 
2. Approval of minutes of previous meeting. The minutes of the August 17th Town Council meeting were presented for approval. All members had reviewed the minutes. Mayor Peterson asked for a discussion of the minutes. The minutes were approved upon the motion of Bryan Brown and seconded by Charles Evans. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.
3. Comments from residents. Deputy Sherriff Richards attended the first portion of the meeting. As he left the meeting he asked the council if the town had anything for him. He said that he would be enforcing the speed limit on the new town roads as soon as the speed limit signs are installed. He suggested that the speed limit sign on Sevier River Road be lowered to 25 MPH since it is more of a residential area. He said that he feels that 35 MPH is too high for the  Sevier River Road. David Nielson stated that the town had recently evaluated the speed limit on Sevier River Road and will be keeping it at 35 MPH. Deputy Richards also said that there are grants available for purchasing solar powered speed limit and stop signs. He will provide information on the grants to the town. He said that the town may want to close its roads to trucks. Deputy Richards said the council could contact him at 896-3586 if there were problems.

4. Approve Wayne Porter Single Lot Split Subdivision.

Mayor Peterson explained that the subdivision was located on the east one acre of Glenna Manwills lot. The subdivision is in the R-1 (half acre) zone. It is a single lot split. A public hearing was held on September 7, 2016. The planning commission has approved the subdivision and forwarded it to the town council for final approval. Mayor Peterson asked that the council comment on the proposed subdivision. Charles Evans asked if there was just one lot and if it would affect the proposed extension of 100 South to the east. There would be the existing lot where Glenna Manwill's home is located and the one additional lot where Wayne will construct a home. It is near the end of the cul-de-sac on 100 South but would not affect the proposed extension of the road to the east. It was also asked if there would be enough property for another lot between Wayne and Glenna Manwill. Wayne reviewed the subdivision plat with the council. Bryan Brown made a motion to approve the Wayne Porter single lot split (Magrathean) subdivision. David Nielson seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. The town council then signed the two copies of the final plat map as approved. Glenna needs to sign the maps as the owner of the property before a notary. The plat maps will then need to be recorded at the County Recorder’s Office. Section 5-700 of the subdivision ordinance requires that the water transfer fee be paid prior to the issuance of any building permit.
5. Street Improvement Project. Approve payments for Staker Parson ($1,046,395.26) and Jones & DeMille ($58,521.95).

Mayor Peterson explained the need for approval of the Staker Parson and Jones and DeMille Engineering payments. He asked David Nielson to provide an update of the road project. David reported on a road base issue on 400 North. Staker Parson has installed about $19,000 more road base than is called for in the plans. David said that the additional material has added some value to the road. Jones and DeMille Engineering has estimated that there is somewhere around 10-30 percent in added value to the road from the additional road base. The town needs to make a decision on how much if any to compensate Staker Parson for the additional road base hauled. Staker Parson may lose about $15,000. Staker Parson and Jones and DeMille Engineering are working to try to determine why the additional material was placed on the road. Cement treatment did not occur on 400 North so the additional road base does add some value to the road. Mayor Peterson asked the council to give him and David some direction on how to resolve the issue. Bryan Brown asked how much funding would remain after Staker Parson completes their work. It is estimated that about $580,000 will be available for chip sealing and other road work for next year. Staker Parson owes the town about $3,800 for the milled asphalt they removed from the road. Bryan Brown said that we should see if Staker Parson and Jones and DeMille Engineering can resolve the issue. He would be okay with paying Staker Parson around $6,000 for the additional material. Gary Barney said that he agreed with Bryan and was okay with compensating Staker Parson around $6,000. Charles Evans said that he also agreed and was willing to compensate Staker Parson around $6,000. Bryan asked why Jones and DeMille did not stop the hauling of the road base. It was reported that they had and have been working on the issue for some time. Scott Thomsen suggested that the road is now quite a bit wider than it used to be. Mayor Peterson stated that the council needed to decide if we should compensate Staker Parson something for the additional road base that was hauled. He said that he feels that we should. We have previously forgiven an approximate $1,100 penalty. He asked that the council give some latitude for he and David to make the decision. The council agreed that the Mayor and David could agree to compensation Staker Parson around $6,000 for the additional road base. David Nielson made a motion to approve the payment for Staker Parson ($1,046,395.26) and Jones & DeMille ($58,521.95). Charles Evans seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. Allen Henningson will get the payments sent to them.
6. Disposition and marketing for stock piled roto-millings stored at cemetery property. Set price.

