3. RECOMMEND TYREE PULHAM  AS CHAIRMAN ADMINISTRATOR
· Council agreed to approve Tyree Pulham as member of Planning & Zoning.

Councilman Gurney made a motion to approve Tyree Pulham as the newest member to Planning & Zoning. Councilwoman McKinney seconded. Motion carried with all members present voting “aye”.


4. APPROVE RESOLUTION FOR RAISE IN WATER RATES

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5. SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT UPDATE
· Sheriff had no update. 
· Mayor Hancock asked if there was something we could do about the gunfire in town. Council discussed several options. They agreed to handle it on a case by case basis.
· Chyanne Soffel said there had been complaints of weird activity at the Camp Floyd Cemetery in the early hours of the morning. Chyanne asked the Sheriff if he could look into it. Deputy Harris said he would check into it.

6. FIRE DEPARTMENT UPDATE
· Chief Jacobson said the department would be speaking at church on 9-11 if anyone was interested in going. Church starts at 11:00 am. 

7. CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT
· Mayor Hancock gave a current update on the research that has been done by Fairfield Town Attorney, Larry Jenkins.  He said it may take some in-depth time to research the CUP policy to see if the Landfill is in compliance. Mayor Hancock feels that they should talk to Mr. Jenkins to see if the effort would be worthwhile. The Council all agreed.

8. SECONDARY WATER UPDATE
· Mayor Hancock gave an update on the secondary water source progress. He said the 45-day appeal waiting period ends on September 23, 2016 and then the Town can begin the construction. All other paper work is moving along smoothly.

10. APPROVE MINUTES FOR AUGUST 11, 2016 WORK SESSION & REGULAR MEETING
· Minutes were sent out for prior review to the Council. Minutes were approved with no said changes.
Councilman Gurney made the motion to approve August 11, 2016 work session and regular meeting minutes. Councilman Thomas seconded. Motion carried with all members present voting “aye”.

11. APPROVE MINUTES FOR AUGUST 18, 2016 WORK SESSION MEETING
· Minutes were sent out for prior review to the Council. Minutes were approved with no said changes.
Councilman Gurney made the motion to approve August 18, 2016 work session
 meeting minutes. Councilman Thomas seconded. Motion carried with all members present voting “aye”.
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12. OLD BUSINESS
· Councilman Gurney discussed with Council items that need to be finished before lifting the moratorium. Councilman Thomas said he was working on his list to get over to Epic on the Water Impact fees. Councilman Panek said we still need to hold a meeting with planning and zoning on roads.
· Chyanne updated the Council on contacting Sterling Codifiers to help codify the Town’s Ordinances and get their Policy and Procedures in place. She felt that this would be a good starting point to get these items in place. Councilman Gurney said he would contact Rob from Sterling Codifiers and discuss moving forward.
· Council discussed what the process should be of getting a building permit and the fee for the application. Chyanne will discuss the application fee with Planning and Zoning. Council feels that whoever turns their packet in first and pays their fees first will receive a building permit.  Council discussed writing a refund policy on all fees paid. The application fee will not be refundable. All other fees will be determined by how much construction was done.
· Councilman Gurney told the Council that after meeting with Dave and Chyanne, it was decided that they should have some set hours in the office. The hours will be every Tuesday and Thursday from 10:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. If the Council needs something from the office, this would be the days when both employees would be in the office.
· Councilman Panek asked for an update on getting land owners to annex into Fairfield. Chyanne agreed to contact some of the landowners and see how they felt about annexing into Fairfield.
· Councilwoman McKinney said she had done research on the PA system for the town meetings but seen no reason to purchase an expensive PA system if they town was going to build a new town office in the near future. She feels it would be a waste of money to purchase one to use for only a year and then build a new building with a system already built in to it. The Council agreed but discussed purchasing a new recorder for the meetings.

· No topic was brought up for discussion
Councilman Thomas made the motion to adjourn. Councilman Panek seconded. Motion carried with all Members present voting “aye”.
