
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD OCTOBER 03, 2016 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE 
ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken Burdick, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Public Works Supervisor Mike Casper, Road Department Project Supervisor Clint Curtis, Landfill Director Hal Giles and Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Consideration Of A Truck & Equipment For The Landfill
Director Giles stated that he would like to move the dirt more cost effectively and possibly purchase a scraper and an off road dump truck.  There is a lot of fill that needs to be done.  He will contact Wheeler and CAT to see what they have.  He also has a 2009 truck with 121,000 miles on it. He will contact dealerships for prices.
Public Works Department Update…
Supervisor Casper stated that the Road Department has been in Argyle Canyon hauling shale.  The graders are all out cleaning up from the heavy rain fall.  They are also working on the slopes at the two new buildings on the Blue Bench by putting gravel down. They will take the zipper to Moon Lake to patch up all of the holes.  Chairman Winterton stated that the Ute Indian Tribe Business Committee Chairman Shaun Chapoose said to go ahead and patch it.   
Supervisor Curtis stated that they put in a french drain on the Blue Bench near Judge Clair Poulson’s house because Nelco did the road above him causing the drainage to go down Judge Poulson’s road. 
Lamar Long joined the meeting at 9:46 A.M… County/Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde joined the meeting at 9:49 A.M…
Mr. Long stated that he has problems on his road; there are no stop signs and nobody is maintaining it.  He said that it’s a county road but the county hasn’t done anything on it in over 4 years so he put a private road sign up.  Administrator Hyde stated that Mr. Long lives in Cottonwood Estates #3; the subdivision was created and signed by the county in 1982.  They show that they are private roads and to be maintained by owners.  Since then, the plat has been amended a few times.  In 1997, it was amended to combine lots and it was indicated as a public road on that plat. In 2014, the Long’s divided the lots that show the road as being a county road to serve the two parcels.  The county has assumed it as a county road, but the original dedication was meant to be private.  Mr. Long stated that he wants to know if the county is going to start maintaining it or if he should close it.  Chairman Winterton stated that now that we are aware of this, the road department can add this to their regular maintenance list.  Mr. Long stated that the intersection is bad and needs a stop sign. People drive so fast on that road, it’s dangerous.
Discussion Of A Culvert On County Road #81
Supervisor Curtis stated that this is the Myrin property who wanted a box culvert that would cost $36,000.  There are other cheaper options and they have seven foot culverts in the yard.  He will contact UDOT to get permission in writing to encroach 50 feet on their property.  The drainage going down through the field has an old channel that’s defined and it’s a sandy silt mix.  We are at the mercy of Mother Nature.  Commissioner Burdick suggested that they work on the culvert and the wash to see if the field dries up by then. Supervisor Curtis stated that we can make a turn-around for the bus when they cut down the hill. 
Opening & Consideration Of Bids For Salt
Supervisor Casper stated that the bids are for both red and white salt at 1,000 tons each.  The white salt is cheaper to buy and it acts faster, but he would like both to mix at a one to one ration and will experiment with it.  The commissioners opened the sealed bids and Chairman Winterton asked Attorney Allred to review them to make sure everything is in order.
After reviewing the bids, Attorney Allred stated that the only difference is that Goff Trucking is local 10% discount but has a fuel fee if it goes over two hours to load and unload.  Commissioner Burdick stated that he doesn’t see the load and unload time going over two hours.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to award the bid for both red and white salt to Goff Trucking out of Myton, Utah.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Consideration Of Waiving Building Inspection Fees For Tabiona Town’s Community Center
Building Official Karl Mott joined the meeting at 10:15 A.M…

Chairman Winterton stated that he received a call from Tabiona Mayor Charlie Strebel last week and asked to waive fees.  Official Mott stated that he doesn’t have a problem waiving the fees; it’s a courtesy and feels that it’s our responsibility to cover those fees. Chairman Winterton stated that CIB awarded the money for it.  This is a city building, not an educational building and asked Official Mott to contact Mayor Strebel.  Commissioner Todd motioned to waive the permit fees for Tabiona Town’s Community Center.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Consideration Of Adding Personnel To The IT Department
IS Department Director joined the meeting at 10:20 A.M…
Director Ogletree stated that a problem that he is seeing is someone to do programming.  Programming is a big thing and they have online records and website work to do.  He would like a computer specialist that’s a programmer.  Chairman Winterton stated that there are applicants to applied for the IS Director Position that may fit this need without having to advertise.  Commissioner Todd motioned to allow a person to the IT Department.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners motioned aye and the motion passed.
