 January 10, 2011


Minutes of a regular meeting of the Local Building Authority of Duchesne County Water Conservancy District held at the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District Building, 275 West 800 South, Roosevelt, Utah, for the purpose of conducting business as posted on the agenda.

PRESENT:  Board Members: Vice-Chairman Moreen Henderson, Bruce Dart,  Larry Ross, Kevin Rowley, Art Taylor, Max Warren.  General Manager:  Randy Crozier.  DCWCD Asst. Manager:  Dex Winterton.  DCWCD Admin. Asst.:  Adrienne Marett.  Excused Absence:  Lynn Burton, Chairman.  General Public:  None present.

CALL TO ORDER:

Vice-Chairman Moreen Henderson called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. and thanked everyone for their attendance.  Chairman Lynn Burton had asked to be excused from today’s LBA and DCWCD board meetings. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

At this time the Local Building Authority board meeting was opened up for public comments.  No general public was in attendance so no public comments were recorded.

MINUTES:

The Local Building Authority (LBA) Board reviewed the minutes of the regular LBA board meeting held on December 6, 2010.  Mr. Larry Ross expressed appreciation on behalf of the Board to Mr. Winterton for setting up the sound system in the boardroom and made a motion to accept the minutes.  Mr. Max Warren seconded the motion.  Board members voting in favor of the motion:  Mr. Dart, Ms. Henderson, Mr. Ross, Mr. Rowley, Mr. Taylor, Mr. Warren.  Board members voting against the motion:  None.  The motion passed.

BUILDING ITEMS:

Mr. Crozier stated that an order for furniture had been placed with the Utah Dept. Of Corrections, Correctional Industries Division, to build furniture for the new building.  The order would include furnishings for the front office area, and Mr. Winterton’s office, as well as 50 chairs for the board room and carts to store them on.  Mr. Crozier reported that this would utilize most of the remaining Permanent Community Impact Board (PCIB) funds.  Mr. Crozier also stated that Lloyd Architects had called to say that they hadn’t credited the original $2800 retainer that had been paid up front prior to the project beginning and were mailing the District a check instead.  Mr. Crozier stated that he would have Ms. Marett look back in the PCIB billing records, then check with Ms. Gayle Gardner, PCIB to see how to document depositing these funds into the PCIB system.  The funds could then be utilized for some more furniture items for the building, possibly some bookcases for Mr. Crozier’s office.

Mr. Crozier commented that he appreciated Mr. Winterton setting up the sound system for the board room and that it had saved the District money, also that the boardroom being on a separate heating and cooling system was helpful as it could be turned off when not in use resulting in a savings.  Mr. Crozier also discussed that the shop was set up so just the bathroom area could be heated, but that with the extremely cold temperatures the District had kept some heat in the other part of the shop.  Mr. Crozier commented that Jill’s Blinds had done the blinds in the boardroom and the front office area and that they looked really nice.  He stated that it might be a good idea to have blinds installed on the other two south-facing offices just to cut the glare on sunny days.

Mr. Rowley asked if PCIB funds could be used for pictures for the walls.  Mr. Crozier commented that PCIB funds could not be utilized for pictures but could be used for furniture.  Mr. Crozier stated that framed pictures of some of the District projects could be done, but that they would have to be paid for out of the regular budget rather than PCIB funds.  Mr. Rowley also commented that he had some old Bureau of Reclamation pictures of the Strawberry Dam, etc. that might be interesting to the public and that he would make them available to the District if they would like to copy and display them.

DATE OF NEXT BOARD MEETING:

The next LBA board meeting is scheduled to be held on March 7, 2011 at the DCWCD Building, 275 West 800 South, Roosevelt, Utah beginning at 9:00 a.m., then there will not be another LBA board meeting until October 10, 2011.

MANAGER’S REPORT (OTHER BUSINESS):

Mr. Crozier did not have any other business to report on.  

ADJOURNMENT:

Vice-Chairman Henderson stated that as there was no other business to be discussed a motion for adjournment could be entertained.  Mr. Kevin Rowley made a motion that the meeting be adjourned.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:15 a.m.
