Dear Patrons,

Each year, schools around Utah receive monies from the Utah State School Land Trust.  These monies are used to improve our abilities to educated students and are controlled by our own NSMS School Community Council.  In compliance with the law, this information of our final 2015-16 Trust Land Report is being provided to you.  It will provide you with a summary of how the money was spent & school testing results.

2015-16 Expenditures:
· Trust land money was used for salaries allowing us to offer two extra periods during the day allowing extra intervention offerings & also after school library access.  ($5708).
· Trust land money was used in conjunction with the Sevier School District Technology Grant to purchase three complete Chrome Book Labs.  This was an awesome use of dual funds to put these in our classrooms ($7,853).
· Trust land monies money was to purchase a two-year subscription to Brain Pop software that is used or available in the classrooms of all subject areas ($2901). 

2015-16 Test Results:
NSMS had the following results from our SAGE 2015-16 school year:

Highlights of this testing include making over 40% growth (as measured by the SAGE test.  The student must make at LEAST a years growth as compared to their peers.) in 8 of 9 areas.  Overall our SAGE school data is also trending upwards in every area with the following results: 2015-16 Data Grade “C” on UCAS Report 54% ( 13%).  Proficiency 117/300 ( 20) Growth 204/300 ( 53). 2015-16 SAGE Data: Math 32% ( 8%). Science 43% ( 7%), LA 38% ( 4%). 

Thank-you to all the parents, students, and staff of North Sevier Middle School for their hard work in helping move these trends upward.
