Opening

Mayor Watkins welcomed those present.
Consideration of the Minutes for Council of Government Meeting Held February 29, 2016
Duchesne City Mayor RoJean Rowley motioned that the February 29, 2016 minutes be approved as corrected. Commissioner Greg Todd seconded the motion.  All council members voted aye and the motion passed.
Discussion Of An ATV Trail
Mayor Rowley stated that we need to have some usable ATV trails in our area. She has talked with Fred Hayes from ???. He believes that if we can get the ATV trail to the Tabiona turn off road we can get it the rest of the way to Heber City.  Mr. Stewart stated that he is a volunteer that helps with many OHV trails in Argyle Canyon. He owns property there and would like to help Duchesne County as much as he is able. He also stated that if the county were to use the “B” and “D” roads in the areas of interest, there might not be any cost associated with creating the trails. Commissioner Winterton stated that we don’t have all the facts when it comes to those roads and we need to be careful when and where we are planning on using them. There was a lot of discussion on where would be the best places to put ATV trails. Those places include Duchesne to Carbon County through the mountains and from Duchesne to Heber City through the mountains. Other local areas were considered as well. Commissioner Winterton stated that the ATV trails would have to be part of the travel management plan before they actually became trails. Mr. Spencer stated that he receives lots of calls this time of year from people asking about ATV trails around Starvation Lake. Commissioner Winterton stated that we have to be careful not to cross any Indian land while we are planning the trails. He also stated that he would like to see a destination trail be planned for the area. There was more discussion about the Rock Creek area and the possible trails that could be planned for that area. Director Hansen stated that the mayor of Wellington is interested in planning a trail that would include Duchesne County, Carbon County and Uintah County. Mr. Stewart stated the he and the other volunteers would like to work as a team with the county to help with the trails and how to bring people in for the rides. Mayor Rowley stated that we need to get started on this right away.
Community Events

Mayor Ryan stated that the Aquatic Center will have a ribbon cutting on Thursday, May 26, 2016 at 5:30 P.M. The next day on Friday the seniors from the local high school will be able come swimming for the evening.
Director Hansen stated that she would like to give certificates and voucher to people from out of town so they would have a reason to come back and visit Duchesne County.

The welcome center is picking up; it serves is around 16-20 people per day right now. The summer season is a time for people who are trying to do more with less.
The Tri-County Health building will be having a grand opening on June 1st at 2:30 P.M.

Commissioner Todd stated he would like to know when every community’s parades are so they can schedule to attend them.
