Opening

Mayor Watkins welcomed those present.
Consideration of the Minutes for Council of Government Meeting Held May 23, 2016
Commissioner Burdick motioned to approve the minutes approved as corrected. Mayor Ryan seconded the motion.  All council members voted aye and the motion passed.
Update On Fire Policy
Mr. Eriksson stated that there is new legislation to formulate wildland fire suppression based on a risk assessment as well as the 10 year average of fire activity in the county and can be met by the monetary amount of volunteer efforts and in kind donations. Each entity will need to opt in by January 1, 2017 and adopt a fire plan. They have worked with Utah Association of Counties and Utah League of Cities and Towns over the last two years on this. The idea is to be as flexible as possible and keep counties and municipalities from going bankrupt due to a large fire. If you opt in, it’s not something that you’re locked into; if you want out, you can.  As a part of the match money, you could have landowners trim trees, have a community cleanup day, educate the public, or anything that reduces the risk of starting a new fire.  We want communities to reinvest in their own community; everything that you do after March 2016 will count.
Mr. Robinson stated that because Duchesne City and Roosevelt City have airports, they are at a bigger risk of having a fire. 
Director Lefler stated that having fire plans in place is part of the prevention. 

Commissioner Winterton stated that for the county, this is a good deal.

Discussion Of The Bridge Near Starvation Reservoir 
Mayor Rowley stated that Larry Montoya with UDOT said that if the county will take over the old bridge once the new one is in place, they will leave the old bridge to use for ATV’s. 
Commissioner Burdick stated that they need to find out what the rating is on that bridge. 

Mayor Rowley stated that she will find out from Mr. Montoya what the rating is.
Other Business

Commissioner Winterton stated that they met with the Ute Indian Tribe last week and had good conversations.  The Tribe wants us to pick their agreement apart and modify it. They invited us to the pow-pow and they would like us to give names of people for a unified board for roads, emergency, etc. He was recently on the County Seat TV series discussing tribal relationships and hopes to do another episode.
