	Current Year Goal(s)
	[bookmark: _GoBack]The Committee recommended the goal for the year is working to establish the possibilities of having CSHCN initiate collaboration for an integrated communication system and information for some social service programs and practices, (possibly in a view only format) to reduce redundancy for families within the system receiving care. 
Ms. Taxin suggested it may be possible to include a copy of the share care plan in the CHARM system.  The Committee requested further discussion on the possibilities of CHARM addressing treatment, payment, operations consents, and obtaining client release of information consent.
	Have Christine verify HIPAA compliance with CHARM and sharing client data as new programs start accessing CHARM data.

	Letters of Support Process
	The Committee discussed the process for providing letters of support from the Committee. 
The Committee discussed and implemented these requirements to provide a letter of support:
· The request shall go before the Committee;

	CSHCN Update
	Ms. Taxin reviewed program changes within the CSHCN bureau.  Including the transfer of direct care services to the University of Utah Developmental Assessment Center (UDAC) and the transfer of the Newborn Blood Heelstick Screening program to the State Lab.  
Ms. Taxin reviewed CSHCN current programs including:
Autism System Development, Child-Health Advanced Records Management (CHARM), Children’s Hearing Aid Program(CHAP), Critical Congenital Heart Defect (CCHD), Cytomegalovirus Public Education and Testing (CMV), Early Hearing Detection and Intervention (EHDI), Family to Family/Utah Family Voices Program, Fostering Health Children Program (FHCP), Integrated Services Program, Kurt Oscarson Children’s Organ Transplant Fund (KOCOTF), Technology Dependent Waiver, Utah Birth Defects Network (UBDN),  and Zika Surveillance, Intervention and Referral Program.  Oversight Programs are Clinical Services and Organ Donation Contribution Fund. 
Ms. Dolcourt updated the Committee on possible changes in legislation supported by the University of Utah on CMV testing.
Ms. Dolcourt requested information on how the changes within CSHCN benefit families.  Ms. Dolcourt stated what she is hearing are concerns around the clinics and insurance issues.    
Ms. Taxin stated she heard and understands her concern of children not being served and stated if there are concerns they need to be addressed to Dr. Miner.
Ms. Post requested clarification of the definition of care coordination.  Ms. Taxin stated it appears different agencies and insurance companies use different definitions and it would be helpful for the CSHCN providers to be consistent.
