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Holden Town Council Meeting – file 11-11
July 13, 2016

Minutes from the June 8, 2016 meeting were reviewed, motion to accept the minutes was made by Linda Nixon, seconded by Brian Stephenson, roll was called, Mayor Stephenson – yes, Brian Stephenson – yes, Mike Turner – yes, Linda Nixon – yes, Dave Dallin – yes, voting was unanimous.
The bills/payroll/reimbursement listed on the invoice register dated June 13, 2016 – July 13, 2016 was read: Because of the end of the fiscal year and payroll was paid on June 30th, the council decided to split the July payroll and pay the employees for time worked  from July 1st-12th; the reason being - they would have to wait until the 10th of August for their next paycheck; Roper Lumber bill is sidewalk project supplies; all of the sidewalk grant invoices will be listed under special projects/capital outlay in the road budget; the new picnic tables were paid out of the excess town portion of the PO budget; the street mower blades were paid out of roads; motion to pay the bills/payroll/reimbursement was made by Brian Stephenson, seconded by Mike Turner, roll was called, Mayor Stephenson – yes, Brian Stephenson – yes, Mike Turner – yes, Linda Nixon – yes, Dave Dallin – yes, voting was unanimous.
Bonnie Mundy – concerned citizen – On July 6, 2016; Leo Bennett’s brother, Kay, moved a 5th wheel onto Leo’s property and parked it next to the fence that separates the Mundy’s property from the Bennett’s property. Kay is planning on living in the 5th wheel permanently; Mayor Stephenson explained the ordinances of Holden Town and will call the town’s attorney and Fillmore City to enquire about any state or county ordinances they know of for this situation.  Mayor Stephenson will notify Leo Bennett of the 30 day limit to let someone be hooked up to a home’s water meter; the council also expressed concern about health issues. It is a violation of building code to live in a 5th wheel permanently within Holden Town boundaries, all homes must be secured to a permanate foundation.
The council discussed the mobile home ordinance.
Ted Bennett -Planning and land use – Molly Stevens representing Charlene Tuttle attended the meeting to enquire about sub dividing Tuttle’s property into building lots; Molly wanted to know what needed to be done to subdivide a portion of the Tuttle property into 8 building lots; it was determined after a brief discussion only 2 of lots meet the 100’ frontage requirement; the committee advised Molly of certain steps to make these lots buildable.  Such as: improved oiled road meeting Holden Towns’ standards; then once developed the road is deeded over to the town. The property owner or builder is responsible for the cost of extended water and power lines to each building lot.
Matthew and Asher Stephens are building a house on the corner lot adjacent from Dane Stephenson; The Stephens’ need the council to grant them a variance on the frontage set back.   Holden Town’s building code requires a corner lot to have 125’ x 125’ frontage.   The Stephens’ will attend August’s planning and land use and council meeting. Similar variances have been granted in the past: Mike Turner was granted a variance on June 18, 2008.  Mike suggested if all of Holden Town’s blocks are this size, then the council should amend the ordinance making the corner lot set back 123’ x 123’.  
Mike Turner – water- informed the council of the  need to purchase additional water meter sets; the homes along the west side of main street have old water meters, because of the new sidewalks, it will be easier to replace them now.  All affected home owners will be notified of the need to install an expansion tank; the new meters have a dual check valve that will not allow water to back flow into the system, thus the reason for an expansion tank. Division of drinking water requires that all new meters have a back flow system; eventually every water meter in town will have a dual check valve on them.   This is a requirement from the State of Utah Division of Drinking Water.
Ted Bennett/John Larsen had a leak in a shared water line that runs to both their properties. This leak was an above ground leak – Mike suggested to John Larsen to install a shut off value.  The town never reduces water overage fees; residents are informed at the first of the water season to watch for leaks and take care of them. If a property owner has a water leak, they are responsible for the water that runs through their meter.
Brian Stephenson – side walk project – the first block has been completed; the council is watching closely the budget for this project.
Linda Nixon –parks and recreation- Danny Thomas will be setting up the movie screen and equipment for the outdoor movie on Friday the 22rd; Linda suggested Danny be paid $100 for his time. The council agreed.
The new picnic tables have been delivered; Rod will have them put together by the breakfast on July 24th Rod will replace the lock on the garage door at the pavilion;
A concerned resident would like the town to paint the floor in the kitchen at the pavilion.
Dave Dallin – electric – Dave will look into permanate power for the Lemon’s new home; He will contact A.J. Smith. (Building inspector)
Dave informed the council of two trees that are obstructing power lines and the need to remove them. F. Fawcett; K. Jackson;  town policy – if homeowner wants to keep the tree they are responsible for keeping it trimmed and out of the power lines otherwise the town will remove the tree.
The town will be receiving a dividend check from ULGT for $512; the council agreed to put this money towards the sidewalk project.
Mayor Stephenson updated the council on the headstone issue at the cemetery; The Cemetery Ordinance clearly states:  Holden Town is not liable for damage that occurs to headstones.
Mayor Stephenson is still working on street/road deeds.
The council discussed the problem with mail being dropped off after 4:30 - employees shouldn’t have to work past 5; plus it is an expense for the town to pay employees overtime.  Any mail dropped off after 4:30 will not be mailed until the next business day.
Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Mike Turner, seconded by Brian Stephenson; voting was unanimous.
