[bookmark: _GoBack]The minutes from the May 11, 2016 meeting were reviewed:  Pg.  5, line 10; Sidewalks will be on the “west” side of the highway; line 8; “finished by September” was omitted; Pg.  6 line 28; “decrease water hookup fees”; was changed to “decreased water budgeted hookup fees”;  Pg. 7, line 5; decrease electric hookup fees,  was changed to “decreased electric budgeted hook up fees”;  boom truck sale was entered under electric miscellaneous  revenue;  Motion to accept the minutes with the above changes was made by Brian Stephenson, seconded by Mike Turner, roll was called,  Mayor Stephenson – yes, Mike Turner – yes; Brian Stephenson – yes; Linda Nixon – yes; Dave Dallin – yes; voting was unanimous.
Payroll/reimbursement/bills listed on the invoice register dated May 16, 2016 - June 8, 2016 were read: Wells Fargo Bank Fee is $67.73, the bank charges for every transition;  Mayor Stephenson would like to talk to them about a different business account, Motion to pay payroll/reimbursement/bills was made by Mike Turner, seconded by Brian Stephenson, roll was called, Mayor Stephenson – yes, Mike Turner – yes; Brian Stephenson – yes; Linda Nixon – yes; Dave Dallin – yes; voting was unanimous.
Planning and Land use will be next week June 14, 2016 - 
Valeria Stephenson’s family paid their portion of vacating the street survey $900.
Mayor Stephenson made the motion to adopt the Millard County certified tax rate as Holden Town’s property tax for 2016-2017 (.000736%) Linda Nixon seconded, roll was called, Mayor Stephenson – yes, Mike Turner – yes; Brian Stephenson – yes; Linda Nixon – yes; Dave Dallin – yes; voting was unanimous.
In last month’s town council meeting, the council adopted a tentative 2016-2017 fiscal year budget; the following change was made: The $25,000 utility administration fee was moved from line item (3490) to (3920- $6,000 from water; 3930- $19,000 from electric) line item on the budget, refer to pg. 2 of attached budget; Making this change will enable the viewer to clearly see how much money is taken from the water/electric enterprise funds.
Water fund no changes
The council decided for the 2016-2017 fiscal year budget to increase the electrics contribution to the general fund by $1,000, making their total contribution $20,000. 
 Mayor made the motion to open the floor to a public hearing to receive comment on the proposed tentative 2016-2017 fiscal year budget, Mike Turner seconded, and voting was unanimous.
Let the record state:  no public comment
Mayor Stephenson made the motion to close the public hearing, Mike Turner seconded, and voting was unanimous. 
The council had no further discussion on the 2016-2017 fiscal year budget.
Mayor Stephenson made the motion to adopt the proposed general fund fiscal year budget 2016-2017 as noticed and amended in this meeting with the projected revenue of $198,400 and the  projected expenditures $198,400, Linda Nixon seconded, roll was called, Mayor Stephenson – yes, Mike Turner – yes; Brian Stephenson – yes; Linda Nixon – yes; Dave Dallin – yes; voting was unanimous.
Mike Turner made the motion to adopt fiscal  year 2016-2017 water budget as noticed with income $75,500 and expenditures as stated in attached budget; Mayor Stephenson seconded, roll was called, Mayor Stephenson – yes, Mike Turner – yes; Brian Stephenson – yes; Linda Nixon – yes; Dave Dallin – yes; voting was unanimous.
Dave Dallin made the motion to adopt the 2016-2017 fiscal year electric budget, with revenue $212,100 and expenditures $ 167,992, roll was called, Mayor Stephenson – yes, Mike Turner – yes; Brian Stephenson – yes; Linda Nixon – yes; Dave Dallin – yes; voting was unanimous.
In the current 2015-2016 fiscal year budget, (the one we are living in today,) the town has exceeded the budgeted spending in cemetery and parks/recreation.  The total balance in the general budget will not change. According to the auditor and by resolution; the town can move funds within the general budget. Resolution 2016-5; A Resolution to adjust spending within the 2015-2016 general fund budget; The Holden Town Council will reappropriate $2,500 from the landfill department to the cemetery department and $2,500 from the new town hall to the parks/recreation department. See attached resolution
Mayor Stephenson made the motion to adopt Resolution 2016-5; A Resolution to adjust spending within the 2015-2016 general fund budget; reappropriating $2,500 from the landfill department to the cemetery department and $2,500 from the new town hall to the parks/recreation department, Dave Dallin seconded, roll was called, Mayor Stephenson – yes, Mike Turner – yes; Brian Stephenson – yes; Linda Nixon – yes; Dave Dallin – yes; voting was unanimous.
