The regular meeting of the Fountain Green City Council was held Thursday, September 22, 2016 at 7:00 p.m. in the Fountain Green City Hall, 260 W 100 N.
Council present:  Scott Collard, Jerime Ivory, Jeff Walker and Holly Oldroyd. Excusing Dean Peckham.
Presiding:  Mayor Ronald L. Ivory
Prayer:  Holly Oldroyd
Pledge
Discussion w/ Sanpete County Sheriff’s office.  Sheriff Brian Nielson and Gary Larsen, representing the County Sheriff’s office, explained to the Mayor and City Council what the County can offer to Fountain Green City while Officer Huff is out on sick leave.  The County has 2- 3 deputies on all times to cover the entire county.  Realistically the county would not be able to patrol Fountain Green on a full-time basis. They will come up to help if there is a crime in progress or if a specific event is scheduled, however, 911 calls are covered 24/7. 
The following items were discussed:
*Citizens can help by using the Neighborhood Watch Program.
*The County may come and randomly patrol.
*Current road construction on State Street will help slow down traffic.
*If there are problems Fountain Green City can get help from Moroni and Mt. Pleasant officers.  
*UHP can respond and help
*The extra police car can only be driven by certified individuals.
Miss Lamb Day.  Abby Ivory, Pageant Director, presented the Mayor and Council with a new budget of $4,054.00.  The current budget for Miss Lamb Day is $3,500.00.  In the past, the money from the ticket sales of the pageant have been used to pay the Judges, Judge’s lunch and other pageant costs.  She would like to continue to use the money (from pageant ticket sales) to offset the budget as well as fund the Little Miss Lamb Day Pageant.  The Council agreed that there should be enough money to cover those costs.  As far as college scholarships, Abby has called several colleges asking them if they would sponsor scholarships for the winning girls.  Those types of scholarships are no longer available.   She would like to get Corporate Sponsorships and would like the city to save the money for the winning girls until they are ready to attend a form of higher education, however long that takes.   The City will set up a PTIF for the funds, ear tagging it for those individual girls. Signatures of both the girls and their choice of school will be required.
The Pageant Committee consists of:  Julia Stallings (Co-Director), Allyson Strait (Money, Scholarships, and Sponsors), Kathy Taylor (Judges Chair), Cali Anderson (modeling and onstage walks), Justine Cook (gifts, prizes and decorations).
Abby would like to get a different committee together for the Little Miss Lamb Day Pageant.  
Tentative Pageant March 18th
Library – Reported on the following:  After receiving a grant from Wal-Mart, they were able to purchase a computer, a T.V. and a printer.  Centracom donated the internet.  There are 13-14 “Friends of the Fountain Green Library” (volunteers).  They have 45-55 kids attending the regular story hour and the preschool story hour.  Both the Mayor and City Council congratulated all those who have put in a lot of time and effort towards this great endeavor.  
Judge.  Scott Collard made the motion for Fountain Green City to hire its own Justice Court judge so that the City can retain its court.  Seconded by Holly Oldroyd, all in favor.  
Parking Ordinance.  Jerime Ivory made the motion to approve the amended changes to Ordinance 11-344.  UNLAWFUL PARKING. Section G.  Parking Prohibited and Section H.  Enforcement.  Seconded by Scott Collard, all in favor.
Well update. The power is in the in the well house building.  The project is still within the scope of the budget.  They are getting ready to pour the roof and all the piping is done.
Park.  The painters are finished.  The stainless roll up doors and roof are almost done.  Councilman Walker is hoping for a final inspection at the end of October.  Brayden Samuels is ready to do his eagle project.
Jerime Ivory made the motion to make the pay request of $9,388.00.  Seconded by Holly Oldroyd, all in favor.
Main Street.  The construction is complete with a final inspection.  Ensign submitted their final pay request which exceeds the amount of their contract.  Mike asked if the city would consider still paying it.
Mike did present the Mayor and City Council with a printout of change orders made by Carlisle during construction of the project.  There was a concern with a Rocky Mountain Power charge.  At the beginning of the project, RMP stated that they would be able to use the existing transformer and pole were sufficient.  RMP ended up putting in both a new pole and transformer.  Ensign was not expecting the extra cost.
Scott Collard made the motion to make the pay request upon Gene Peckham’s and Gene Jacobson’s based on their recommendation and approval.  Seconded by Jeff Walker, all in favor.
Mr. Despain would like to see a better light for the flag pole.
Planning Commission.  The Commission Chair Bryan Allred read a letter addressed to the Mayor and City Council (from the members of the Planning Commission) in hope of improving the working relationship between the city and the commission.  They are concerned that the city council is not enforcing the City’s Ordinances. There is no reason for rules if they are not going to be enforced.  The letter also pointed out that there is not an Ordinance in place that states Fountain Green City does not need a building permit to build city owned buildings/sheds, etc., state code states that the city has to abide by what is already in place, which is all buildings/shed have to come before the Planning Commission for a permit.  Councilman Collard agreed with the Planning Commission, stating that the City needs to be a better example.  The City can call the County Building Inspectors to red tag structures that don’t have permits and are currently being built.  Scott Collard, council representative on the Planning Commission, will come up with a plan to handle those citizens that have been on the noncompliance list for a long period of time.  If Scott is not able to attend the monthly meeting, he will ask someone else from the council to be there.
Wildland Fire.  Utah Division of Forestry, Fire and state lands is proposing a cooperative agreement with Fountain Green City that defines joint responsibilities for protecting non-federal land from wildland fires.  There will be a list of qualifications that the city will have to agree upon.  Although this new program won’t be in place until July, 2017 and the city can choose to or not participate, the Fire Dept. strongly recommends it.  There will be more information available at a later date.
Civil rights/Language and Ada policy.  Scott Collard made the motion to approve the Equal Opportunity and Civil Rights Act, the Language Access Plan and the ADA Reasonable Accommodation Policy. Seconded by Jerime Ivory, all in favor.
Safe Sidewalks.  Mayor Ivory would like to apply for a grant through UDOT’s Safe Sidewalks program.  The sidewalk would be located on the east side of 300 W.  Councilman Collard suggests that the City check to see if the grant could go for sidewalks along mainstreet.  The City could do 1 block a year.
Jerime Ivory made the motion to go ahead and let the Mayor submit the UDOT Safe Sidewalk grant that he proposed.  Seconded by Jeff Walker, all in favor.

After much discussion and explanation about the costs of Vivint security packages from Taylor Walker, Scott Collard made the motion to get the basic package with one outside camera.  Seconded by Holly Oldroyd. Jerime Ivory votes in favor.  Jeff Walker abstains from voting, due to Taylor being his son.
Bills.  Scott Collard made the motion to pay the city bills.  Seconded by Jerime Ivory, all in favor.
Minutes.  Jerime Ivory made the motion to accept the minutes as read.  Seconded by Scott Collard, all in favor.
Miscellaneous.
Lynn Cook has a meter in the buffer zone that is used for stock water only.  He would like to retire and exchange the stock water usage for a home, which was originally discussed. There would be no change in the size of line.  Councilman Collard states that there is no more water out of city limits.  Mr. Cook states that it is basically grandfathered in.  The City Council agreed to discuss it and get back with Mr. Cook.
The state recommends that the sewer rate be raised a portion every year to cover cleaning, upgrades, etc.  Will put on a future agenda.
Scott Collard made motion to adjourn.  Seconded by Jeff Walker, all in favor.
