Mayor Jerry A. Taylor called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. in the Escalante City Council Chambers.

Present at said meeting were Mayor Taylor, Council members Louise Barnes, Guy Graham, Marlene Stowe, Melani Torgersen, Greg Allen and City Recorder Stephanie Steed.
City Attorney Barry Huntington was excused.

Mayor Taylor led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

PERSONAL COMMENTS
There were no public comments. 

ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA
Council member Graham made a motion to adopt the agenda as written. Council member Stowe seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Graham, Torgersen, Stowe, Allen and Barnes voting aye.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
MINUTES OF THE SEPTEMBER 20, 2016 MEETING
Council member Torgersen made a motion to approve the minutes of the September 20, 2016 meeting as written. Council member Barnes seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Stowe, Graham, Allen, Torgersen and Barnes voting aye.

PLANNING AND ZONING ITEMS
PLANNING AND ZONING UPDATES
There was no Planning and Zoning meeting last week. 

SCHEDULED ITEMS
GARFIELD COUNTY SHERIFF DANNY PERKINS – UPDATE
Sheriff Perkins said they are starting to slow down with the cooler weather. Sheriff Perkins said there was a fatality on the Burr Trail last week. Sheriff Perkins said the Marathon is this week and they will have the County Incident Command Trailer here for the event. Sheriff Perkins asked if the City has received any dog complaints. At this time the City has not received any new dog complaints. 

Mayor Taylor asked Sheriff Perkins if the Search and Rescue receives any funding from the Monument, BLM or Forest Service when they are called out. Sheriff Perkins said the County receives no funding from the Monument, BLM or Forest Service. Sheriff Perkins said when they created a National Monument they didn’t upgrade any of the trails, so people don’t know where they are going. Sheriff Perkins said the Search and Rescue has over 426 man hours on the Monument so far this year and over 50 hours of helicopter time between the State Helicopter and Air Med. Sheriff Perkins said this is a big financial matter for Garfield County. Sheriff Perkins said the County Volunteers, including the EMT’s, have been busy this year. Sheriff Perkins said the County Deputies are putting in a lot of hours looking for lost people. Sheriff Perkins said the BLM has a new officer who is willing to help the County with searches. Sheriff Perkins said the County is working on getting funding from the Federal Government for the Monument Searches. 

WOODROW HAYCOCK - WATER METER - 500 WEST PINE CREEK LANE
Mr. Haycock said he would like to build a home in the County and needs a water meter. 
Mr. Haycock said he has been in Salt Lake City for years and would like to come back to Escalante. Council member Barnes asked Council member Graham if the waterline on Pine Creek Lane can handle another meter. Council member Graham said yes there is no issue with the water line on Pine Creek Lane. Council member Barnes made a motion to approve the Water Meter for Mr. Haycock. Council member Torgersen seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Stowe, Barnes, Allen, Graham and Torgersen voting aye.

TRAVIS COTTAM - WATER METER - 900 WEST 1400 SOUTH
Mr. Cottam said he would like to apply for a water meter. Mr. Cottam said his property is South of Eric Hardison’s. Mayor Taylor said this is a problem area with a dead end road and there is not enough water pressure without looping the waterline. Blaine Porter asked if the Council can set down with the Cottams to discuss how to fix the problem with the waterline. This item was discussed at length and there will be a work meeting on October 11, 2016 at 5:00 p.m. to discuss the waterline. This item will be tabled until after the work meeting. 

ERIN TREANOR - ESCALANTE FAMILY RANCH RENDEZVOUS - SUPPORT AND SPONSORSHIP
MARY KAYE KNAPHUS
Mrs. Knaphus said they have received grant money to put on the Family Ranch Rendezvous.  Mrs. Knaphus said she is on a committee with Erin Treanor, Dave Treanor and Dan’l Lindsay. Mrs. Knaphus said there will be a concert the night before the rodeo on November 4, 2016 and they would like to make it a free event for the community. Mrs. Knaphus said the High School has donated the auditorium for the concert. Mrs. Knaphus explained they will also have 
Jessica Hedges, a cowboy poet and a family from Arizona, coming to perform for the kids. 
Mrs. Knaphus said there will also be a vender that sells ranch wear. Mrs. Knaphus explained the Family Ranch Rodeo will be teams of three and each team will have a contestant under the age of seventeen. The teams will be judged on their skills. Mrs. Knaphus said they would like the City to help with mowing the Rodeo Grounds and donate $750.00 to help cover the cost of the entertainment. Council member Barnes asked if they have purchased insurance to cover the event. Mrs. Knaphus said they are talking to Envision Escalante to see if they can be put under their umbrella policy. City Recorder Steed said she has a couple of websites for event insurance if they need them. City Recorder Steed told Mrs. Knaphus they will have to provide the City with a certificate of insurance that lists the City as an additional insured on the policy. Mrs. Knaphus said they are also looking at establishing a youth scholarship. Council member Allen made a motion to donate $750.00 to the Family Ranch Rendezvous. Council member Torgersen seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Stowe, Allen, Graham, Barnes and Torgersen voting aye. 

TERRY OLSEN - EMT CONFERENCE 
Mr. Olsen said the annual EMT Conference is the first week of November in Provo and he 
would like the City to sponsor him. Council member Barnes asked how much the registration 
for the conference will be. Mr. Olsen said the County pays his registration and motel room. Mayor Taylor asked Mr. Olsen if he is asking for wages for Thursday and Friday and his mileage. Mr. Olsen said yes. Council member Barnes made a motion to sponsor Mr. Olsen and pay his mileage and wages for Thursday and Friday during the EMT Conference. Council member Stowe seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Stowe, Torgersen, Graham, Allen and Barnes voting aye.

WATER VALVE EXERCISER
Council member Graham said we need to exercise all the water valves in town and make sure they all function properly for the Fiber Insulation. Mayor Taylor said this is important because South Central plans to start the Fiber Install in January. Mr. Porter said there are some old meters that have not been turned off in years and the Valve Exerciser will help prevent problems when they are turned off. City Recorder Steed said we can use the Water Impact Fees to purchase the Water Valve Exerciser. Council member Stowe made a motion to purchase the Water Valve Exerciser. Council member Allen seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Stowe, Torgersen, Graham, Allen and Barnes voting aye.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS

City Recorder Steed said she attended the Recorders Conference in Vernal last week and thanked the Council for sending her. 

PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT
Blaine Porter said they bladed the water tank road along with other roads around town.

FIRE DEPARTMENT
The Fire Department was not present at said meeting. 

COUNCIL REPORTS

MAYOR JERRY A. TAYLOR
Mayor Taylor thanked Council member Barnes, Terry Olsen, Blaine Porter and Daryl Griffin for their hard work on chip sealing the roads. Mayor Taylor also thanked the County for the fantastic job they did chip sealing the City Roads. Mayor Taylor said they also chip sealed the Clinic Road and 500 West. Blaine Porter said they also chip sealed the old Airport Road.
