Prayer was offered by Marlow. Meeting called to order at 7:25 p.m.  Bills have been approved and signed.  Minutes from September’s meeting were emailed to all board members prior to the meeting.  All present have read the minutes for the September 1st Town Council Meeting.  A change was made to the minutes to correct Forrest Roper’s official title. Russ proposed the minutes be approved with this correction.  Matt seconded the motion.  Minutes were unanimously approved for September 1, 2016.  Chad McPherson is out of town tonight.

Status of Leamington Post Office:
	It has been a hassle for Judi to get the water bills now the mail is delivered in Delta. Judi’s PO Box # is 38004 to mail the bills.  It might be a possibility to talk to Lovell’s about using the PO building for a water payment drop box.  Karl will go in and talk to the Delta PO in the morning.
	Karl has spoken to both Senator’s office, Senator Hatch wrote a very good letter to the Post Office.  The PO gave approval but it was too late to renegotiate a new contract before our PO closed on Oct. 1st.  Karl was told it would take a week or two.  Karl talked to Lovell’s, the owners of the PO building, and they are willing to have Delta or Lynndyl put the mail out in our current PO building while they are waiting for the new contract approval.  The PO said there was no way this could be done.  Someone in Senator Lee’s office told Karl the PO offered to let Eva keep it open for one more month, but Eva put conditions on it that the PO would not agree to.
	Karl will try to get hold of Dave Matheson with the PO in Salt Lake – he is over the contract post offices, to see where the new contract stands.  Delta PO has no idea how long it will be before the new contract is signed and the service is reinstated here in Leamington.  Hayden Lovell is the one who is working on a new contract with the PO to be the new Postmaster.
	It is questioned whether or not the mail is being picked up from the blue mail box next to the PO.
	Judi offered to talk to Sheryl Wilson to see about getting a temporary PO Box in Lynndyl.  Karl suggested we wait to see how it goes this month.

Leamarado Day Review & Report:
 	We made money this year because of donations.  The town council would like to have Leamarado Day included on the Annual Tourism Calendar, if anyone knows who to contact for this.  Deb Havron was the one who wrote the letter offering a donation from the Millard County Tourism Board.  Russ thinks the man over economic development is the one that puts the calendar out.  The man’s last name is Barney.  Russ will try to find out who to contact to get Leamarado Day on the calendar.
	Matt was under the impression the meal wasn’t based on a guaranteed amount.  We decided it wasn’t worth the conflict to argue this point that day, we will just guarantee a smaller number next year.  Next year we need to have Kyle bring ¼ white cupcakes and ¾ chocolate cupcakes.
	Bold Butler has talked to Judi and asked for a separate account for the rodeo to put their donations in.  He wants to get more donations during the year to help build up the rodeo.  Discussion ensued concerning the rodeo.	
Matt would like to know which raffle items sell the most tickets.  Danette gave him a breakdown of this.

Roads/Cemetery:
		Some of the roads in town have been sprayed for goat heads.
	One week from this Monday, Oct. 17, Russ is going to start working with Mike Ferrell on properly filling in the road over the ditch on Center Street to finish off this project.  Karl spent several hours prior to Labor Day cleaning out the weeds and such so the hazard was visible to traffic.  Karl put some big rocks into the hole to help fill it up.  Gale Chapman moved debris from the other side of the road and filled the hole in more.  Russ thinks they need to dig out some of this fill to be able make sure the seep holes will function properly.  
	Russ called West Side Grading to see about getting some cold pack asphalt, but they haven’t called him back.  The town needs quite a bit to fill in when we are digging up and replacing meters. 
	Russ wants to get going on the radar speed signs again.  We have a 90 day drop dead date on the paperwork that Karl has in his hands or we will have to regenerate the paperwork for the radar signs. The 90 days is almost up. Karl still wants the project on Center Street completed before we move on the radar signs.  Russ doesn’t agree to holding the radar sign project hostage until the road project is done.  The road project has been going on for 2 ½ years. Russ pointed out that the road is safer now than it was before he started the project – the road is no longer being undermined. We have budgeted money for the sign project.  We have had several people in the community offer to help complete the road project.  Matt asked if Russ has to be there to complete the project on the road.  Russ said he has to be there to get the project done right.  Russ doesn’t think he can delegate it.  Marlow suggested Russ give Karl assurance the street project will be completed by the end of October and Karl sign the paperwork.  Karl won’t agree to it, because of previous broken promises.
	Marlow made a motion that Russ assures the council that the project be completed by the end of October and the council will sign the paperwork for the radar signs.  Matt added to the motion that if Russ doesn’t get it done by the end of October then the town council will find money in the budget to hire it done.  Russ is fine if we hire the job to be done.  Marlow indicated that Russ has done a lot of good in the town, but he is spread too thin to do all he is trying to do.  Matt seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  Karl will hand Marlow the paperwork and have the council sign it.  Karl doesn’t know if the 90 days is past yet.  The paperwork is at Karl’s home, he will get it to Marlow tomorrow.

