Agenda Item 1. Public Comment Period

Patty Rigby of Carbon School District came forward to present a plaque to Wellington City. Carbon School District publically thanked Wellington City for allowing the School District to use the City Park for the Summer School Lunch Program. Overall the program numbers doubled and proved a success. Carbon School district also donated $600 to Wellington City to help cover utility expenses incurred at the Park throughout the duration of this program. 

Agenda Item 2. Pledge of Allegiance, Roll Call, and Approval of Previous City Council Minutes

Mayor Powell noted that all Councilmember were present, but excused Councilwoman Noyes to leave early. Mayor Powell asked everyone present to join her for the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Councilman Tatton made a motion to approve the Work Meeting Minutes from September 21, 2016. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Noyes in favor.

Councilman Tatton made a motion to approve the City Council Minutes from September 21, 2016, with the following changes; addition of motion in Agenda Item 5, and a correction of Councilman Tatton seconded the motion he originally made. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells, and Noyes in favor.

Agenda Item 3. Arnold Trolin – Basement Flood at 739 E 200 S 

Mayor Powell briefly discussed Arnold Trolin’s request for assistance with his flooded basement. Trolin did not attend the meeting. Powell explained that this was a recurring problem at this home. 

Agenda Item 4. City Business

a. Voucher & Warrants 

Councilman Wells made a motion to sign vouchers. Councilman Sanslow seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, and Wells in favor. 



d. Planning and Zoning
	
Councilman Tatton stated that at Planning and Zoning it is anticipated that Leap of Vape will return to obtain its business license. 

e. Council Reports

	Councilman Tatton discussed how the September floods affected the PRWID Sewage Treatment Plant. 
Motors and pumps will need replacing, however overall damages were less than the prior flood two years ago. Councilmembers discussed the railroad bridge and the necessity to have it cleaned out.  

Councilman Willson discussed having the City Recorder reserve hotel rooms for Fire Department Trainings. Mayor Powell discussed the pending Fire Contract between Carbon County and local municipalities. The plan was to attend a Carbon County Commission meeting to discuss the issues; however the topic was never placed on the agenda. 

Councilman Sanslow mentioned that the bids received for the Wetland Mitigation Project were higher than anticipated, and a new bid request is being prepared. 

Councilman Wells discussed damages at the Wellington Canal Holding Pond incurred from the September Floods. 

Councilwoman Noyes discussed the proposed changes to the Wellington City Cemetery and the maintaining of headstones. Noyes informed the council that the City will cover the damages Jay Dinkleman brought forward during the previous City Council Meeting.

Agenda Item 9. Adjourn

Councilman Tatton made a motion to adjourn. Councilman Wells seconded the motion, and motion carried with Tatton, Sanslow, Willson, Wells and Noyes in favor.
