Agenda Item 1 – Price River Clean-Up within Wellington City and Carbon County Boundaries

Topics Discussed 

NRCS Funding through EWP for Flooding in 2014

Tony Beal of the Natural Resources Conservation Service office in Utah began the meeting by discussing the application for Federal Funding to resolve some of the flooding issues within Carbon County. Originally four entities within Carbon County, the County, Helper City, Wellington City, and Carbon Canal Company came together to submit an application. The federal funding was approved in December of 2015. Of those four entities, only three received grant funds for the projects submitted. Carbon County was the only entity to not receive any funding, and Wellington City only received $30k of the requested $640k. Despite his request, Beal has not received any explanation of why Wellington City was awarded a small portion of the requested amount.



River Clean Up Process

Discussions turned to the state mandated process to clean up the river. As per Utah State Code the property owner is responsible to clean and maintain the river. The County may assist in this clean-up, however additional requirements must be met by the County when it becomes involved. These additional requirements include a $500 application fee along with the 404 Permit, obtaining access to property, and submitting an engineering design for the project. Additional requirements also exist when Federal Funds, such as the NRCS Grant, help to clean out a river. 

Concerns with the River

Residents in attendance continued to discuss their concerns with the river and begged for it to quickly be cleaned. Officials attending the meeting reminded residents that it is a lengthy process, but that everyone is working as quickly as they can to clean the river.
