Attorney Brody Keisel, and County Clerk Sandy Neill.  Commissioner Spencer Cox is excused,
and will appear by phone for the Board of Equalization hearing.

Meeting is called to order by Commission Chair Claudia Jarrett.

CLAIMS  
Auditor Ilene Roth is present.  Motion is made by Commissioner Frischknecht to approve payment
of claims #326785 through #326866. The motion is seconded by Commissioner Jarrett, and the
motion passes.

APPROVAL OF LETTER TO PARKS & RECREATION REGARDING STATE PARKS IN SANPETE

COUNTY

The County was asked if we would be willing to take over the management of the State Parks in
the County. The County created the golf course, and donated it to the State.  The Commissioners
hope that the State will be able to get part of the funding restored so that more citizens and visitors
can enjoy the true beauty and recreational experiences our State Parks have to offer. Motion is
made by Commissioner Frischknecht to approve sending a letter to parks and recreation indicating
the County does not have the resources to take over financing and managing the State Parks in
Sanpete County.  The motion is seconded by Commissioner Jarrett, and the motion passes.

APPROVAL OF LETTER TO THE FOREST SERVICE WITH REQUEST FROM ACCESS COMMITTEE

REGARDING DISPERSED CAMPING

Motion is made by Commissioner Frischknecht to approve sending a letter to the Forest Service
as recommended by the access committee regarding dispersed camping.  The letter is requesting
that dispersed camping be encouraged, maintained, and even expanded where sensible on the
forest.  The motion is seconded by Commissioner Jarrett, and the motion passes.

RON MARX: DISCUSSION OF 2009 AGREEMENT WITH SANPETE ROAD SPECIAL SERVICE

DISTRICT

Mr and Mrs Ron Marx are present.  Garrick Willden with Jones and DeMille is also present. Mr.
Marx tells of an agreement he made in 2006 with the County regarding the County using his gravel,
and in turn building him a road.  He said that the work was done recklessly, and the pile was left
in a mess.  He is not satisfied with the road that was put in.  He can’t get anything to grow on the
land.  The Commission explain that prior to 2006, the County used Mr Marx’s property to store
tailings. The project then went to the Roads Special Service District (SSD#1) to remedy any
problems.  A second agreement was signed in 2009 between the SSD#1, and Mr. Marx. The
County signed the agreement allowing Steve Keller to perform the work.  Mr. Marx is asking for
a better road.  Mr. Marx said that the tailings weren’t used to build the road.  Mr. Marx is advised
to meet with the SSD#1 to see if they can resolve his issues.    
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PUBLIC HEARING TO CONSIDER PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE LAND USE MATRIX AND

DEFINITIONS IN THE 2001 SANPETE LAND USE ORDINANCE

Now is the time advertised for the public hearing. Scott Olsen is present.  The amendments to the
Sanpete Land Use Ordinance come from the new matrix in the newly adopted General Plan, and
the definitions that accompany the matrix.  Kevin Christensen is present, and is in favor of the
proposed changes.  No other comments are given. This will be placed on the next agenda for
adoption.

APPROVAL TO PURCHASE A LAPTOP AND 2 HANDGUNS; APPROVAL TO EXPEND 2010 HIGHWAY

SAFETY, YOUTH ALCOHOL ENFORCEMENT IN THE AMOUNT OF $12,500.00; APPROVAL TO

EXPEND FY2011 EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT PERFORMANCE GRANT (EMPG) IN THE AMOUNT

OF $35,000.00
Sergeant Andy Lyon and Beverly Thomas are present. Motion is made by Commissioner
Frischknecht  to approve the purchase of a laptop and guns for a total of $2,430.01 with the funds
to come from the Forest Service agreement for equipment.  The motion is seconded by
Commissioner Jarrett, and the motion passes.  Motion is made by Commissioner Frischknecht to
authorize the expenditure of the 2010 Highway Safety, Youth Alcohol Enforcement grant in the
amount of $12,500.00.  The funds will be used for weekend patrols.  The motion is seconded by
Commissioner Jarrett, and the motion passes.  Motion is made by Commissioner Frischknecht to
authorize the expenditure of the FY2011 Emergency Management performance grant in the amount
of $35,000.00.  The County matches the funds, and it pays for personnel costs for Beverly Thomas
and Greg Peterson and also for costs.  The motion is seconded by Commissioner Jarrett, and the
motion passes.  Motion is made by Commissioner Frischknecht to direct the County Attorney to
write a letter to Airmark to provide notice that we will terminate their service.  The motion is
seconded by Commissioner Jarrett, and the motion passes.

APPROVAL TO PAY SEARCH AND RESCUE REIMBURSEMENT

Motion is made by Commissioner Frischknecht to approve the reimbursement of $2,239.65 for the
Clear Creek rescue, $1,435.45 for the Fairview search, $3,374.56 for the Left Fork search to Search
and Rescue.  The motion is seconded by Commissioner Jarrett, and the motion passes.  The funds
are to reimbursed from the Secure Rural Schools fund.

APPROVAL OF COMMUNICATIONS USE RIGHT-OF-WAY (ROW) LEASE WITH BUREAU OF LAND

MANAGEMENT

for broadcasting sites with the Bureau of Land Management.  The motion is seconded by
Commissioner Jarrett, and the motion passes.
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REQUEST FOR PUBLIC HEARING FOR A CODE AMENDMENT TO THE LAND USE ORDINANCE

SECTION 14.76.100, ADDING "FOOTPRINT" TO THE DEFINITION

Scott Olsen is present.  Dwelling size requirement is defined in Section 14.76.100 of the Land Use
Ordinance.  Manufactured homes and permanent homes must have a minimum footprint dimension
of 24 x 36'.  Motion is made by Commissioner Frischknecht to approve a public hearing to amend
the land use ordinance, to add “footprint” to the definition in section 14.76.100.  The motion is
seconded by Commissioner Jarrett, and the motion passes.

HAL ANDERSON: FINAL APPROVAL OF THE AMENDMENTS TO THE DRY FARM SUBDIVISION,
NORTH OF WALES (S 25553X, S 25552, S25552X, S 61577, S 61578 AND S 61579)
Scott Olsen is present in behalf of Hal Anderson.  This amendment is to correct an overlap of
property that was found when the original subdivision was to be recorded. Motion is made by
Commissioner Frischknecht to approve the amendments to the Dry Farm Subdivision.  The motion
is seconded by Commissioner Jarrett, and the motion passes.

KARL AND MARCI LARSEN: FINAL APPROVAL OF THE K.P. LARSEN 1 LOT MINOR SUBDIVISION
