Information was shared regarding a Veterans Resource and Education Fair being held Monday, August 7the from 8:30 to 11:30 am at the Ogden Eccles Conference Center.  The purpose of the fair is for Veterans and their families to obtain direct connections and collet advice from various organizations that provide services to Veterans in the First Congressional District.

Fair assignments have been made and will be given to council members prior to the start of the fair
Member Haslam moved to appoint Member Mecham as the chair, effective immediately.  Seconded by Member Turner. Voting in favor were Members Turner, Haslam, Mecham and Kilmer.  Opposed Cannon, Ballantyne, and Barber. The motion passed.

Member Haslam moved to appoint Member Ballantyne as Vice Chair.  Second by Member Turner. The vote was unanimous. The motion passed

Lance Evans – Discussion/PUBLIC HEARING/Decision:  Morgan County Resource Management Plan for adoption into the Morgan County General Plan
Lance Evans, Planning and Development Director, presented the council with the Morgan County Resource Management Plan.  The Planning Commission held three work sessions to review the draft plan on May 25, Jun 8 and 22.  The County Council held a work session on June 6 to discuss the draft plan, review the Planning Commission suggestions and provide comments for the public hearing draft.  The discussion during all the work session revolved around the level of specificity required to meet the state code required by State Code that the County Resource Management Plan is required to address.  The RMP defines each resource, documents existing policies for related agencies and existing county policies and states policies for each of the 28 items.  The council gave input of recommended changes.
Member Haslam moved to go into public hearing.  Seconded by Member Turner.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion passed.

There was no public comment.

Member Haslam moved to go out of public hearing and back into regular hearing.  Seconded by Member Turner.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion passed.

Member Cannon moved to approve the Morgan County Resource Management Plan Planning Commission Recommended Draft and incorporate it by reference into the Morgan County General Plan with the noted changes and suggested changes from the State with exception of item 8.  Seconded by Member Kilmer. The vote was unanimous.
The motion passed.

Mike Waite – Discussion/Decision: Present a ditch and pump Agreement, and bids for the repair of the collapsed ditch in Croydon. (Tabled from June 20, 2017 County Council Meeting)

Mike Waite, Public Works Director, presented the council with a “Ditch and Pump Agreement” between Morgan County and Little Desert Ranch, LLC to provide a diesel driven pump, 350 feet of PVC outlet pipe, matching the outlet diameter of the pump and 15 feet of inlet piping to match the diameter of the pump at no cost to the Ranch owner.  The Ranch shall have full ownership of the pump and piping once it is purchased and delivered.  The Ranch agrees that all fuel to power the pump will come at the cost of the Ranch.  Once the pump is purchased and conveyed to the Ranch, the County has no future obligations for the setup, operation or maintenance of the pump, piping or providing future us of the abandoned ditch.

Member Ballantyne moved to approve the Ditch and Pump Agreement between Little Deseret Ranch, LLC and Morgan County CPS for pump in the amount of $40,910.00 to be taken from the general fund.  Seconded by Member Haslam.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion passed
Mark Miller – Discussion/Decision: Application to the State of Utah Division of Environmental Quality (DEQ) Water Quality Board for a grant to fund a countywide facilities study. (Postponed from June 20, 2017 County Council Meeting)
Steve Lyon came before the council to give updated information on the application process to the State of Utah Division of Environmental Quality of Water Quality Board for a grant to fund a county wide facilities study.
Member Barber moved to get with Commissioner Ebert from Weber County regarding proceeding with this application.  Seconded by Member Haslam. The vote was unanimous. The motion passed.

Scott Burnett – Information Only:  Review of Zions Capital Investment Account
Scott Burnett, Zions Bank, came before the council to give information on the county’s investment fund with Zions. He reviewed the GAAP Financial Statements, Income Detail, balance sheet, transaction detail, and trading activity of the fund.
County Council – Discussion/Decision:  Monthly financial oversight
Member Cannon referenced the 2016 management letter regarding the tax bank account reconciliation.  Council Members reviewed a Monthly Financial Report for June as well as a current Financial Statement. 
Member Haslam moved to postpone the monthly financial oversight until the audit report presentation on August 1st.  Seconded by Member Ballantyne.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion passed.
Mayor Little – Discussion/Decision:  Approve the MOU between Morgan City and Morgan County for the extension of the Morgan City RDA


This item was removed from the agenda.
Tina Cannon – Discussion/Decision:  Review for any needed changes of CR-04-10: A Code of Ethics to promote the public trust in the actions and conduct of Morgan County officials

The Council reviewed County Resolution CR-04-10: A code of ethics to promote the public trust in the actions and conduct of Morgan County Officials.  Member Cannon has been notified that the resolution is too strict for enforcement and that adjustments need to be made.  It was noted that this resolution wording is currently not a part of the employee handbook.
Member Cannon moved to affirm the resolution.  Seconded by Member Haslam.  Voting in favor were Members Turner, Mecham, Cannon, Barber and Ballantyne.  Opposed were Members Haslam and Kilmer.  The motion passed.

