Welcome and Introductions – The meeting commenced at 9:43 and was conducted by Joyce Dolcourt.  Members and guest introduced and welcomed.
I. Minutes – Change Ginger West to excused.

A motion was made to approve the minutes as amended; it was seconded and passed unanimously.
II. Public Comment Period – No public comment
III. Parent/Provider Spotlight – Helen Post discussed the Utah Parent Center (UPC), how and why
       it was formed.  UPC provides FREE training, information and assistance statewide to parents of    children and youth with all disabilities. See handouts.

Utah Family Voices and Family to Family Health Information Center are also federal grants hosted through the UPC that specialize in health insurance and Medicaid.

UPC assists families in three ways; one on one consultation, trainings and workshops, and staff attendance at meetings/committees where they are able to influence statewide policy and procedure systems.

UPC is working on getting more information available to families on transition from part C to part B.

UPC also has parent consultants that provide training, work with families one on one, and go to IEP meetings for Granite, Salt Lake, Canyons, and Davis school districts. They are in process of getting a parent consultant with Jordan School District.
IV. Membership - Aimee Goble submitted an application for appointment to the ICC Committee.  The vote was unanimous in favor of appointing Aimee to the ICC. Aimee will be a parent representative.
V. Meeting length and presentations - 3 out of 6 ICC meetings will now be extended until 2 pm to enable committees to have more time to work.  The Executive Committee will meet to discuss which meetings will be longer.  Lunches will be provided at these extended meetings.
Suggested having only 2 committees stay late and alternate the committees each time.  That way those who serve on 2 or more committees can attend more of the meetings for each committee they serve on.

Future provider spotlights - each of the ICC agency members will give a presentation on their agency regarding their role in early intervention.
Executive Committee Recruitment - Stephanie Roach, a parent, and Kevin Morris, a provider, volunteered to be on the Exec. Committee

The chairs of the following committees will also serve on the ICC Executive Committee.  Baby Find – Debbie Ballard, Family Rights – Helen Post, Natural Environments – to be determined.
VI. OSEP Mega-Conference Report – At the conference they showed a PowerPoint presentation for ICC members that can be shown at a future ICC meeting. OSEP has new ideas about how their ICC survey will be used. Suggested that ICCs have a strategic and succession plan. Suggested making a Facebook page that will link to the Baby Watch website. Regs should be published the middle of September
VII. Baby Watch Announcements - Baby Watch will be going back to the 5 day work week.  Hours 8 – 5 beginning September 6th.
VIII. Committee Work – Summary of each committee’s goals and reports on today’s discussion:
a. Parent and Family Rights - – Interested in looking at the information that is available to families about early intervention services, transition, and issues the family’s face and how to get that information to families.  Contact EI providers to see what information is being distributed and make recommendations to providers to ensure all families get the information they need. Recommendation to Baby Watch to list the Utah Parent Center on their website. Suggestion to add the Utah Parent Center to the front covers of the Parent Rights Booklet with a tagline of “if you have questions, please call”.
b. Natural Environments - Issues regarding meeting the IDEA requirements of natural environments.  Focusing on APR Indicator 2 which is the settings data that is submitted to OSEP and how Utah is still falling a bit short of targets. Recommendation that this committee act as a planning group for a broader stakeholder discussion to help develop a policy.  Possible objectives would be to define the state’s philosophy of early intervention, definition of the customer, and service delivery approach.
c. Baby Find - Investigating the issue of appropriate infant referrals.  Working with area hospitals, primary care doctors, and pediatricians. Will be sending out a survey to pediatricians and family practitioners via the Utah chapter of AAP. Hope to get information about why doctors are not referring to early intervention during that first year and to give them more information about what early intervention is. Discussed having a presence on Facebook.  Looking at developing a card outlining development for typically developing babies age zero to 1 and providing it to hospitals to send home with newborns with a reference to Baby Watch
