Welcome and Introductions – The meeting commenced at 9:33 and was conducted by Ginger West.  Members and guest introduced and welcomed. 
Minutes – A motion was made to approve the minutes as written; it was seconded and passed unanimously.
Public Comment Period – Utah Expanding Opportunities Inclusion Initiative will be on Wednesday, Dec. 7, 2011 at 9:00 am. 1385 South State Street room 401. See flier for more details.
I. Parent/Provider Spotlight – Heidi Valdez is the child abuse prevention program administrator for DCFS.  When DCFS goes out to families that are already in crisis they may find children that might be eligible for Baby Watch and will make referrals. Heidi discussed the different ways the DCFS child abuse prevention program is funded and various grant opportunities and funding for community based organizations that help prevent child abuse.  Discussed the crisis nursery and how it can help prevent child abuse by allowing the parents to drop off children so the parents can get a break prior to becoming overwhelmed. To prevent child abuse parents need a support network, know where to go to get help, knowledge of parenting and child development, their basic needs have to be met, and children may also need help with social and emotional development.

Committee Reports – 
Parent Rights – Reviewing parent rights booklet to see how to make it more user friendly and incorporate the new regulations into it.  Also discussed were the new regulations regarding dispute process.

Natural Environments – Decided to make a list of factors tying into natural environments topic. The group decided to split the focus into two main topic areas; 1st natural environments in regards to indicator #2 – settings and location. Research the process the IFSP team uses to determine where the setting is and whether or not it might be helpful to create a decision tree so they follow what the regulations say. The 2nd focus will be on how services are delivered via routines based intervention, etc. 

Baby Find – Launched the pediatrician survey a week and a half ago and have received 37 responses; will now send survey to family practitioners. Looking at creating a poster on early intervention showing myth versus facts and then frame them and put them in doctor’s offices, will include handouts and put the Baby Watch contact information on the poster.
