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BOARD OF HEALTH MEETING
November 22, 2011

Meeting was called to order at 5 p.m. by Dr. vanVloten, Vice Chair.  Chair Sam Cunningham was excused from the meeting.   The Vice Chair asked for approval of the minutes.  Dr. vanVloten stated on Page 3, that Social Networking needed clarification, and state it was electronic social networking, (i.e. Twitter and Facebook).  There were no other comments.  Councilman Conrad moved to approve the minutes as requested.   Motion seconded by Martin Wilson.  All in favor; none opposed. Motion carried.
The Vice-Chair asked for everyone to introduce themselves.  Kathi Kearney Reaves is the newly appointed board member from Emery County.  
Dr. vanVloten asked Tracy to review the County Audit Booklets.  Dave asked Tracy to explain the County Audit for the new board members and the others.  Tracy stated the letter from the auditor was discussed during the previous board meeting (in September) but these are the official booklets.  No major findings, but the accountants requested a change in the accounts receivable procedure.  This has now been changed according to their suggestions.  The other item they suggested was how to pay the Monticello VMTE claims.  


POLICY & PROCEDURE
Dave explained the reasoning for the changes and stated the rules have changed.  Commissioner Jones made the motion to approve the changes; seconded by Kimball Johnson.  All in favor; none opposed or abstained.  Motion carried.
FLU UPDATE
Dottie reviewed the number of doses of flu vaccine given to date.  We will be doing the food for flu campaign during National Influenza Week, beginning December 5.  Last year we took a loss on flu vaccine; we will be reviewing the amount of vaccine ordered.  Our offices have to compete with the pharmacies and other agencies who also offer flu shots.  Children under age 12 are not allowed to receive the shots at pharmacies and must receive them from a physician or health department.
UALBOH/Attendee Report/Trainings
Dr. vanVloten asked for input from those who attended the UALBOH Symposium.  Commissioner Nelson was very touched by the VMTE (Monticello) presentation.  He has done some follow-up investigation on this topic.  The Vice-Chair had the pleasure to introduce and present Dave Cunningham as the Health Officer of the Year during the UALBOH Symposium.  Dave thanked the board members for their support.  
BUDGET CHANGES
Dave stated the next 4 items in the booklet are all budget items.  Motions and approval are needed on those.  Dave has received updates on the grants   The PANO Grant (for obesity, physical activity and nutrition) is on hold.  We will receive the Community Transformation Grant at some point.  The tobacco grant deals with the tobacco tax money and how it will be distributed.   We will receive $28,043 from this grant.  It was estimated that health insurance would increase by 5%, but it remained the same and did not increase.  Dave talked about the formula that the State keeps from the Federal grants; and explained the Local Health Departments receive money from the State based on population and area.  Commissioner Jones commented on the formula and controversy at UAC.  Martin Wilson added to the discussion.
The Health Insurance is an ‘information only’ item.  Martin Wilson made the motion to accept the budget changes; seconded by Gary Suttlemyer.  All in favor; none opposed; none abstained.  Motion carried.
Dave discussed the information provided in the Community Transformation Grant paperwork.  He explained that the department may need to hire someone temporarily for this grant, once it is funded.  This is for information only and will be presented again to the board when the money is received.  The $39,000 will be used in all 4 counties in our district.


