Sealed BIDS for construction of the "STORM DRAIN PROJECT ALONG 2300 EAST STREET, FROM 6710 SOUTH STREET TO SUNDOWN AVENUE (6830 SOUTH)  ---  PROJECT # CHC.218", will be received by the
City of Cottonwood Heights at the City Offices, 1265 East Fort Union Boulevard, Cottonwood Heights, Utah, until 2:00 PM,   FEBRUARY 23  , 2011; and then at said office publicly opened and read aloud.


The work includes furnishing all labor, tools, materials, equipment, transportation and services required for the construction of the above described project, located in the City of Cottonwood Heights; consisting of the following items of work: all required earthwork; removing and reinstalling mail boxes; removing and disposing of asphalt pavement, concrete curb & gutter and waterways, and 15-inch storm drain pipe; constructing 30-inch, 24-inch,
18-inch and 15-inch storm drain lines; borrow for backfill; relocating existing water meter; looping existing water lines and utility lines around new storm drain lines; constructing miscellaneous drainage structures; constructing new curb & gutter and waterways; restoring concrete driveway pavement; connecting new pipe to existing structures; connecting existing pipe to new structures; restoring existing concrete driveway pavement, asphalt surfaces, gravel surfaces, and landscaped areas; and all appurtenant work; all in accordance with Drawings and Specifications prepared by the Engineer; Gilson Engineering.


The Engineer's Opinion of Cost for the total project is between $181,500 and $222,000.

Bid must be accompanied by a Bid Bond, Certified Check or Cashier's Check in the amount of 5% of the maximum bid price, drawn payable to the order of the City of Cottonwood Heights.


All Bids submitted shall be in conformance with the Instructions to Bidders which are included in the Contract Documents; and shall be guaranteed by the Bidder for a period of ninety (90) days from the date of Bid opening.


The City of Cottonwood Heights hereby reserves the right to reject any or all bids presented, to waive any informality in a bid, and to make award or refuse to make award in the interest of the City.
