The Redevelopment Agency of the City of West Jordan (“Agency”) hereby gives notice pursuant to the Utah Community Development and Renewal Agencies Act (the “Development Act”), Sections 17C-4-201 and 202, and the City of West Jordan, Jordan School District, Central Utah Water Conservancy District, Jordan Valley Water Conservancy District, and South Salt Lake Valley Mosquito Abatement District, (the “Taxing Entities”), and the Agency, hereby jointly give notice pursuant to the provisions of the Utah Interlocal Cooperation Act, Title 11, Chapter 13 (the “Cooperation Act”), Section 11-13-219(3)(c), Utah Code Annotated 1953 as amended, that:
1. On October 26, 2011, the Agency adopted its resolutions numbered 139, 140, 141, 143, and 144 approving and authorizing execution of separate individual interlocal agreements between the Agency and each of the individual Taxing Entities, and on the dates listed below each of the individual Taxing Entities adopted their respective resolutions approving and authorizing execution of their respective interlocal agreements with the Agency:

2. Pursuant to the approvals and authorizations of the above referenced resolutions the Agency and each of the respective Taxing Entities entered into the respective interlocal agreements, dated as shown below, for funding of the Agency’s project area and project area plan for the Community Development Project Area – Jordan Valley Station, including funding for construction and installation of public infrastructure and of parking structures, and for Agency administration.  Each of the Taxing Entities has executed and entered into their respective Agreements with the Agency, and pursuant to Section  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 117C-4-201 of the Development Act and Section 11-13-215 of the Cooperation Act, and pursuant to the Agreements, the Agency and each of the Taxing Entities has agreed as follows:
(1) For 20 tax years starting with either tax year 2013 or tax year 2014 as determined by the Agency, the Agency shall receive, and Salt Lake County as the collector of property taxes, pursuant to Section 17C-4-203(2) of the Development Act, shall pay to the Agency the percentage of the tax increment attributable to the respective Taxing Entities’ tax levies on both real and personal property within the Community Development Project Area – Jordan Valley Station (the “Project Area”), up to the respective maximum cumulative totals of tax increment to be paid pursuant to each respective agreement, all as shown below:

(2) For purposes of calculation of each respective Taxing Entity’s share of tax increment from the Project Area to be paid by Salt Lake County to the Agency for the 20 year period, the base year shall be 2010, and the base taxable value shall be the 2010 assessed taxable value of all real and personal property within the Project Area; (3) The property tax revenues from the Taxing Entities’ levies that are attributable to the 2010 base taxable value shall continue to be paid by Salt Lake County to the respective Taxing Entities; (4) 75% (70% with respect to the Jordan School District) of the increase in the property tax revenues attributable to the Taxing Entities’ tax levies on both real and personal property within the Project Area, over and above the property tax revenues attributable to the Taxing Entities’ tax levies on the base taxable value, or in other words 75% (70% for the School District) of the tax increment, shall be paid by Salt Lake County to the Agency for the 20 year period or until the respective maximum cumulative total to the Agency is paid to and received by the Agency as indicated in each respective agreement, and the remaining 25% (30% for the School District) of tax increment for the 20 year period shall be paid by Salt Lake County to the respective Taxing Entities; (5) The Agency will amend the Agency’s 3200 West – 3600 West 8600 South Neighborhood Development Project Area to exclude the area included within the subject Project Area; (6) The term of each of the Agreements  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1continues through180 days after the last payment of tax increment by the County to the Agency pursuant to the terms and provisions of the respective Agreements, but in any event the Agreements shall terminate by December 31, 2036.  Among other things, the Agreements also contain provisions for compliance with the Development Act and Cooperation Act and for the publication of this notice.  For 30 days after the publication of this notice, and thereafter, the Agreements, and the resolutions of the Agency and the Taxing Entities approving and authorizing the Agreements, are available for review and general public inspection at the principal place of business of the Agency located at 8000 South Redwood Road, West Jordan, Utah and at the principal places of business of the Taxing Entities as listed below, Monday through Friday, during regular business hours as noted, excluding holidays.
