As the Utah Transit Authority (UTA) nears completion of the Front Lines 2015 program, they are preparing to begin a new study to identify the next tier of capital projects and potential operation   strategies that focuses on delivering after the 2015 program. The starting point for the UTA Network Planning/Next Tier Projects Study (Network Study) will be the latest Regional Transportation Plans (RTPs) to be developed by the Wasatch Front Regional Council (WFRC) and Mountain land Association of Governments (MAG). The Network Study will build on the work completed in the RTPs to identify potential capital investments and lower profile investments, such as headway improvements, system coverage, connectivity, transfer centers and enhancements at key stops. UTA is working in close coordination with WFRC, MAG and the Utah Department of Transportation on this study. -  (15 minute)
