Specifically, the anticipated funds of: Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) entitlement funds $916,952, CDBG carryover funds from previous year $1,214,979 and CDBG Program Income (PI) $306,001; HOME Partnerships Investment Grant (HOME) entitlement funds $326,523, HOME carryover funds $89,528, and HOME PI $122,622; HOME Match $150,000; EDI Program Income funds $89,135; SPG Program Income Funds $390,781; City Revitalization funds $553,103; and Housing Fund PI $58,519.
Proposed uses of anticipated funds: CDBG $205,640 Section 108 debt payment, $330,000 Target Area Public Improvements, $621,813 Infill Housing, $90,000 Rental Rehab, $40,000 Emergency Home Repair, $150,000 Code Enforcement, $12,000 Demolition, $55,000 Business Information Center (BIC), $70,000 Central Business District Revitalization, $285,000 Loan Loss Guaranty Program, $223,284 Small Business Loans, $110,604 East Central Revitalization (East Central) and $244,591 CDBG Administration; HOME $300,000 Own in Ogden, $89,528 Community Housing Development Organization, $104,230 East Central and $44,914 HOME Admin; HOME Match $150,000 East Central; EDI $5,000 River Project, and $84,135 East Central; SPG $93,221 River Project and $297,560 East Central; City Funds $195,000 Infill Housing/Purchase, Rehab & Resale and $358,103 East Central; and Housing Fund $58,519 East Central.
