MINUTES OF THE CEBAIA GOVERNING BOARD
March 6, 2012 at 3:00 PM in the Commission Chambers

2. Reports:

Matt Brown, CEBAIA Board Chairman, identified a quorum was present and the meeting was called to order at the start of the meeting.

CEBAIA Executive Director Kelly Stowell presented the board with CEBAIA financial reports and it was presented that CEBE has money in the bank and is solvent. Kelly reported several accounts receivable are still due from several organizations including the State of Utah for the 2011 appropriation in an amount of $40,000. Efforts are being made to bring the accounts to paid in full. 

The CEBA executive director report was presented by Kelly, who gave an update about upcoming events including a summary about the 2012 Little Hollywood Shootout taking place March 14-16, in Kane County. Plans for the shootout where presented and potential themes were discussed by the CEBA board. Marketing is fully launched at the first part of January and a large effort to promote the event in each of the colleges that have digital media programs. A focus of the “shootout” is designed for higher education and public education students. Dixie State College is offering a $1000 scholarship in the public education division.

2012 Little Hollywood Shootout “Raising Kane” 2012 Business Summit: During the week of April 17-18, at Stampin’ Up! An all-start line up of speakers are confirmed to present at the two day conference in Kanab. 

The USDA RBEG Feasibility  grant is also due March 23, 2012 and Department of Community and Culture Grant is due in May 1, 2012.

eSMART summer girls science camp: Only a couple more slots are open for 7th grade Kane County girls to attend the camp at Dixie State College. CEBA has been helping recruit girls to attend. Applications have been distributed to Kanab, Valley, and Fredonia schools. Kane County School District and Fredonia has committed to provide funding for their students to attend. 

Cowboy Poetry Rodeo during Western Legends: The Poetry Rodeo needs assistance for the 2012 event and CEBA is supporting this event for one more year. CEBA is pursuing a grant from the Utah Division of Arts and Museums to help with funding for the event.
2012 DOCUTAH: The film festival dates are set for September 5-9, in Kanab, and this crossover event benefits both CEBA digital media and arts goals. A day will be dedicated to an arts-related documentary and supplemental activities. This day will be held at the Bingham Galley/Maynard Dixon Home in Mt. Carmel. Plans are underway to screen “Running the Sahara,” on Saturday, September 8, at the outdoor performing arts center. Plans for a local trails clean-up day will be held in-conjunction with the “Running the Sahara” documentary screening to generate awareness and excitement for the Grand to Grand Ultra-Marathon Challenge. There will be a trail running event on Saturday, following the “Running the Sahara” documentary. CEBA recently met with the volunteer center who is done with the process of organizing a local screening team to review submitted DOCUTAH documentary films. Funding from Kane County Office of Tourism for DOCUTAH has been received by CEBA 

The Grand to Grand Ultra-Marathon Challenge was discussed at length with the date for the event taking place the week of September 23-29. The ultra-marathon challenge covers 160 miles and Kanab is serving as the hub for the event. There are several areas where CEBA is providing support with associated benefits from helping to organize and provide support for the marathon challenge.
The Red Cross Honors Awards Luncheon is taking place March 29, at noon in St George and the event will honor Susan Little.

A premier of Disney/Pixar’s John Carter, will take place at March 9, at the Crescent Moon Theater. A reception will take place at the travel office at 6:00 pm and a program preceding the screening starts at 7:00 pm featuring Marshall Moore, Utah Film Commission Director.

Plans are underway to host an Energy Seminar on May 16, at the Kanab Middle School during the Amazing Earthfest. 

The CEBA Director attended the Governors Rural Partnership Board at the beginning of March, at the Capitol in Salt Lake City.
