Public Comment Period 
Helen Post - DHS & DSPD are seeking recommendations on the future direction and mission of the Utah State Developmental Center as it relates to the master planning of campus and use of undeveloped land.  Helen Post will send out a link to this survey and asks that the ICC participate in the survey.
 
Gina Pola-Money – A few years ago the State Income Tax credit for a disabled dependent was eliminated. Rep. Dougall put that back on as H.B. 250 and as of Jan. 24 it passed the house and it’s looking like it will get a favorable recommendation by the Senate. If it passes it will go back into effect for tax filing in 2013.

Parent/Provider Spotlight – Robyn Lipkowitz

Robyn reviewed the purpose of the Office of Home Visiting and the use of funding to support evidence-based home visiting model programs. The Learning Center for Families in St. George, also an early intervention contractor, received the most recent funding to operate a Healthy Families America program.

Baby Watch Report - Public comment for the Annual Application for Funds and the PIP Interagency agreement will be Feb. 1 – March 31 Susan Ord will send the application and PIP agreement  announcing when the public comment period opens.

On the back of the handout are the interagency agreements Baby Watch will be working on in the future. Debbie Justice suggested updating the interagency agreement with Head Start. 

OSEP requires policies to be submitted with the State Application of Funds.  The Utah State Plan Handbook will be replaced by a policy handbook.  Key policies will be written by Fall 2012.  The rest of the policies are expected to be written by the application submission date in 2013.  The ICC will choose which policies they would like to advise and assist on; on the handout, policies with the * after them are suggestions of what the ICC may want to focus on.

Some individual ICC members who that have specific skill sets may advise one on one with BWEIP staff on behalf of the ICC for certain policies. Each committee should look at the list and see which policies might fit with what they are currently working on and advise on those policies.

BWEIP will try to get the policies out quickly, making sure they follow the regulations and current practice, then revise and improve the policies as needed. The ICC’s role is not to write policy, but to advise and assist on policy development pertaining to their interests and mission.

The ICC was emailed the APR on the 13th of January. Catherine Hoelscher is still taking comments until Monday. The ICC voted and approved the APR with non-substantive changes to the documents sent out on Jan 13, 2012.

II. Meeting Location - The ICC was concerned about the difficulty of parking at the current meeting location. Lorna Ward toured conference rooms at various State Buildings across the valley and presented her findings.  A motion was made to move the next ICC meeting to the State Lab building; it was seconded and passed.
