Welcome & Introductions
Ms. Christine Holliday, Chair, welcomed those in attendance to meeting.  Introductions were made.
Approval of Minutes

Legislative Updates
Ms. Carrie Schonlaw stated that based on current information the federal budget for LifeSpan Respite, Alzheimer’s, and other Caregiver programs will remain the same as FY 2011.   State budget information will not be available until January, 2012 when the legislature meets.   
Alzheimer’s Disease & Related Dementia State Plan Task Force
Ms. Carrie Schnolaw reported on the plan that the Task Force will present to the legislative committee in November.  Goals suggested by the Task Force were reviewed.  Information on implementation of plan and funding will be sent to council members when received.
Report on Annual Satisfaction Survey
Ms. Schonlaw reviewed the results of the Caregiver Satisfaction Survey for FY 2011. 
Report from the Alzheimer’s Association – Ms. LuAnn Lundquist
· “Walk to End Alzheimer’s” was a great success – contributions about $30,000.00 - $10,000.00 from one contributor.  The “walk” was well attended and several families participated this year.
· Support Groups and Training are going well.

· Faith-based program – pilot program that began in St. George has received national attention; Ms. Lundquist will present information on the program in Washington, D.C.  Information on a standard kit for new group leaders was discussed.  The Five County AOG office will provide what information has been distributed to leaders and the Alzheimer’s Association will help to distribute. 
· Respite day programs are going very well in St. George; a Friday group has been added at the St. George Senior Center.  Ms. Lundquist hopes that with new service missionaries groups will begin again in Iron County.
Report from State Caregiver Coalition
The Coalition is still determining how to distribute funds from the Respite Care Trust Fund and the LifeSpan Respite programs throughout the state.
Program Updates

· Outreach – Making the Link program – County Coordinators need additional packet for distribution:  Beaver, 12; Garfield, 10; Kane, 10; and Iron, 10.
· “Navigating your Rights” – new legal guide for those over 55 has been written by Juliene Gunther, DAAS.  The book launch was held at the St. George Center.  This is the first book of its kind in the nation.  Ms. Gunther will be the keynote speaker at the Seniors Conference in May.
