Call to Order

Mark Morris called the Sugar House Park Authority Board meeting to order at 6:05 pm.  
Board members present were:  Mark Morris, Elizabeth MacGregor, Alden Breinholt, Lex Hemphill, Lauren Shurman and Mark Kittrell.
Board members not present were Mark Danenhauer and Wayne Johnson.

County staff member present was Craig Cheney.

Mark M. briefly explains how and why the park board is organized to manage the park.
Approval of Special Event and Athletic Field Use Requests

Jordan Schweizer, Red Bull North America
Jordan is requesting to hold a 64-person basketball tournament which is a qualifier for a national finals tournament in San Francisco.  He would like to have the court lines & company logos professionally re-painted.  In addition to the court, the Sugar Beet Pavilion has been reserved for this event.

The board asks about parking for reservations at the Hidden Grove Pavilion.  The board also asks for a painting plan.  
Lex makes a motion to approve use of this basketball playoff event on July 28, subject to:
submitting a painting plan to the board.
Alden seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  5 in favor, none opposed.

Kelly Carpenter, Children’s Tumor Foundation
Kelly is requesting to hold their 2012 NF Walk at the park on Saturday, August 25.  The event supports individuals and families affected by NF.   They will bring a DJ to the event and hand out pre-packaged food.  They will also hold a raffle with donated items.    
Lex makes a motion to approve this event on August 25.

Lauren seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  5 in favor, none opposed.

Robin Saville, Bride Access
Robin is requesting to hold a 5k run/walk to celebrate being engaged, love and marriage.   After the run they would like to hold a fashion show on the soccer field.

The run/walk will have “obstacle” stations adjacent to the walkway.  These will be low/no impact on the park, such as tires and hoola hoops.  The fashion show will include a DJ and informational booths.

The board notes that this is a for-profit event.

Lex makes a motion to approve this event on July 14.

Alden seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  5 in favor, none opposed. 

Steve Bingham, Huntsman Cancer Foundation / SLC Marathon
This event is now being run by US Road Sports out of Chicago.  It will be the same as those in previous years and raises money for the Huntsman Cancer Foundation.  The 4-mile marker will be in the park and they want to bring some musical entertainment located on the north side of the park.
Lauren makes a motion to approve this event on April 21.

Lex seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  5 in favor, none opposed. 

Ryan Walton, College Prep Lacrosse Showcase
Ryan is requesting to hold a lacrosse tournament on the soccer/lacrosse field all day on Friday and Saturday, June 15 and 16.  They will have 2 fields and 45 players per field.

The board asks Ryan to avoid parking at the Big Field Pavilion area in order to avoid conflicts with pavilion reservations.

Lex makes a motion to approve the lacrosse games on June 15 and 16.
Elizabeth seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  5 in favor, none opposed. 

Kelli Lundgren, Represent Me Utah!
Kelli is requesting to hold a “meet the candidates” free concert on the soccer/lacrosse field.  This will be a gathering for Utah’s independent and unaffiliated candidates, although all are welcome to attend.  Kelli has invited the band, Abraxsas to perform. 

Lex makes a motion to approve this event on September 29 starting at 3 pm.

Lauren seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  5 in favor, none opposed. 

Lisa Teran, Millie’s Princess 5K Run/Walk
Lisa is requesting to hold a fundraising event on June 30 for her neighbor, Millie, to help pay for her Primary Children’s Hospital costs.  Lisa shows a video about Millie. 

Lauren makes a motion to approve this event on June 30.

Lex seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  5 in favor, none opposed. 

Parker Smith, whose Zion’s Children of Haiti event has already been approved on July 7, has come to the meeting to see if he could switch his date to June 30.  Lisa says she would like to keep June 30.

Daniel Dudley, Good in the Hood
(no show) 

Mitchell Eriacho, Native America Events, Inc.
Mitchell is from the Indian Walk-In Center and they have held successful annual New Year’s Eve events and are wanting to expand into a Summer-time one.  The pow-wow event is a community gathering with drummers, dancers and food.  

Mitchell assumes they can have food vendors.  They are also requesting July 24 which is a County holiday.
Lex makes a motion to approve this event on July 24 subject to:
no vending.
Elizabeth seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  5 in favor, none opposed. 

[Mark K. arrives.]
Shirley Huestis, Anne Stirba Cancer Foundation / Judgesrun
Peter Stirba comes to the meeting because their event may conflict with another event at the park on June 9.  Their event’s course goes around the perimeter of the park.  Last month the park board approved the Operation61 event which starts and ends their race on Highland High School property.  There is a portion of 2100 South in front of the Garden Center building that is used by them and also used by the Judgesrun event.

Peter agrees to delay the start time of their event to 8:30 am.  Operation61’s event starts at 8 am.  The board makes no formal approval.

Kristen Ricks, The Leukemia & Lymphoma Society
Mark K. explains that Kristen is here because Scott Kerr, with the Utah Marathon, came to last month’s meeting requesting to use the park on October 13.  This is the same date that Kristen’s organization and the Walk 4 Hearing organization, lead by Robin Traveller, already have been approved for their events.  Mark K. arranged to have a meeting with Scott, Kristen and Robin to see what conflicts there would be and if they could be worked out.
Kristen reports that Scott never showed up at the meeting.  Kristen is also concerned because the Utah Marathon web site shows their race route going through the park.  Even if the Utah Marathon doesn’t go through the park, will it still impact park access as its route goes along 2100 South?
Rich Allen, Utah Healthcare Institute
Rich doesn’t need to attend the meeting because they are requesting the use of the baseball field for their company party at Mt. Olympus Pavilion.

