Minutes of the regular meeting of the Daggett County Commission/Redevelopment Agency Board held on Tuesday, June 12, 2018 in the Commissioner Chambers at the Daggett County Courthouse.  Commissioners Jack Lytle, Clyde Slaugh and Randy Asay were present.  Auditor/ Recorder Keri Pallesen, Attorney Niel Lund, and Clerk/Treasurer Brian Raymond were also present.  Dutch John Mayor Buddy Rogers joined the meeting at 10:05 am.  The meeting was called to order at 9:05 a.m. by Commissioner Lytle.  
Also present:  Matt Tippets, Jerry Steglich, David Orr, Thompson Davis, Tabitha Stewart, Carrie Poulsen, Dave Hughes, Jordan Cullimore and Brent N. Bateman of the State Ombudsman’s Office.
Old Business:  Commissioner Lytle asked and there was nothing to discuss.
Citizen Comments:  Commissioner Lytle asked for comments and none were given. 
Approve Minutes:  Minutes of the May 1st and May 8, 2018 Commission Meetings were available for review. Commissioner Slaugh made the motion to approve the Minutes for the May 1st Meeting.   Commissioner Asay seconded the motion.  All were in favor.   The motion carried.  Commissioner Asay moved to approve the May 8th Minutes.  Commissioner Slaugh seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.  
The Open Invoice Register was presented for review and approval:  The open invoice register of $10,720.66 was available from the Auditor Recorder’s Office.  Commissioner Slaugh made the motion to approve the invoice register of June 11, 2018 in the amount of $10,720.66 and Commissioner Asay seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.  

Correspondence:  Commissioner Lytle said he attended the Dutch John Council Meeting last night and Mayor Rogers will be coming over to attend our meeting.  The Ombudsman will be here today to provide training for the Commission.  Commissioner Slaugh asked what that office does, and Commissioner Lytle explained they help mediate for private landowners.

Commissioner Lytle said he attended a short notice meeting with the Department of Natural Resources last week regarding the River and Endangered Species involving a Daggett County rancher and many others.  The BOR is working on a new operational document that will hopefully be in place by 2023.


The Summons was received yesterday and Mr. Raymond stated that he had included it in the packet for the Commission’s review. 


Keri Pallesen had sent out an email to inquire as to setting up a meeting to discuss the findings of the audit. 


Commissioner Asay said that a couple had talked to him about setting up a home for assisted living and they would need at least six people to get it going. They also said they were friends with someone who might be interested in the Jail for a Youth Correctional Facility.  Apparently, that person already runs a couple of youth facilities.


Mr. Raymond briefly explained the process for voting in the upcoming primary election.

Commission Calendar Review:  Commissioner Slaugh said he has a Conservation District meeting tomorrow at noon in the Courthouse.  Commissioner Asay said he has a Northeast Counseling meeting at the Flaming Gorge Resort tomorrow at noon.  Commissioner Lytle mentioned some CIB training in Richfield this week.  CIVCO wants to meet with Kym Slagowski and Keri Pallesen at 2 pm and the Commission is invited to attend also.  Next week is the meeting in DC and Commissioner Asay did not make arrangements to go, and Commissioner Lytle is still trying to make it.  PRCA Rodeo meeting is tonight at 6:30 pm.  Bryon Thomas may try to come tonight.


Weekly Budget Review:  There were no budget documents presented.  Keri Pallesen was asked about her offer to share information on the Audit, and she didn’t have any preferences and said that she will be around all afternoon for discussion.
Policy and Legislation Items from the Posted Agenda: 
Discussion and Consideration of Business License for Dean “Jim” Cohen: Commissioner Slaugh made the motion to approve the business license for a fishing guide and recreation services for Dean Cohen.   Commissioner Asay seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.
Discussion And Consideration Of Engagement Agreement With Bart Kunz and Goebel Anderson PC:  Commissioner Niel Lund said that UCIP would have paid if there were monetary damages, but since there are not, they will not be assisting with our defense but will be part of the team.  The rate charged is what he charges UCIP.  
Discussion And Consideration Of Cancellation Or Postponement of June 26, 2018 Commission Meeting Due To The Primary Election:  Commissioner Slaugh made the motion to cancel the meeting for June 26th.  Commissioner Asay seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.

Discussion And Consideration Of Engagement Agreement With Bart Kunz and Goebel Anderson PC (Cont’d):  Commissioner Lytle was uncomfortable with finishing this in Open Session and said it may lead to conversations that should be held in Closed Session.  Commissioner Slaugh motioned to go into a Closed Session.  Commissioner Asay seconded the motion.  Mr. Raymond suggested that the Commission consider going in and out, so Commissioner Slaugh motioned to include going in and out of Redevelopment Agency meeting at 9:40 am and Commissioner Asay seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  The motions carried.  Motion to go back into Open Session was made at 10:05 am by Commissioner Asay.  Commissioner Slaugh  seconded  the motion.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.
Presentation By The State Ombudsman Regarding Property Rights and Ombudsman’s Roles:  Commissioner Lytle briefly introduced the gentlemen from the State Ombudsman’s Office and let them have the floor.  They shared the fact they have done presentations to communities that weren’t applicable, so now they just let people ask questions.  Commissioner Lytle brought up issues with easements and rights of way in the Dutch John area and some of the issues between Dutch John and the County.  Jerry Steglich and David Orr provided input on an issue that Dutch John Resort is experiencing with water and sewer easements.  Mayor Rogers gave his opinions on the matter and Commissioner Lytle also had additional comments and questions.  There are issues with the ownership of the lines and easements and who actually owns them now.  Were they given to the County and did they abandon the lines to Dutch John Resort?  There was a lot of discussion about these points.  Mr. Bateman said that what has happened in the past is in the past, and what is important is what needs to happen in the future.  Compromise is the art of all this, if each party can get what they need, then it’s a win.   Dutch John Resort needs the ability to control their own business and property, and the Town and County want to be able to see future development, which Dutch John Resort also wants to see as part of their resort.  Mr. Bateman thought that having private conversations would be beneficial.  A short recess was taken and Commissioner Slaugh made a motion to go into Closed Session.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Asay.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.  Upon returning from the Closed Session the rest of the Agenda was completed.  
Discussion And Consideration Of Engagement Agreement With Bart Kunz and Goebel Anderson PC (Cont’d):  Commissioner Asay made the motion to approve Bart Kunz and Goebel Anderson PC’s Engagement Agreement.  Commissioner Lytle seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  The motion carried. 
Discussion And Consideration Of Interlocal Agreement With The Town of Dutch John: Further Discussion of the ILA was tabled at this time. 
Commissioner Asay motioned to adjourn the Meeting. . 
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
