Minutes of the regular meeting of the Daggett County Commission/Redevelopment Agency Board held on Tuesday, May 15, 2018 in the Commissioner Chambers at the Daggett County Courthouse.  Commissioners Jack Lytle, Randy Asay and Clyde Slaugh were present.  Auditor/Recorder Keri Pallesen, Sheriff Erik Bailey, Attorney Niel Lund, Judge Charlene Hartmann and Clerk/Treasurer Brian Raymond were also present.  The meeting was called to order at 8:03 a.m. by Commissioner Lytle. 

Also present:  Matt Tippets, Chuck Bennington, Jerry Steglich, Lynda Leith, Becky Bindl, Deputy Wes Moser, Lincoln Berthold, and Kimberly Knorr by telephone.
Deputy Wes Moser was introduced by the Sheriff and Sworn in by Judge Hartmann

Old Business:  Auditor/Recorder Keri Pallesen asked about the water/sewer study and Commissioner Lytle said we are not much further and it is still on the table.  Commissioner Asay said that Justin Von Eberstein is interested in getting the equipment he got for the playground installed. Commissioner Asay said they would like to get a meeting set up the week of the 28th to raise volunteers to help get the project done.
Citizen Comments:  No citizen comments were given today.
Approve Minutes:  Minutes of the March 26, 2018 Commission workshop were available for review. Commissioner Slaugh made the motion to approve the minutes for March 26, 2018. Commissioner Asay seconded the motion.  All were in favor and the motion carried.
The Open Invoice Register was presented for review and approval:  The open invoice register of $28,245.92 was available from the Auditor Recorder’s Office.  Commissioner Asay made the motion to approve the invoice register of May 14, 2018.  Commissioner Slaugh seconded the motion.  All were in favor and the motion carried.  

Correspondence:  Commissioner Lytle noted that we had received correspondence from the Conservation District, and Commissioner Slaugh said that they were willing to be appointed as the Agricultural Protection Board and the Weed Board.  Keri Pallesen said we should probably get them to fill out the appropriate paper work.  Commissioner Slaugh said that he would talk with Carol Gardiner about getting the forms prepared.  Mrs. Pallesen said that she would send Commissioner Slaugh some samples to pass along with the forms needed, since there are two different forms. 

Commissioner Slaugh said we probably need to decide if we want the airport lights and it was decided that he would talk with Bret Reynolds.  Commissioner Lytle asked Commissioner Slaugh to get a hold of Randy Steinaker and firm things up for this year’s PRCA Rodeo.  Commissioner Lytle passed out a calendar prepared by Kathy Parkinson and thanked her for her efforts. Commissioner Lytle also said that he had attended the SCIC meeting, and Strata had received an extension on their project.  The rail study is going forward going west into Colorado from Utah. Utah Thorium is a new science thing that is working on medical isotopes.  SCIC is still working on other projects including roads and bridges.

Commission Calendar Review:  Commissioner Lytle said he would not be here for next week’s Commission Meeting, but maybe able to be here for the first hour.   Commissioner Asay said he had a TriCounty Health meeting tomorrow, and Commissioner Slaugh said he has a Conservation District meeting tomorrow.  The meeting for the 29th should be moved to the 30th  due to Memorial Day and the 30th is the day Keith Heaton and others will be coming to Taylor Flat at 11:00 am.  Mr. Raymond said Bret Reynolds would be interested in coming, but he needs to be invited if the Commission wants him to attend.  Jerry Steglich asked for more information on this subject, and Clerk/Treasurer Brian Raymond explained that the meeting was to view the area and finalize the Scope of Work for the project.  Jerry Steglich said he would like to be involved and asked if the Economic Development Board was involved, and so far, the Board has not met.  Commissioner Lytle suggested that they have a short Commission Meeting and see if they could go a little later in the day.  


The Governor’s economic meeting with the County has some possible dates.  The first three are better than the last two options for Tabitha Stewart and it was thought to be better to go with the 12th of June and 9th of August.  

