Minutes of the regular meeting of the Daggett County Commission/Redevelopment Agency Board held on Tuesday, May 22, 2018 in the Commissioner Chambers at the Daggett County Courthouse.  Commissioners Jack Lytle and Randy Asay were present.  Commissioner Clyde Slaugh was excused. Auditor/Recorder Keri Pallesen, Sheriff Erik Bailey, Attorney Niel Lund, Judge Charlene Hartmann and Clerk/Treasurer Brian Raymond were also present.  The meeting was called to order at 8:03 a.m. by Commissioner Lytle. 

Also present:  Matt Tippets, Chuck Bennington, Jerry Steglich, Tim Hollinger, Jean Dickinson
Old Business:  Commissioner Lytle asked about the decision on the wind power.  There was discussion that the Planning and Zoning could work with the Attorney to create a draft, as the Moratorium was not approved, as we need to make sure everything is within the law.   There was some discussion regarding Conditional Use Permits and Land Ordnances.  
Citizen Comments:  Jean Dickinson reminded the Commission that the public document for sage grouse is out for review, and the Public Lands Committee should be getting together to review that and also the travel documents.  Commissioner Lytle said that he spoke with one of the committee members over the weekend and we need to get in touch with Hank Gutz to see if John Wilde could fill the Chair position temporarily.
Approve Minutes:  Minutes of the April 3, 2018 Commission Meeting Minutes were available for review. Commissioner Asay made the motion to approve the minutes for April 3, 2018.  Commissioner Lytle seconded the motion.  All were in favor and the motion carried.
The Open Invoice Register was presented for review and approval:  The open invoice register of $41,275.57 was available from the Auditor Recorder’s Office.  Commissioner Asay made the motion to approve the invoice register of May 21, 2018 in the amount of $41,275.57. Commissioner Lytle seconded the motion.  All were in favor and the motion carried.  

Correspondence:  Commissioner Lytle noted that we had received correspondence from the Bureau of Reclamation regarding the potential water lease.  The attorney suggested that we write a formal letter and follow up.  Commissioner Asay said he had emailed and then spoken with the author of the email, and he thought a formal letter would be great.  

Commissioner Asay also spoke with an agent from Coldwell Banker and will discuss that matter further under the particular agenda item.


Commission Calendar Review:  Commissioner Asay said he has a Tri County Health Department Board meeting tomorrow at noon in Vernal.  WIR Conference starts this evening and runs through Friday.  Looking at discussing SRS and PILT to help small counties with low populations like ours.  The meeting is in Sun Valley this year and every year it’s in a different location.

PRCA Rodeo meeting at 6:30 pm on the 31st and Wednesday the 30th is the next Commission Meeting followed by meeting in Taylor Flat.  Economic Development Board is meeting tomorrow at 10 am. Commissioner Asay will be on his way to Vernal and we need to tell him what we’ve done and what we are planning.  

Weekly Budget Review:  There were no budget documents presented and Clerk/Treasurer Brian Raymond presented a challenge he is dealing with regarding a tax sale and fees and it was left to his discretion to do as he saw fit.
Policy and Legislation Items from the Posted Agenda: 
Discussion and Consideration of Business Licenses:  Commissioner Asay made the motion to approve the business licenses for Orlie’s Refrigeration & Heating, Vivint, Inc., and Hampton’s Mobile, LLC.  Commission Lytle seconded the motion.  All were in favor and the motion carried.   

Discussion and Consideration of Go Bags For County Facilities:  Kym Slagowski came into the meeting and said that the Security Committee felt that there should be some go bags in case of an emergency event.  It was determined that we would need 6 of these, and twice a year we would do a drill and use some of the supplies.  We also need paint for a fire lane and it was determined that Dustin Larsen will purchase the paint for that.  We also need to get the Building Plan digitized and available for emergency personnel, maybe through Spillman.  Mrs. Slagowski was asked about a bill and that was for the moving over to Google.  Commissioner Lytle asked if she had heard anything more about the Broadband and she had not, so there was some discussion to keep things moving forward.

Discussion And Consideration Of Conservation District Board to Serve As County Weed Board & County Agriculture Protection Area Advisory Board:  This was a carryover from last week’s correspondence.  Commissioner Asay motioned to approve the Conservation District as the Weed Board and the County Agriculture Protection Area Advisory Board. Commissioner Slaugh seconded the motion.  All were in favor and the motion carried. 

Discussion and Consideration of Fiscal Year 2018 Manila Airport State Grant Agreement for Lighting and AWOS and Project Scope of Work Form:  Documents had been reviewed and nothing was specifically noted.  Discussion was on the airport lights and a few other items that are ongoing.  Commissioner Lytle made the motion to accept the agreement from the State for improvement to the Manila airport.  Commissioner Asay seconded the motion.  All were in favor and the motion carried.
Discussion and Consideration Of Agreement between Daggett County Mosquito Abatement District:  Tim Hollinger said that he met with Keri Pallesen regarding the Local Agreement and then presented this to attorney Niel Lund to look over.   Everything looked good and Tim Hollinger took it to his Board at a meeting last night to sign.  Attorney Lund said his only question was if the time needs to be longer.  The last agreement was five years ago and it has expired, so we have just operated under that agreement.  Mrs. Pallesen said that the only thing the district is getting now is the employee, as they own the equipment.   Her one concern is the liability of the county employee that is being managed by the Mosquito District.  Attorney Niel Lund said that if they are operating in their job they should be covered just like any other employee.  Mr. Hollinger was asked about the insurance the District covers.   Commissioner Asay moved to approve the agreement as written for one year at a time.  Commissioner Lytle seconded the motion.   All were in favor and the motion carried.
Discussion And Consideration Of Scope of Work For Taylor Flat:  Commissioner Lytle read the Scope of Work and it was discussed briefly because it will be a big part of the meeting on the 30th.  Commissioner Asay made the motion to approve the Scope of Work as a living document.  Commissioner Lytle seconded the motion.  All were in favor and the motion carried.
Discussion And Consideration Of Applications For Economic Development Board-Blake Olorenshaw and Layne Ferrin:  Commissioner Lytle asked if they had been reviewed, and Commission Asay said their applications were reviewed.  Commissioner Asay made the motion to approve and Commissioner Lytle seconded the motion.  All were in favor and the motion carried.
Discussion and Consideration Of Real Estate Listing In Dutch John:  There was an email from Tracy Burton stating that he was interested in providing any assistance needed due to the notice of the item on the agenda.  Commissioner Asay said he had finally gotten a hold of Coldwell Banker and asked them what was going on.  Commissioner Asay told him what we want to do and discussed it with them, and they were willing to come and meet with the Commission.  Commissioner Asay said that he has tasked Tabitha with putting together an RFP for this and also the jail.  Jerry Steglich said that when Coldwell Banker was hired there was an RFP, and the nationwide reach afforded by this company was one of the reasons they were given the listing. Tracy Burton was one of the applicants.  There was discussion of the Economic Development Committee and Director keeping the ball rolling on this.  There was nothing really to be decided, but when the RFP is ready we can move forward.

Discussion And Consideration Of  Dutch John Issues and Agreements:  Commissioner Asay said that he was frustrated after last night’s “Meet the Candidates” where it was reiterated that we do not have an Agreement in place, even though there was a verbal agreement.
Closed Session for the Purpose of Discussing Proposal to Purchase Real Property:  After the closed session Commissioner Asay made the motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Lytle seconded the motion.  All were in favor and the motion carried and the meeting was adjourned. . 
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
