Call to Order

Mark Morris called the Sugar House Park Authority Board meeting to order at 6:04 pm.  
Board members present were:  Mark Morris, Mark Danenhauer, Elizabeth MacGregor, Lex Hemphill, Wayne Johnson, Joedy Lister, Alden Breinholt and Lauren Shurman.
Board member not present was Mark Kittrell.

Board member-elect, George Sumner, who replaces Lex after his term expires this month, was present.

County staff member present was Craig Cheney.

Mark M. briefly explains how and why the park board is organized to manage the park.
Approval of Special Event and Athletic Field Use Requests

Denise Anderson, One Step Toward Humanity, Unity and Peace

Alissa Bushnell, Push 5K
(no-show)
Graham Hill, Wasatch Osteoporosis Race
Graham is requesting to hold a 5k run and 1-mile walk to raise awareness, promote prevention and encourage treatment of osteoporosis.    Except for September 1, there are no available dates in September; October 20 is the next available date.   They are expecting to double their turn-out from last year.  They want to erect a start/finish line arch in the pavilion parking lot.  It will be the same format as last year’s.
Wayne makes a motion to approve this event on October 20 at the Parley’s Creek Pavilion.
Mark D. seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  7 in favor, none opposed. 

Barbara Netter, Lungevity Foundation
Erin Ferguson is representing the foundation which is requesting to hold a 5k walk fundraiser for survivors and families and to raise awareness of lung cancer and research. 
Erin also wants to recycle water bottles and asks about recycling cans.  Wayne says there are some at park they can use.

Event dates are discussed.  No mornings are available.  There is a concert in the afternoon of September 29.  October 6 is available in the afternoon.  Erin is going to see which pavilion would work for their event and then let Craig know.

Wayne makes a motion to approve this event on October 6 from 3 pm to 6 pm.
Mark D. seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  7 in favor, none opposed. 
[Lauren arrives.]

Jeremy, (rugby for 2012 season)
Jeremy is with the Highland rugby team, Trybe, which is part of the Utah Youth Rugby league and is asking for the board’s permission to practice and play rugby at the park for their spring season next year.  To play, they would like to install some permanent goal post anchors into the ground.  The anchors would allow 2” sleeves to be inserted into 5 to 6 inches of concrete.  A total of four anchors would be needed.

Jeremy says the season consists of 8 to 10 consecutive Saturdays, but only half the games would be at the park.
Lex asks if the area is being used too much.  Would the rugby league practice in the rain?  Mark D. also asks about the consequences of building a rugby field.

Mark M. asks Craig to provide information on how much the soccer/lacrosse field is being used.
Mitchell Eriacho, Native American Events, Inc.
Mitchell’s group was approved by the board at last month’s meeting for a pow-wow event at the park on July 24.   Mitchell distributes a layout of the Big Field Pavilion’s parking area, which shows several vendor booths.

 The board says that his event was approved last month subject to no vending.  Mitchell states that they are a non-profit entity and want raise money for the elderly.  They would charge $75 per booth and collect a percentage of the profits. 

Mark D. questions the number of participants versus the number of vendors at the event.  Lauren and Joedy talk about a community event with cultural demonstrations, instead of vendors selling food and crafts.  Wayne asks if they want to go the Equestrian Park where vending would not be an issue.
Would an entrance fee that includes a ticket for food work?

Mitchell asks if they can bring a 25 foot trailer to the park, and asks about hanging banners.  He is also concerned about not being able to clean up by 10 pm.

The board did not amend their approval from last month.

Burr Storrs, Jackson Hole Community School
Burr is requesting to reserve the soccer/lacrosse field for their school activities on June 6.  They have already reserved the Big Field Pavilion.  
Lex makes a motion to approve the soccer/lacrosse field use on June 6.

Mark D. seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  8 in favor, none opposed. 

(soccer goals)
Lex asks about the soccer goals at the soccer/lacrosse field.  Craig says that Noel has seen them playing there.  Craig called the group that was approved to play on the East Hill Field, but hasn’t heard back from them.  They haven’t paid use fees, provided insurance or non-profit status.

The board recommends that the soccer goals be taken up to the maintenance shop.

Mark M. welcomes new board members Joedy Lister and George Sumner.   The new board members will have to be approved by both Salt Lake City and Salt Lake County councils.  Mark M. also comments that of the other applicants that were interviewed, he referred them to sign up for the new Friends of the Sugar House Street Car Corridor board.
Approval of Minutes from the April 12, 2012 Meeting

Mark D. asks to clarify under the 4th of July Celebration Event section that he wasn’t actually present at the meeting and that this information was conveyed to the board via his e-mail. 
Mark D. makes a motion to approve the April 12, 2012 meeting minutes.
Alden seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  8 in favor, none opposed.
Approval of Articles of Incorporation and Bylaws
Lauren distributes two sets of the final draft version of amendments to the board members.  One is the nine-member version and the other is the eleven-member one.  Lex would like to walk through the documents.
In general, content is being moved from the articles to the bylaws, which will contain procedural content.  It isn’t much different than what was reviewed last month.
Lauren notes that the State of Utah’s Dept. of Commerce organization records are out-of-date. Craig will update the records.
Wayne comments about the language regarding borrowing money and obtaining a mortgage.  This was a contentious point back when the articles were being amended in the 1990’s.  Lauren states that the original tri-party agreement is in place and still limits our ability to dispose of property.

