Michelle Crowley opened the meeting and asked if there are objections to the agenda.  With no objections the agenda is approved.  
Michelle asked for any objections to approve the minutes from January’s Board Meeting.  With no objections the January minutes are approved.

NEW MATH PROGRAM PRESENTATION – Brooke and Sheryl give a presentation of the new math curriculum (My Math) that we will be using beginning the 2012 – 2013 school year.  Some highlights of the new program are:
· Each unit has a set of flash card for vocab words
· There is a manual for each student with margin areas for students to take notes while the teacher is giving the instruction.
· There are 3 different types of assessments for each unit; (1) diagnostic testing before the principle is taught. (2) Mid chapter check to make sure the students understand the principle. (3) End of unit tests.
· This curriculum has below level tests, at grade level tests and above grade level tests so the teacher doesn’t have to create her own tests.
· E help for parents to know how to support and help at home.
· Students can find their assignments online if they forget their book at school.
· Online support and resources for the teachers.
Sheryl has been part of the pilot program with pre algebra and feels the kids are really enjoying this new math program.  She also feels this program works hand in hand with IB.  This program is built around essential questions and reflection.  This program also teaches the children how to learn by teaching power note taking each unit.
The board takes time to ask Sheryl and Brooke some questions about the new Math Program and the Common Core Curriculum.  The goal for the state of Utah is being fully engulfed in the common core by 2014.  Next year will be the most challenging year because of the gap with the kids going into 5th grade.  The 5th graders next year will be a year behind with the common core material.
