Welcome and introductions were made by Mike.  The minutes were reviewed and a motion to approve them was made by Adam and seconded by Teresa.  Minutes were approved. 
Community and Agency Updates:
Jean mentioned the billboard in Apple Valley and invited everyone to notice it as they drive back to Hurricane.  She introduced Lenora and Sam Barlow as visitors to Safety Net.   
Teresa talked about the WIA program changes in which employers are required to pay more employment expenses.  DWS is working to find employers to hire youth.  Currently the library has some openings for youth employees.  The program that allowed volunteers to come to training programs has been disallowed.  For more information, Teresa can be contacted at 435-986-3510.
Carolyn reported an increase in enrollment in the GED program at Mohave Community College.
Jake reported from the Sheriff’s Dept. on the Explorer Program.  This is for people from ages 14 to 20 to participate in activities and attend a civics meeting once a week.  When they graduate from the Explorer Program at age 21, they can be hired with the Sheriff’s Dept.
Gordon announced from DCFS that the Youth Crisis Center is reducing services and will be closed at various times during the week.  Currently they are closed Tuesday and Wednesday evening.  Youth can go to Iron County Youth Crisis Center.
Pat talked about the Safety Net conference that will be one week from tomorrow.  The speakers and panel are ready.  She extended an invitation to all Safety Net members to attend the conference.  It is in the State Capital Auditorium.
Cindy reported talks with Mohave County to use a small room in the county office to interview families privately.  Candace reported two positions open in Fredonia for case workers as well as a case aide.  She also suggested consideration for holding Safety Net meetings more often in Colorado City.
Quarterly Report – January – March 2012
Mike reported on the quarterly report and talked about outreach presentations in Park City, Price, and Moab.  They even met with people from Rockland Ranch to discuss services and resources.  A presentation was made in Logan earlier this week, and Mike arranged for a presentation from YWCA next month at the Safety Net meeting.  He agreed to push for increased Safety Net meetings at Mohave Community College and will let members know.
Pat reported on the clinical piece for the quarterly report.  Many youth are adjusting to moving to Salt Lake City.  Women’s groups continue to be held.  Counseling has been provided in divorce issues, victims’ issues, and in domestic violence.  Ann asked about the numbers served and who that includes.  She did not want to be included in the numbers for services.  Pat was in agreement about not including numbers of contacts with Safety Net members.  When Safety Net started, it did not have a counseling component but it has evolved over the years and the quarterly report reflects this in the numbers.
Cindy talked about accountability required by funding sources and needs to be reflected accurately.  Safety Net members are not clients and should not be counted as such.  They are community partners.
It was felt that Safety Net has become a gatekeeper and went from being a contact to being a provider of clinical services.  It was asked if we are duplicating services.  Discussion followed about the purpose of Safety Net.  It was pointed out that the Multidisciplinary Meeting is for the purpose of discussing clinical issues and should not be used to discuss issues for the Safety Net Meeting.  The purpose for the Safety Net Meeting was discussed again.  Many people expressed their wish that their name not be used outside of Safety Net as being part of Safety Net.  
One of the purposes of Safety Net is to provide cultural sensitivity training.  An example was given of a recent visit to the hospital emergency room for a child’s cough, and being accused of not getting immunizations.  Mistreatment of individuals from the Fundamentalist community with medical treatment facilities needs to be addressed.  It was suggested educating hospital staff and starts with the social work department and then move to nursing.  
Pat expressed feeling a responsibility as she is leaving to summarize and hand off her role to Shelli in as clear a manner as possible.  She asked what Shelli should do in her role.  Mark suggested taking a strength based needs approach and work with people as people as well as provide community education.  AJ suggested Shelli meet people where they are, getting to know people and include those people in talks about the community.  Mark suggested googling Parenting Pyramid from Arbinger Institute.  When someone says something erroneous, take it out of context and reframe.  It takes time to be effective.
As the meeting came to a close, Cindy made a motion to adjourn the meeting, Colton seconded the motion, and the meeting adjourned at 12:00.
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
