	II. Approval of Minutes

	July 10, 2012

Mr. Cooper moved to approve the minutes, Mr. Gibson seconded; the motion carried unanimously.



	III. Approval of Agenda 


	Mr. Gibson moved to accept the agenda; Ms. Alvey seconded; the motion carried unanimously. 



	IV. Meeting Schedule


	Discussion about the need to adjust the meeting schedule to allow appropriate tome to fulfill all the obligations of the council.  One suggestion is to return to 6 meetings from 4 meeting.  Some of the problem with the shortened schedule include; need to discussion the outcomes of the Forums prior to the allocation meetings, SSBG needs to be allocated prior to July, and the need to be proactive and not reactive. Ms. Dial stated she has already spoken with Mr. Deal from the Southwest Center and Dr. Blodget from the Health Department. Commissioner Whitney stated that public health might be able to give up two meeting but mental health still needs to have12 meetings. The Commissioners were not in attendance and discussion was tabled until later in the meeting so there would be more members in attendance.  Suggestion was made to have a method and policy to allow for electronic or phone voting for time sensitive agenda items.
· Action: Sherri will contact Mike Deal and the Coms will meet with mental later on the day. 

· Motion: Ms. Pitman motioned to table the discussion until the end of the meeting and revisit the motion at the end of the meeting. Seconded by Ms. Robinson the motion carried unanimously.


	V. Dixie Care and Share


	Ms. Dial reminded the council that CSBG has move to the calendar year for reporting and allocations.  She stated that DC&S only used less than half of the funds from the FY2011 contract. The FY2012 contract is half way through and the DS&S has not used any of their funding and the contract has not even been completed because of compliance issues.  Ms. Dial suggests we give DC&S a deadline. Discussed were several options for how to use the funding if the DC&S does not complete the requirements. 

· Motion: Ms. Pitman Motion to provide a contract deadline for DC&S until August 1 to comply with the requirement to complete a contract with AOG and if they do not the money will be reallocated.  Seconded by Ms. Robinson.  The motion carried unanimously.  During the discussion about alternative uses for the funding the following ideas were considered: 

1) Divide it between all the current contacts. 
2) Leave at AOG 
3) FDS Training to give scholarships. 
4) Internship


	Prioritization – Public Forum


	Ms. Lewis reviewed the outcomes of the public forums and the CSBG three-year plan.  There was a very low turn out in Beaver County. Garfield County was asked to discuss what they see as the primary needs of their community because the Forum had to be canceled because of scheduling conflict. The Garfield members of the council felt the employment (54 year old problem) was a major problem. 

Suggestions included:

1. Have priorities determined before the applications are sent. Specification for priorities could be included in the information for applications. 
2. Make the priorities/goals more specific –the general priorities stay the same year after year.
