3A.06.007 School Meals Account Policy
Definitions:
Board Policy:
The Federal Free and Reduced price meal program is available at Excelsior Academy.  As in all schools, TITLE 1 funding is based on free and reduced meal grants.  Excelsior Academy encourages all parents to apply for this benefit whether you plan to use it or not.  Parents may pick up an application at the front office. Free or Reduced meal status is effective immediately upon approval of the application. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]It is the responsibility of the parents to provide a lunch for their scholar(s) each day by either sending a lunch from home or ensuring that their scholar has sufficient funds in their SIS account to purchase a school lunch.
Meals provided by the Lion’s Den Café are available on a pre—paid basis; there must be money in the scholar’s SIS account before they may receive a breakfast and/or lunch. 
Payments are accepted on scholar’s SIS accounts daily in the front office and can be paid online as well.  and are entered Payments can be paid up until lunch service begins. Acceptable payments are: cash or checks written to Excelsior Academy. Payments are to be submitted using the envelopes provided in the front office. All payments must have the scholar’s name written on them, and preferably their SIS number.
Scholars will receive notice at the computer when they have two meals left.  Scholars in Kindergarten-3rd grades will receive a stamp on their hand at this point, as a reminder. Scholars in 4th-8th grades will be given the option of a stamp. Scholars will be allowed to go one meal in the negative. After this point, if a payment has not been made, that scholar will receive a small tray until their account balance is made positive again. A phone call to scholars’ home numbers will be made, as notification, the day before a scholar receives a small tray. A small tray at breakfast consists of a milk or water, and a granola bar. A small tray at lunch consists of a milk or water, and the fruit and vegetables offered for lunch that day.  
If a scholar receives three small trays within ten school days, the account will be turned over to the Business Manager for follow up. If a scholar continues to receive small trays after that point, more decisive action may be taken by the administration.
It is the responsibility of the parents to ensure that their scholar has sufficient funds in their SIS meal account. Parents will need to utilize the online SIS system to track their scholar’s account balance. Scholar’s SIS usernames are their meal account numbers. Passwords are provided by Excelsior. Parents in need of a username or password may contact the front office. SIS is accessible from a link on the Excelsior website. 
Any unpaid fees at the end of the school year may affect scholars’ ability to receive a yearbook, final report card, and priority enrollment status for the next school year. 
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
