Minutes for November 8, 2012

	Mr. Cox welcomed new members, and made sure that they had received minutes from previous meetings. He got a current e-mail list and will send minutes for all meetings. He said to please feel free to e-mail him with important items or to add something to the agenda. 
Motion to approve minutes from April, May, & October – Mrs. Thurgood; 2nd – Mrs. Trimming; motion approved.
Trust lands:  The report is due on the 16th. Everyone was informed about CC training in Park City tomorrow night – training has been postponed due to weather – Mrs. Sun will notify members when the meeting is rescheduled. Mrs. Thurgood thinks that the information can be confusing, so it is good to get clarification. 
Mrs. Sun put together the trust lands last year, very quickly after she became principal – the update is due November 16th. There was more money than originally thought. Some of the information for the trust lands came from Mrs. Fletcher (Literacy Night, participation in Utah Engineering Program). Mrs. Sun commented that we used some money for technology and that all 6th grade classes now have netbooks. The money came from Holly refinery, trust lands, and the district. We also used trust lands money for  technology things like bulbs, iPads for K teachers and $400 for teachers observations of technology, $3000 for Weekly Reader, $8000 for David DeDen (reading assistant), and professional development (daily five – Mrs. Miller explained the program – hit all five areas of literacy every day to increase skills. Learning and training will be held this year to be implemented next year.
STAR reading was mentioned, but we weren’t able to do that program since it depends entirely on volunteers. Grades 1 and 2 revamped the program with Mrs. Heaps and reading assistant to create 3 reading groups. Teachers will test students throughout the year so that readers’ club groups are fluid. Mrs. Sun will check on information being sent out to parents about this program to make sure that they are informed. DIBELS and other reading tests were used to guide this group.
School had Literacy Night at the end of last year, but it was not well attended. Parents commented that it was not well advertised. The U. of U. Engineering program did not happen – not sure why.
Page 3 of trust lands report asks for data based on CRT scores. Mrs. Miller addressed that that data may be skewed due to changes in the core. There is no correlation between trust lands money and these scores. Mrs. Sun commented that this would probably be the last time this data was used in this form – the state is changing the way that they measure data. They will be looking at student growth instead of proficiency. This information will be in the news sometime after Thanksgiving. 
Pages 4/5 were looked at in depth. We are building our technology piece by piece. Technology is being utilized for skill building and student engagement. It was discussed that learning in elementary helps students with the use of technology in junior high. Mrs. Sun made it clear that the library was being funded by other means, and had at least $1000 for updates.
Motion to approve trust lands report with no revisions – Mr. Williams, 2nd – Mrs. Thurgood – motion approved.
An overview of donations was given. Holly gave us $5000 to purchase our final set of netbooks for 6th grade. We thanked Adam Tullis and Derek Williams for working out a deal with Skull Candy to purchase 200 sets of ear buds for use with computers at a hugely discounted price. This purchase was made using funds from an anonymous donor. We are building our technology from 6th grade down, and K up.
A handout about community Council for parents was discussed.  This handout will be sent close to SEP’s.  This flyer will talk about the voting body and the public invitation to observe, Community Council’s obligation to make its rules and regulations, and discuss the members roles as representatives of the community. Mr. Cox will also add a list of members and their e-mails to the website. The website has been updated to be more user friendly.
The meeting scheduled for February was discussed. A motion was made to skip this meeting – Jone Sun; 2nd – Derek Williams- motion approved.
