Abe Kader explained that Logan Golf and Country Club didn’t renew their bar establishment license and the license will expire on June 30, 2019.  He added that the employee staff was working with was ill and the club’s managers didn’t know the license hadn’t been renewed.
Mr. Nielsen clarified that due to extenuating circumstances the license wasn’t renewed.  The remedy for that, if the commission doesn’t grant the renewal today, is that the club will have to reapply and get in line for a new license.  

Heather Hall from Logan Golf and Country Club explained that management didn’t know the chemotherapy had affected the memory of their employee.  They thought and were lead to believe the employee had renewed the license.  Once they became aware of the circumstances they tried to remedy the situation and get the license renewed.
Mr. Nielsen and Mr. Kader reviewed the timeline.  Mr. Jacobson discussed the importance of managing a license and asked if anyone had knowledge the license hadn’t been renewed.  Ms. Hall responded that the employee said it had been handled.
Mr. Jacobson moved to renew the bar establishment license for Logan Golf and Country Club in Logan.  Mr. Batemen seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

There being no further business, the special commission meeting adjourned at 9:15 a.m.
