	Sentencing Guidelines

	Marshall Thompson reported the Adult Sentencing Guidelines have grown over the years to incorporate nearly 75 pages of graphs, charts, matrices, and text. The document, as a whole, is intimidating and difficult to read, even for those who are experienced in the subject matter.  He said the Sentencing Commission would like to hire a professional and experienced graphic designer who has worked in corporate communications and informative graphics to revise and redesign these guidelines.  This would be paid for by Justice Assistance Grant funds and would cost $32,000.  Discussion followed.  

Motion:  Michael Zimmerman made a motion to approve funding the guideline redesign project.  The motion was seconded by Sim Gill and passed unanimously.

	Justice Reinvestment Initiative

	Kim Cordova reported Utah undertook the Justice Reinvestment Initiative (JRI) process to 1) prioritize costly prison space for serious violent offenders, 2) strengthen probation and parole systems, 3) implement comprehensive reentry planning and treatment services, 4) reduce burdens on county jails, 5) ensure oversight and accountability, and 6) invest in expanding treatment access, incentive grants to counties, and research and technology upgrades. Utah’s prison population had grown 18% in the decade prior to reform and was projected to grow 37% over the next 20 years.  Revocations and technical violations were driving prison admissions and 8 of the top 10 offenses at admission were for nonviolent offenders.  She said three subgroups were created to discuss these issues, Sentencing, Release, and Treatment and Supervision.  Kim reviewed the membership of each of these subgroups and the recommendations they made.  Dave Walsh reviewed the budget for JRI. Marshall Thompson reported almost four years later performance measures show progress and challenges.  There was a sharp decrease in the prison population in the first 18 months of implementation but in the past two years the population has risen. The increase in the number of revocations, which are in large caused by technical violations, is putting upward pressure on the prison population. He stated they need to determine the reasons behind parole revocations and examine how the Board of Pardons and Parole can effectively control returns to prison.  Marshall noted CCJJ continues to collect data and is exploring new data sources and connections.  Discussion followed.  Concerns raised included 1) not enough funding for substance use and mental health treatment and 2) workload of Adult Probation and Parole.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]It was decided to reconvene the three subgroups to discuss the issues raised, but expand the membership to include other interested parties.  Sim Gill noted they need to also remember the things that have worked with JRI.
