Docket No. 2010-026 Cause No. C/015/0032 – In The Matter of the Request for Agency Action of Genwal Resources, Inc., Petitioner and Permittee; Division of Oil, Gas and Mining, Respondent – Request for Board Review of Division Order DO10A, Requiring Bonding for the Perpetual Treatment of Mine water discharge at the Crandall Canyon Mine in Emery County, Utah.

(The hearing will address two issues: 1.  Review the water monitoring data for the mine discharge water from the Crandall Canyon Mine pursuant to the Board's continuing oversight of the iron levels and bonding requirements for the permit; and 2.  Consider and determine the state's response to a Ten Day Notice issued by the Federal Office of Surface Mining asserting that the bonding as ordered by the Board does not satisfy the requirements of the approved Utah coal regulatory program.  The Board may elect to go into a closed door session as part of its consideration of the state's response to the TDN to discuss strategy pertaining to potential litigation.)