Mayor Peterson stated that the price for the milled material from the road project stored at the cemetery has been set at $5 per ton. The town has decided not to load the material due to liability concerns. We have sold some of the material to Wayne Holder and Don Morrison. We have had some additional inquiries about the material. The council was okay with disposing the material at $5 per ton. Dale Gifford and Scott Thomsen have placed a lot of the material on the roads at the cemetery. 
7. 200 South Right of Way Proposal. Review survey and deeds. 
Mayor Peterson reviewed an exhibit map provided by Savage Albrecht Engineering of the West 200 South Street. It shows the 60 foot wide proposed road property. The Chesley’s will be required to give up 0.66 acres of their 3.18 acre property. They would have enough acreage for four additional lots. Kent and Susan Outzen would provide the most property for the road. Betty Christensen will give some property and Bryan Brown would provide a very small piece. The next step is to survey the road property and prepare deeds for transferring the property to the town. Scott Thomsen asked if the proposed road transfer was part of the master plan. He was told that it was. Mayor Peterson explained that we had been approached by the Outzen’s with the proposal to turn over the existing road to the town. There has been some discussion on hauling roto-milled material on the road and doing some road improvements in 2020. There may also be an opportunity to double chip seal the road next year in conjunction with the existing road project. Scott asked about the other infrastructure along the road. It was explained that the town would provide the road and the water line for the road. Susan Outzen said that there is a lot of town traffic on the road and it should be part of the town. Scott said that it is not appropriate for the town to be putting in the infrastructure for future developers. The town cannot afford to put in the water line. Scott Thomsen said that the rap material may not be good for the road. It is not a good material to chip seal over. In Annabella roads that have been chip sealed over rap material have deteriorated.
8. Flowable Fill Discussion.
David Nielson stated that we need to make a change to our ordinances to provide an explanation or definition of flowable fill and the requirement of how to fill in trenches that are created during utility excavations. Charles said that sand is not a good material since it comes out the side of the trench. Scott said that the top portion of the trench should not be flowable fill and should be asphalt. David said that we need something in our ordinance to explain the requirement. Mayor Peterson asked David to provide some specifications for inclusion in our ordinance. David is working with Rocky Mountain Power to fix an old trench on 200 West. He said that it appeared that Rocky Mountain Power has agreed to fix the road. It needs to be repaired prior to being chip sealed next summer. 
9.Approve General Plan and Ordinance that adopts the General Plan. Ordinance Number 2016-004.

Mayor Peterson stated that he wanted Bryan Brown and Susan Outzen to help explain and be able to make any needed changes to the general plan. Bryan explained that the planning commission had conducted a public hearing on September 7, 2016. The town council has had a month to review the proposed new general plan that was completed and approved by the planning commission. It reflects what currently is in our ordinances. The first page is a summary. Susan Outzen added that the new general plan reflects the suggestions that came from a survey that was conducted of the town residents. Mayor Peterson reviewed each page of the proposed general plan with the council. He said that there are some typographical errors that need correction on page one. David suggested some changes of wording for the agricultural sections. He provided the suggested changes to Susan. David also suggested that we update our ordinance to require a larger cul-de-sac for the future. Some of our existing cul-de-sacs are to small for our snow plow to easily turn around. David suggested for the housing development section that we add restrictive wording regarding group homes since they have been unpopular in the past. Susan said that in some training on general plans she learned that all future CIB projects need to be described in the general plan. Susan was assigned to add the suggested revisions to the general plan and then provide an updated version to the town clerk. The revised general plan will be placed on next months agenda for approval by the town council. 
10. Planning Commission. Proposed Zoning Changes. Bryan Brown

Bryan explained that Chuck Hawley will be requesting a zoning change for his property on 400 North so that he can subdivide his property into a few lots. Bryan explained that we do not have a written process for completing a zoning change. Bryan said that he had been thinking the property between 400 North and 100 North east of the canal should be changed to the half acre zone (R-1) and the area west of the canal be changed to a commercial/residential zone. The planning commission has expressed concerns that we may not have enough culinary water for the larger R-1 zone. Bryan asked the council for their opinions on creating a larger R-1 zone in the area and if they liked the idea of having a commercial zone added. Mayor Peterson said that he did not have a problem with changing the entire area between 100 North and 400 North at the same time but thinks it would be better to just make the changes by development as they come up. We need to consider the future road needs for the area. It was suggested that we need to consider all of the other R-2 (2 acre) zones throughout the town. There is not enough water to change them all to the R-1 zone. Mayor Peterson said it would be best to consider each development as we go so that we can adequately plan for the water needs. Chuck Hawley's current proposal is to just change the zone along 400 North. Mayor Peterson stated that we do need to have a written process for completing a zoning change. Susan Outzen said that we need a zoning map that can be changed and updated as the changes are made. The mapping program that we purchased from Paul Damron should be capable of up dating the map, but we have had issues getting any up dates made to the map. The town could purchase a mapping program and receive training on its use. Water is a concern. Charles suggested that we keep the current R-2 zone for the area. Susan stated that we would need to plan for a future road in the area. Bryan asked the council if they were in favor of the zoning change for 400 North. Bryan and Kim said they would be in favor of a zoning change. David, Gary and Charles said they would not be in favor of a zoning change for 400 North. The planning commission was asked to write a procedure for a request for a zoning change. The town council is okay with adding a commercial/residential zone.
11. Department Current Concerns. Job List for Maintenance Employees. 
A list of jobs needing completion by the water department was reviewed by the town council. There are four water meters in town that have had water in them for a long period of time. Charles Evans reported that he had not fixed leaks on any of the four meters. Charles provided the meter reading for the water sources. The radium tests have been completed for the current quarter. They are required quarterly since we have had higher levels on our tests in the past. Charles stated that there is still air in the system and he is not sure where it is coming from. The level of tank #2 has been raised to the half mark. We still do not have any written bids for the construction of the new road to the water tank. We are waiting for written bids from Staker Parson, A & D Jensen Construction and Carlyle Excavating.
12. New road to water tanks. Review and accept bids to complete road work.