The council discussed purchasing 4 new picnic tables for the pavilion.  Linda Nixon made the motion to purchase (4) four new picnic tables, not spending more than $3,082.32; Mike Turner seconded, voting was unanimous. 
Mayor Stephenson made the motion to pay a $75 membership fee for Julianne Johnson to join The Utah Association of Municipal Treasurers, Linda Nixon seconded, and voting was unanimous.
Because of the work involved in pouring cement, the town posted a job for a temporary laborer to help with this project. The application deadline is Monday June 13, at 5 p.m.
Mayor Stephenson has been in contact with the auditor regarding the grant money and how to adjust that income within the proposed 2016-2017 fiscal year budget.  The auditor suggested waiting until the grant money is awarded; then the town can open the budget and increase the budgeted revenue.  This meeting would have to be noticed and a public hearing held.
Rod is ready to start the sidewalk job next week and the cement is scheduled to be poured on Friday, June 17.  The sidewalks will be 5 feet wide and rebar will be placed to reinforce the cement.  Rod has calculated the figures and the cost should be under budget.
Brian Stephenson – roads and streets – Brian would like to give Rod a special wage for the sidewalk project of $25/hr.  The reason - a local contractor approached the town and asked to help with the cement project; they quoted $35 and $40/hr.  This is hard, skilled work and needs to be done by someone with expertise and knowledge to do a good job.  With the town receiving grant money to cover 75% of the cost, the special wage request is reasonable.  Rod predicted the sidewalk project would be approximately 12 hrs. of cement work for each employee/per block.
Brian Stephenson made the motion to give Rod Dastrup a special wage of $25/hr. for the prepping/cement work done on the 2016 sidewalk project; and $20/hr. for John Dennis and the temporary laborer the town will hire next week for their work on the sidewalk project; Linda Nixon seconded, roll was called, Mayor Stephenson – yes, Mike Turner – yes; Brian Stephenson – yes; Linda Nixon – yes; Dave Dallin – yes; voting was unanimous.
Rhett Arnell, UDOT representative, said the town could request the grant money now the project has started.  Mayor Stephenson suggested asking for the money on July 20th.  That way, by the time the town receives the check, it will be next year’s budget. 
Darren Teeples requested the town put a “Dead End” street sign at the road entrance leading into his parents’ home.  After a brief discussion, the council authorized the purchase of (4) four dead end signs.
Brian informed the council Phil Whatcott, fire chief, would like to build a garage in back of the fire station, to store the trucks that are parked in the sun.  He would like to use the excess M & O money he has been accumulating over the last couple of years.
Mike Turner – informed the council that because of the side walk project, the town will need to replace (4) four water meters.  Mike will send a letter to the homeowners affected, to remind them they will have to put a pressure valve on their water heater.
Mayor Stephenson asked about the ISO fire dept. rating, the rating went down from last year. One of the reasons being – the ratings are for everyone, the biggest city to the smallest town.  Holden Town Fire Dept. can’t meet some of the requirements with our volunteer fire dept.  Such as, a class A bucket truck, a ladder truck, and additional firemen training.  
Linda Nixon – Thanked Rod for his work on the cemetery for Memorial Day, the town received a lot of nice comments.  Linda will talk to a church representative about using the pavilion; they need to reserve it like everyone else and need to be responsible for cleanup.
The council discussed a couple of Eagle projects at the cemetery, a new flag pole and a matching kiosk next to the one Jake Gates just completed.
Mayor Stephenson has had a complaint from a family who thinks the town has chipped a headstone.  The council discussed this and there is no evidence that it was damaged by the town, the headstone has been in the cemetery since 1984, the mayor asked a headstone expert to come look at it and in their opinion, the damage couldn’t have been done by a mower or trimmer; the cemetery ordinance clearly states:  part 2; section H.  Holden Town shall not be liable for any damage or loss of a headstone.
Motion to adjourn was made by Mayor Stephenson, seconded by Linda Nixon, voting was unanimous.