Water:  
	Chad McPherson is not here.  Judi said that Steve Miller came from Rural Utah Water Association and met with her and Kay Shurtz this past month.  He asked a lot of questions and did some training with them.  There is paperwork that Kay needs to fill out some monthly, some quarterly, and some yearly.  Some of it has been filled out incorrectly in the past; he came to clarify the correct way to fill out the paperwork and explain the terminology on the paperwork.  All corals are considered residential. Kay took Steve up to the well and the springs so he could take some pictures of them. 
	New meters have been installed at Phil Lovell’s rental, Coke Kiln Ranch, & Phil Lovell’s.  There are three that have been done according to Kay’s meter readings this month.  There are supposed to be 10 - 12 changed out this fall.  The ones that are broke or not working properly.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Kay has requested to attend a cross connection class one training class.  Matt made a motion to approve Kay go to this training upon Chad’s approval.  Russ seconded it.  Motion passed.	Karl will talk to Chad about this.
			
Town Hall/Parks/Planning and Zoning:
	Russ put new lights over the two entrances. The circuit breaker for the foyer needs to be left on for the light to work on the East entrance. There is some minor electrical work that needs to be done in the town hall.
	The window over the West Entrance needs to be replaced.  Russ wonders if Ruth Bradfield might be able to do some stained glass there, Dan Bradfield could possibly help with the soldering of the stained glass.  Karl said Jerry Johnson who used to work at the cement plant and worked with Dan there, has done stained glass work.  Marlow will ask Dan and Ruth to look at it to see what they can do and check with Jerry Johnson.
	The floor in the old chapel area of the town hall needs to be redone; Marlow needs to know who to contact to get bids. Tolley Carpets in Delta was suggested as was Economy Flooring in Nephi and Home Depot.  Matt suggested pulling up some of the tile to see if the hardwood could be restored so we will know if that is an option.  Russ said it is cheaper, easier, and faster to do the Pergo flooring.  Karl mentioned the hardwood would be more authentic with the old building.  
	Russ asked if we want to spend $100 to put winter fertilizer on the lawns.  Marlow approved this.
	    	
Fire Department:
	Dave is wondering if anyone has been found to replace him as fire chief.  Joe Pruitt is our best candidate right now.  Dave said he has received approval for a new chief to take up to 2 years to get certified.  Lynndyl needs a new chief as well.  Dave is willing to stay on until we get someone to replace him.
October 19th is the Fire Chief district meeting here in Leamington, 6:30 is the chief’s meeting, they will eat about 7:15 and the district fire meeting will be at 7:30.  Dave invited everyone to go eat with them.	
	Several people signed up to be first response trained during Leamarado Day.
	There was another roll-over this past Sunday just East of Lynndyl, the man was not injured, he was not from around here and was going too fast for the curves in the road.  He was driving a little rented Nissan and rolled twice– the airbags didn’t deploy. 
	Matt’s most pressing issue right now is finding a new fire chief.  Karl will call Joe Pruitt and ask him to be the new Fire Chief.