Tina Cannon – Discussion/Decision:  Council review of employee policy regarding use of Morgan County vehicles, equipment and tools

Council Members reviewed the current county policy regarding the personal use of county vehicles, equipment and tools.  The council members also reviewed the policy of use of county property from Toole County.  Member Kilmer suggested that the department heads be given an opportunity to give input.
Member Haslam moved to postpone this item to the August 1st meeting for more review.  Seconded by Member Kilmer.  Voting in favor were Member Turner, Haslam, Mecham, Kilmer, Barber and Ballantyne.  Opposed was member Cannon. The motion passed.

Tina Cannon – Discussion/Decision:  Council review of employee policy regarding Grievance/Complaint and Whistleblower Protection Procedures

Council Members reviewed the current county policy regarding grievance/complaint and whistleblower protection procedures. The council members also reviewed the procedure for employee complaints from Toole County.
Member Haslam moved to postpone this item to the August 1 meeting.  Seconded by Member Cannon. The vote was unanimous. The motion passed.

Cottonwood Mutual Water Company – Discussion/Decision:  Letter stating that (1) Morgan County does not provide water and storm drain services to the residents of Mountain Green, (2) Allow Mountain Green Secondary Water and Cottonwood Mutual Water to set up an improvement district with the sole purpose of providing water and managing runoff for the continued growth of the Mountain Green area.
The Council reviewed a letter received from Michael R. Johanson, Cottonwood Mutual Water Company and Rulan Garner, Mountain Green Secondary, requesting concurrence from the council that the County does not provide water and storm drain services to the residents of Mountain Green and allow Mountain Green Secondary Water and Cottonwood Mutual Water to set up an improvement district with the sole purpose of providing water and managing runoff for the continued growth of the Mountain Green area.  They request a letter authorizing for the formation of the improvement district.
Member Haslam moved to provide a letter to the Mountain Green Secondary Water and the Cottonwood Mutual Water stating that Morgan County does not provide water and storm drain services to the residents of Morgan Green. Seconded by Member Turner.  Voting in favor were Member Turner, Haslam, Cannon, Barber and Ballantyne.  Opposed were Members Kilmer and Mecham.  The vote was not unanimous. The motion passed.

Tina Cannon – Discussion/Decision:  Cash control procedures for Fair

Member Turner clarified that there will be a dual control in place at the fair office during the fair with a law enforcement escort. 
Tina Cannon – Discussion/Decision:  General Journal reconciliation status update
Member Cannon gave an update on her research regarding general journal reconciliations.  Council members were distributed copies of the general journal account for Non-Departmental, Services Not Otherwise Classified.  There was a discussion made and photos shown of late payments on several items including, federal tax payments and credit card payments.  Member Cannon clarified the cross reconciliation between departments would have brought these items to light.  The council has known about the lack of reconciliation for six years.
Roland Haslam – Discussion/Decision:  Appoint Crystel Nelson to the Library Board

Member Turner moved to appoint Crystel Nelson to the Library Board. Seconded by Member Haslam.  The vote was unanimous. The motion passed.
Roland Haslam – Discussion/Decision:  Change Recorder’s Office hours to four 10-hour work days, Monday thru Thursday

Member Haslam indicated that he has talked with the recorder regarding moving the Recorders office to the same schedule as the rest of the building so that her schedule is consistent in order to be fair.
Brenda Nelson, Morgan County Recorder, addressed the council giving the historical information regarding the change that was made to the Recorder’s office regarding the Friday work schedule.

Member Haslam moved to change the Recorder to four 10 hour days starting September 1st.  Motion dies for lack of second.
Council Legislative Item – Discussion/Decision: Morgan County Resolution NO. CR-17-06: A Resolution initiating the Process of Adopting an Optional Plan of County Government by submitting to the voters the question of whether a study committee should be established as provided in Utah Code Section 17-52-301 et seq. (Postponed from June 20, 2017 County Council Meeting).
Member Cannon showed a video prepared by UAC explaining the differing forms of government in Utah.  She also showed a slide representing each of the counties with council forms of government and their executive, administrative, mayor or manager position.
Member Haslam moved to not initiating the Process of Adopting an Optional Plan of County Government by submitting to the voters the question of whether a study 
committee should be established as provided in Utah Code Section 17-52-301 et seq.  Seconded by Member Kilmer.  Voting in favor were Members Turner, Haslam, Mecham and Kilmer.   Opposed were Members Cannon, Barber, Ballantyne.  The motion passed.

Robert Kilmer – Discussion/Decision: Interlocal Cooperation Agreement to fund Morgan County Recreation Program 
Member Kilmer moved to Interlocal Cooperation Agreement to fund Morgan County Recreation Program.  Seconded by Member Haslam. The vote was unanimous. The motion passed.

Council Administrative Item – Discussion/Decision: Travel Policy Review – (Postponed from June 20, 2017 County Council Meeting)

Discussed were reimbursements in advance of travel and the use of IRS regulations in place of specific breakfast, lunch and dinner amounts.  Tauna suggested forming a committee to do a complete review of the policy manual.

Member Barber moved to remove per diem amounts for food and reference IRS standards in replacement.  Seconded by Member Turner.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion passed.

Member Kilmer moved to form a committee to review handbook.  The committee is to consist of two council members and each of the department heads.  Seconded by Member Turner. The vote was unanimous.  The motion passed.