MOAB BUILDING FINALIZED COST
Dave talked about the loan obtained through the CIB.  He explained the loan amount as opposed to the grant amount.  The Board members commented that the building turned out excellent; it is very impressive.  The employees are thrilled with the building.
PERFORMANCE INCENTIVE
At our major budget meeting in May, the budget did not allow for a cost of living increase for the employees in 2011.  At this time, the budget has been reviewed and will allow for a performance incentive.
Kimball Johnson made the motion to approve the performance incentive; seconded by Commissioner Jones.  All in favor; none opposed; none abstained.  Motion carried.
NEW EMPLOYEE RETIREMENT RATES
Tracy explained this portion and stated it was written as a resolution.  She explained the state’s new retirement system and the Tier 1 and Tier 2 levels.  The options offered were explained by Tracy.  Retirement for those hired now is a little less than previous hires.  The resolution is a proposal to stay with the State rules.  The tier will change once again in July.  The resolution will have to be changed again.  Commissioner Jones asked for clarification on the resolution and Tracy explained the choice is 14% on Tier 1 and 10% on Tier 2.  Tracy explained that new hires have the option for one year to decide which option to choose.  
Kimball made the motion to approve the resolution; seconded by Commissioner Nelson.  All in favor; none opposed; none abstained.  Motion carried.  Tracy passed around a signature sheet for the resolution for all board member signatures.  
WELLSITE INSPECTIONS
Brady Bradford presented a power point to the Board members.  At the last board meeting in Moab, Brady suggested a $350 fee for the inspection of well sites for oil rigs.  To preface the inspections, Brady has information from Tri-County and the Environmental Health Director there.  Brady reviewed the slides and photographs of holding tanks at the sites.  
As a safety precaution, Commissioner Jones asked that Brady notify the office of where he is actually going to inspect a well site, in case of any accident or if he does not return on time.
Brady reviewed an inspection at a man camp in Nine Mile Canyon recently.  John asked if there are fines imposed for violations of sewage; but Brady stated there is no schedule in place for these fines.  If they are in violation, their permit can be pulled.  
Commissioner Jones asked if some standards will be put in place for these inspections and discussion followed.  The oil drilling company would be contacted by the health department and the fee charged.  The company servicing the rig’s sewage would need to be inspected at the time the rig is set up.  John Jones made the motion to approve the inspection fee, with the provision that a standard is set up when the company comes in and sets up a rig.  Kimball seconded the motion.  All in favor; none opposed.  No one abstained.  Motion carried.  Gary Suttlemyer asked how the tanks are emptied, and Commissioner Jones explained a company such as Waste Logistics goes out to the site and pumps the tanks out.  Commissioner Lyman also commented that the company needs to know up front what is required.  
NEW EMPLOYEE
Dottie informed the Board of the new employee in Price who was hired to fill the position vacated by a nurse who retired.  The newly hired nurse is Kourtney Herrera.  
Dottie also gave a report on Marilee Bailey (our nurse in Monticello), who is fighting cancer.  Marilee has supervised the administration of the VMTE program and screenings in Monticello.  She has great family and community support, and a great attitude.  Kathi Reaves asked how the nurse duties are being covered in Monticello.  Dottie explained the Blanding nurses are covering both offices.  
Dottie shared Marilee’s blog address:  Marileebailey.blogspot.com.
Three employees are expecting babies.   Those expecting are: a nurse in Blanding, the dietician in Price, and our Environmental Health director’s wife.
HPP COALITION
Robby Donaldson explained the Health Preparedness Coalition.  His explanation included what makes up the Coalition, the hospitals involved; other agencies, and health departments.  The coalition deals with planning and preparedness for healthcare.   They come together as a region and discuss needs and resources as a group.
MEDIA
Dave reviewed the first article on the tanker explosion.  Terrie Wright stated that our Department hosted the “after incident meeting” on the explosion.  They are still waiting for the final report.  She stated there was a lack of support from UDOT.  Terrie explained that David Ariotti told her UDOT refused to let them use any signage to state “wreck ahead” or anything of that sort.  More discussion continued and Martin Wilson stated UDOT had been more helpful in the past.  Their aid has dropped off markedly in recent years.  Commissioner Jones contributed to the discussion about the concern for a guardrail on that highway.   
Dave continued reviewing the media and flu articles.  This section also included Dave’s picture for Health Officer of the year.
PUBLIC HEALH
Dottie discussed the no smoking policy in Helper that is the result of hard work on Debbie Marvidikis’s part (Health Educator in Price).  
Dottie discussed the Mobile Dental clinic that goes to Green River and Moab.
There are some changes to the state law for vision screening.  Dottie reviewed this law and explained.  There is a Personal Exemption Form (example) if a parent chooses not to have a child screened.
Dottie reviewed the HPV information and the article on Brianne Simmons.  Kimball asked if HPV vaccine is now given to young men; and it is.  Dottie explained more details and discussion followed about the cost of the vaccine.   (The cost is $145 for each shot and it is a series of 3 shots.)  Dr. vanVloten added more information on the HPV virus.
Commissioner Lyman asked about the statistics for a mobile dental clinic.  Dottie explained.  There is one every year in the spring in San Juan County.  Lyman added that there are also people in jail who need the services and asked if they would be eligible.  Dr. vanVloten explained how to access services for these individuals.  Dave offered to get that contact information for Commissioner Lyman.
ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH REPORT
Brady handed out the restaurant inspections at the beginning of the meeting.  These papers were not included in the packet.
Brady talked about a proposal for food handler’s class on line and the validity of the card in other counties.  The new food handler’s card will be valid in all counties and have a photo.  Proposal is to have a uniform state-wide card, and a uniform state-wide fee.  The proposal is a fee of $20.  The card would be good for 3 years.  There are currently 8 or 9 of the counties who have approved the fee of $20.  This will be instituted in April (we will continue with the $15 card until then).  It is a photo food handlers card; not an official photo ID.  The card will be valid for those counties that approve it.  Kimball made the motion to go to $20 as soon as we are set up for photo ID’s in April.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Jones.  All in favor; none opposed; none abstained.  Motion carried.
A permit for a gravel pit in Bluff for a small source exemption was reviewed by Brady.    This is a gravel pit and asphalt business (the permit was only for gravel…not asphalt).  Dust plumes were discussed and  the fact the company was in violation of acceptable opacity.  Commissioner Lyman contributed to the discussion.   Commissioner Jones stated that Carbon County has a camera which is used to determine the level of dust in areas where there is a problem, and volunteered information on the amount of the cost for this camera.  This was only an information item.
Dave passed around legislative issues.  Discussion followed about each piece of legislation.  
Commissioner Nelson commented on new appointment dates for the list of Health Board members.
Chris Conrad moved to adjourn the meeting; seconded by John.  Meeting adjourned at 6:58 p.m.