There are no conflicts on June 26.  

Lex makes a motion to approve use of the baseball field on June 26.

Lauren seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  6 in favor, none opposed. 

Approval of Minutes from the March 8, 2012 Meeting

Mark M. asks if there are any corrections to the minutes.  (Silence.)

Highland High Baseball Update

Nathan Jones
Nathan checks in to see if there are any issues.  The board comments how nice the new fence looks.   Nathan says they lost a tarp over one of the dugouts – probably due to wind storms.

Nathan asks about leaving the fence up for their summer league.  The fence is only for the high school baseball team and doesn’t apply to summer leagues.  The board could re-visit that for the 2013 season.

4th of July Celebration Event
Scott Workman, POW America and Brent Lowe, MediaOne

Mark D. had conveyed via e-mail an updated Fourth of July Requirement Agreement document to Scott for review.  Scott states that he needs to make up a $25k shortfall in his budget and wants to ask the board about some Agreement’s requirements:

· The liability insurance is now $2,000,000.  Can it be reduced back to $1,000,000?  Mark D. says that $2m is the normal minimum required.

· Brent talks about the $3,600 initial payment fee.  He asks that the agreement allow it to be waived by the board, especially in light of Scott’s financial situation.  Brent agrues that if the board helps Scott become profitable then over the years, the board will be able to make a profit from his percentage of profit.  
Lex states the board isn’t interested in making a profit in this manner.  The fee was added because agreement now applies to “for profit” organizations.  Elizabeth notes that it is an impact fee on the park.


· Scott is concerned about the commercial nature of the event and comments that any sponsors are only willing to donate money as long as they can put out their “brand” in the park.  
The board wants to avoid “brazen commercialism.”
The board decides to get the agreement finalized and approved and then they will waive any fees.
New Board Member Candidates Interviews
Mark M. has invited a number of candidates to the meeting to be interviewed.  Each candidate will be interviewed for less than 5 minutes.  Follows is a summary of the interviews:

· Joedy Lister -- event planner, on the Sugar House Community Council, lives nearby the park, is interested in event growth – 2 to 4 seasonal events, is interested in landscape design, has some grant writing experience.


· Chad Pehrson – attorney, grew up in Salt Lake then left the area and came back and now lives near the park,  active user of the park,  would make the park a priority as far as his time commitment, has had some grant writing experience from college. 


· George Sumner – retired, but has government background and has worked with grants, works well in groups, appreciative user of the park since the 70’s, wants to give back to community, willing to do the “leg work” and research needed for the park, scout master, member of fire service organizations.


· Chris Stagg – financial planner, experience with financial audits, uses park as a runner and dog owner, wants to give back to the park, time commitment is “doable”, he sees the biggest challenge for the park as funding.


· Eric Anderson – manager/consultant, came to Salt Lake in 1990, lives near park and his family are active users of the park, wants to give back to the community,  has time commitment to be on the board.


· Chad Anderson(?) (no application) – licensed general contractor for the State of Utah,  grew up in Salt Lake and remembers sledding down the “old” big hill,  has planning and budgeting experience,  the park’s pavilions need to be upgraded.
Mark M. asks each board member to choose two of the six candidates.  Chad Anderson is first, George Sumner is second, and then Eric Anderson and Joedy Lister are tied for third.  The board then discusses what area of expertise is needed most, such as accounting, grant writing, or someone that has enough time to devote to the park.
How many members should we consider?  We need to fill one position now, and another after Lex leaves in May.  And are we going to expand the number of elected members from seven to nine, as has been discussed in re-writing SHPA articles of incorporation?

Additional discussion and voting takes place.  The board decides to nominate George and Joedy to the board.

Lex makes a motion to nominate George Sumner and Joedy Lister to the SHPA Board of Trustees.
Mark K. seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  6 in favor, none opposed.
Renewal of Maintenance Agreement with Salt Lake County
Lauren asks if SHPA’s bylaws require us to bid out this maintenance contract?  Alden says that the City would bid if SHPA backed out of this current contract.   Mark K. reads the AOI and doesn’t think we need to.  

Lex prepared the new agreement; Lauren and Mark K. red-lined it for grammar and clarification.
Alden makes comments about “ownership” and “equipment and tools.”


Mark M. makes a motion to approve the renewal of the Maintenance Agreement with Salt Lake County subject to:

changes made by the legal sub-committee and Alden’s comments.
Lauren seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  6 in favor, none opposed.
Other Business
Mark K. passes out draft bylaws and amended articles of incorporation (AOI) to the board members.  Mark K. notes that Lex drafted these bylaws.

Should board membership be increased to a total of 11 members?   Mark K. is for the increase.  Lauren says it would add to the board’s skill base.  Alden doesn’t think the City would be for it.  It would depend upon the reasons for expanding.  Lex questions why the increase is necessary.   Increasing the size of a board could make it harder for it to come to a consensus.  Can subcommittees be made up of volunteers?   Making the change now would be easier than trying to change it in the future, and this will give us flexibility.

Mark K. asks for everyone to review it and submit any changes to him so that a final version can be ready for a vote at the next month’s meeting.
Financial Matters
Mark M. asks Elizabeth to verify the statements.  The Wells Fargo statement for March wasn’t received by the Parks Office.
President’s Report
Mark M. says that Jani Iwamoto wrote a letter to Mayor Corroon to add $880,000 to the park bond for the park’s riparian corridor restoration.

Mark M. was at the Sugar House Community Council last week and brought up the park bond and proposes to draft a letter and have it co-signed by community sponsors.

Mark M. entertains a motion to adjourn.
Lauren makes a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Time is 10:54 pm.