Weekly Budget Review:  There were no budget documents presented. 
Policy and Legislation Items from the Posted Agenda: 
Western Land Management Update On Power Generation Project:  Commissioner Lytle turned the time over to Jerry Steglich and he introduced Chuck Bennington, also of Western Land Management.  The first topic is the item brought up earlier by the Conservation District regarding the water rights being in jeopardy of being lost, if they are not put to beneficial use.  The engineers have said that there is money available to help market the rights to be leased.  Mr. Steglich said Western Land Management is looking to push back the application for the feasibility study until October to try and find some additional match money and be better prepared.   With CIB it can’t be a private enterprise or even just a pass through, and has to be owned by the County.  But there can be a Private Public Partnership.  It is very delicate and the County would need to make the presentation.  There needs to be more discussion of how this will all fit together.  There are some willing to do this completely private, but Mr. Steglich said that that’s not what they want to see happen.  
Discussion And Consideration Of Side by Side Vehicle For The Weed Department:  Commissioner Slaugh said we had made a motion to approve the purchase of the side by side, but there was a question as to whether it was conditional on the changes to the budget or the policy.  Becky Bindl of the Weed Department wasn’t sure what the Commissioners all felt.  She wondered if it had been approved and a Purchase Order needed to be done, and the financing finalized.  Mrs. Pallesen confirmed that everything was approved, and so Mrs. Bindl will get with her for the Purchase Order and move forward. 
Discussion And Consideration Of  Change to County Personnel Policy And Procedure Manual Section 5:  A draft was available in the Packet and attorney Niel Lund said that Albert Foster had provided input on this new category of employee.  A grant funded employee is a little riskier position and so this change allows for up to a 20% increase in wages for this type of employee.  Mrs. Pallesen had no further input and Commissioner Asay motioned to approve Policy 5.6.06   Commissioner Slaugh seconded the motion and all were in favor.  The motion carried.
Discussion And Consideration Of Temporary Pay Freeze:  Attorney Niel Lund said that when the Pay Scale was adopted in 2016 it wasn’t really clear if it was fully adopted, and it left some things unclear that need to be addressed.  The discussion of certifications being required and not required needs to be done, and so this needs to be addressed.  We want to do this as quickly as possible so this is not inhibiting people moving forward.  The Commissioners thought they could complete this before August and Ms. Bindl raised questions that were considered, but with no formal policy,  this is the reason to get this matter taken care of.  Mrs. Pallesen said that there are other reasons that this needs to be considered, but the certification issue is driving the need to get this cleared up.  If the need for a certification occurs then Mrs. Pallesen would like to see the job description and pay scale adjusted, and then promoting the person to that new position so we are not just giving them a raise for a certification.   Supervisors should be approving the certification beforehand.  Matt Tippets asked if there are employees in the process of currently getting certifications as they would probably be upset with this action.  Commissioner Lytle said he would like to table this for the moment and get something in writing to see what is desired before approving it.  Commissioner Lytle made the motion to recess for a few minutes at 10:33 am and Commissioner Asay seconded the motion.  Commissioner Lytle said the motion could look like:  Go forward with the Temporary Pay Freeze, but not apply the freeze to the Weed Manager, as it relates to the personnel action form dated today, and allow anyone in the process of working on certification to come to the Commission for consideration of an exception to the freeze.  Staff currently involved in their orientation period would also be exempted. Commissioner Slaugh moved to approve the motion as stated.  Commissioner Asay seconded the motion.  All were in favor and the motion carried.
Commissioner Asay made the motion to go in and out of Redevelopment Agency Meeting and go into a Closed Session for the purpose of negotiating the sale of Real Property.  Commissioner Slaugh seconded the motion.  All were in favor and the motion carried.  Commissioner Slaugh made a motion to go out of Closed Session at 1:40 pm.  Commissioner Asay seconded the motion.  All were in favor and the motion carried.
After a short recess Commissioner Lytle welcomed everyone back to regular session at 1:47 pm.

Discussion And Consideration Of Liquor Use During Use Of Pavilion For Pre-Wedding Dinner in August:  Mr. Raymond said he had called the State Alcohol Commission and they said if they are not selling the alcohol and it’s a private affair,  then there is no need for a permit.  There was some discussion about the school property being so close and would it cause any problems with alcoholic permits in the area.  There shouldn’t be a problem.  Commissioner Slaugh made the motion to approve the use of liquor at the Park Pavilion from 1 pm to 9 pm on the 16th of August.  Commissioner Asay seconded the motion.  All were in favor and the motion carried.  
Discussion And Consideration Of Dutch John Issues:  Commissioner Lytle said that he had received an email, but it was kind of unclear.  Attorney Niel Lund reviewed the email with the Commission and options for a meeting were discussed, as the dates proposed for this week weren’t good for Dutch John.  Commissioner Lytle said the 21st did not work for him, as he is in training that day until 5 pm.  The ILA could be worked on outside of a meeting. A date for the meeting was not set.
Discussion And Consideration Of Ordinance 18-11 Updating Title 5 of County Code (Traffic Code):    Commissioner Lytle asked if the Sheriff had any comments and if there was a catch all that tickets could be written against.  The goal is to allow the officers to cite to the County Code, but it should be consistent with State Code verbiage.  Commissioner Slaugh made the motion to approve Ordinance 18-11 amending Title 5 of County Code, and Commissioner Asay seconded the motion and asked for further discussion.  Commissioner Asay said that it is basically the same as the State Code, but this would allow the revenues to come to the County. All were in favor and the motion carried.
Discussion And Consideration Of Public Entity Resolution From The Office Of The State Treasurer:  Attorney Niel Lund said that the date is looking like the 17th of May, but it hasn’t been confirmed.  Mr. Tippets reminded the Commissioners that the May 17th is the “Meet Your Candidates” night and Mr. Raymond mentioned that the State will be meeting with several of the offices that day, but that should be done by 4 pm.  A meeting from 4-6 pm or so might be workable and the evening meeting would help keep it to a reasonable time frame.
Discussion And Consideration Of  Manila Clinic:  This  item was postponed and there was a question as to what this is for.  Mr. Raymond said Mr. Forbush had contacted him about the UPP on Personal Property for the new x-ray equipment, but Mrs. Pallesen said that it was more of an introduction to Mr. Forbush who is replacing Kenny Stansfield.  Mrs. Pallesen also said that if the Clinic keeps spending the way they did in 2017, the program will be out of funds in a few years. 
Commissioner Asay motioned to adjourn the Meeting at 2:26 pm. 
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