Lauren is proposing to expand the number of trustees from nine (9) to eleven (11.)  This would be a good time to do it since this has to be signed off by Salt Lake City and by Salt Lake County.  With more members we can expand our areas of expertise.  More members could help us with our projects.
Lex says that expanding the number of board members is more than his original intent of bringing the language and content up-to-date.  He feels like Salt Lake City and Salt Lake County may balk at this change.  

Mark D. says with more members, it would be easier to elect officers and to spread the work around as Lauren suggested.

Alden and Wayne express skepticism about their respective government entities supporting an expansion of board members.  A larger board also makes it harder to create a consensus on issues.  
If the board wants to increase the number of members then it should present a “need” for it to the City and County.

Alden proposes organizing ad hoc committees as needed when extra help is needed on a project.  Elizabeth is familiar with using ad hoc committees and is supportive of this concept.  

The board discusses amending the Committees section language in the proposed Bylaws.  Subcommittees can be made up of volunteers and trustees, and only advise on their assigned matter.  Their recommendations must be separately approved by the board.  How many trustees need to be on a subcommittee?  The board votes to “no fewer than 1.”  Lauren will make the changes to this section.  The number of trustees will be left at nine.

Mark D. makes a motion to approve the SHPA’s amended Articles of Incorporation and draft Bylaws, amended as discussed above.
Lex seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  6 in favor, none opposed; 2 abstain, Wayne & Alden.
Lauren will make the changes to the documents and will send them to the City and County governments.  Wayne suggests that they first be sent to the respective district attorney offices before going to the councils.
Approval of Maintenance Agreement with Salt Lake County
The Maintenance Agreement was approved at last month’s meeting.  Wayne will send it to the County’s district attorneys office for approval. 
Parley’s Trail Update
Lex attended the PRATT meeting on April 25.  They have changed their meetings times to 4 pm.  After all of these years, the only thing the park got was a “big pile of dirt” (the berm west of 1700 East.)  Lex urges that a board member attend these meetings.  He spoke with Walt about the landscaping schedule; Walt thought they could award a contract by June for re-vegetating the berm.  Lauren asks if they have broken the agreement we signed?  Lex says they have, but they don’t have the money unless they have some left over from the Draw.  Wayne thinks the County should be notified about the broken agreement.  This has been a frustrating project for many parties.

Financial Matters
Elizabeth asks Craig about the additional property premium.  This was because of the property appraisal done in March.  The surety bond is still in the process of being transferred from Lex to Elizabeth.  

Each check signer needs at least a $10,000 bond.  Elizabeth’s, because she is the treasurer, will be $40,000.  Craig will contact ULGT to get bonds for Mark M. and Lauren.
Mark D. makes a motion to approve the financial statements for May.
Lex seconds the motion.

Motion passes by show of hands:  8 in favor, none opposed.
President’s Report
Mark M. attended the City Council meeting about the street car project and attended the ground breaking.  This project has a lot of support including South Salt Lake City.  The project includes funding for the PRATT trail.
Other Business
Lex, who sits on the State Records board, has organized the SHPA records and has created an inventory summary.  The records are stored in the archive room at the Parks Office.  According to the State, we should have a records manager, but this is impractical.  Lex has 3 copies of the State retention document. 

Lex also states that the third bench has arrived, but won’t be installed for another month.  (Lex and his family have donated all three benches to the park.)  The plaque will be placed into the concrete underneath the bench. 
Wayne recommends to the board members the training classes that ULGT offers.  Sessions include a lunch.  Mark D. asks Wayne about the parking lot drain.  Wayne will contact Public Works and find out what the delay is.
Mark D. honors Lex with a plaque for his eight years of service as a board member.  This is Lex’s last meeting.   Mark D. comments on how Lex transformed an unorganized board into one that took on several projects.  Mark D. thanks Lex for his leadership, vision and dedication to the board and to the park.  (applause)  (A group photo of the board is taken.)

Wayne thanks Lex, too, for his service.  Wayne has been involved for 20 years and states that Lex has been the most dedicated member he’s known and is someone who truly cares about the park. 
Adjournment

Mark M. asks Lex if he would like to make a motion to adjourn.
Lex states that “it is a wonderful park”, tells the board members to “take care” and makes a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Time is 8:47 pm.