Mayor Peterson reported that a verbal bid for the road work from Staker Parson ranges from $30,000 to $50,000 for two different routes. Mayor Peterson said that the town could not afford to pay that much for the road work. He asked the council if town employees should proceed with pioneering the road in with the town backhoe. We could then haul some of our roto-mill material on the road. The health department has said that it would be okay to have the roto-mill material on the road as long as it drains away from our water source protection area. The road department would not be able to contribute funds to the road work since the road will be gated. The road should not be funded with class B/C road funds. Mayor Peterson said that the town would try to get the written bids from Staker Parson, A & D Jensen Construction and Carlyle Excavating. The bids will be evaluated next month.
13. Central Valley Town Directory Proposal.

Mayor Peterson stated that he has heart burn over the privacy concerns of having a town resident directory. We would have to contact each resident to request that their information be included in the directory. David Nielson said that it would be hard to keep the information current. The town will not be doing a directory.
14. Tanner Nielson storage container follow-up.

Mayor Peterson reviewed the history of Tanner Nielson's storage container. The town received a complaint form Charles Billingsley regarding the container. County building inspector Jason Mackelprang sent Tanner a letter regarding the container stating that he needed a building permit and needed to clean up his lot. The town then sent Tanner a letter stating the he would need a building permit in addition to painting it and putting it on a foundation. The town was initially told that Tanner would be moving the container to a job site in Annabella. Mayor Peterson talked with Tanner today. Tanner has said that he never intended to move the container. Mayor Peterson asked the council if we should allow the container to stay on a temporary basis.  Bryan Brown stated that we have been lenient with Tanner, he should get a building permit and comply with our ordinance requirements. David Nielson stated that there would be only minimal costs for Tanner to comply with our ordinance. We have been fair with him and he should be required to comply with our ordinance. Charles Evans and Gary Barney agreed. Tanner needs to obtain a building permit, paint the container and place it on a foundation by the next town council meeting or he will be cited.
15. Approval of monthly expenditures. Mayor Peterson asked for a review of the August expenditures. David Nielson made a motion to approve the August expenditures as described. Gary Barney seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. Mayor Peterson reported that we are saving about $500 each month on our power bill as a result of replacing the pump at Meacham Springs.
16. Council Members Reports.
David Nielson reported we got approval from the state surplus division for purchasing the surplus UDOT truck. We have sent the payment for the truck and are waiting for the final paper work. David reported that Scott has been working on replacing the delineators for the road project. There is not much space for the delineators to be installed on 400 North. The sign locations will need to be blue staked before the signs for the new road can be installed. We have some old pallets at the maintenance yard that someone has requested. They have been accumulating over the years. It was agreed that we can dispose of them. 

Bryan Brown reported that the planning commission will be working on a new subdivision for Dr. Zeluff and Chuck Hawley.

Gary Barney reported that the splash pad has been turned off for this season. A new spring assembly has been installed on the teeter totter. The baseball equipment will be left in place until October 1st.
Charles Evans reported that the water samples were good for the month and that he would be treating the water tanks.

Mayor Peterson asked the council members to look at the road work that had been completed at the cemetery. He recommended that we rent a roller and water truck to compact the material on the roads at the cemetery. The road project is going well and should be completed by October 1st  except for cleanup work.
17. Adjournment. Mayor Peterson thanked everyone for their attendance and asked for a motion to adjourn. Bryan Brown made a motion to adjourn, Charles Evans seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, David Nielson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Gary Barney voted yes and Bryan Brown voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. The meeting was adjourned at 10:30 p.m.
