I. Call to Order/Approval of the Minutes
	Ms. Hoffman-Brouse called the open meeting to order at 5:55pm. 

II. Executive Committee

Ms. Hoffman-Brouse started the meeting with the first item on the agenda of an optional meeting to discuss strategic planning on January 9th. 

Options for the meeting were offered by Ms. Krieger to discuss the facilitation of the board meeting to discuss strategic planning. Ms. Dupuy asked what Ms. Krieger’s optimum situation would be that she is envisioning. Ms. Krieger offered some topics to question which direction the Arts Council is heading and if changes are necessary for the organization. 

It was discussed among the board members and agreed upon January 5th, in the morning, for a date to meet.

There was an update given by Ms. Krieger about the Kim Duffin Memorial Fund. She totaled the collected funds at $3,075. Information about the memorial fund was given in the current winter newsletter, his obituary, articles in The Salt Lake Tribune and 15 Bytes, and in letters to the craft show artists. 

III. Budget Update-Ms. Krieger

Ms. Krieger gave a total amount of sales from the Craft Exhibit, $28,839.63, which is down about $2,000 from last year, but $3,000 up from 2010.  With the extra three days of sales it is expected the difference will be made up and Ms. Krieger commented that Mary Lou who is the accountant/coordinator of the show, is doing a great job. 

IV. Committee Report—Grants Committee
Ms. Moon mentioned that the committee met to review the mini grants.  Ms. Peters was nominated as chair for the committee and being absent it is hopeful she will agree to the position. 

It was brought to the attention of the board by Ms. Moon, supplemental information about the funding that was awarded to the following organizations: GreenTREE Yoga, Japan Cultural Heritage Foundation, Salt Lake Symphonic Winds, Salty Cricket Composers Collective, Tandy Beal & Company, Utah Cultural Alliance, and Working Dog Reading Series. Mr. Miya motioned to approve the total funding of $2,500 and Ms. Dupuy seconded the motion. It was approved unanimously by the board. 

V. Staff Reports
Mr. Vogel updated the board on how well the Craft Show Exhibit and Sale is doing. He mentioned artists continue to bring new work in everyday and that attendance has been steady.

Ms. Moon mentioned the next visual art exhibit opening will be January 11, 2013 and the next Guest Writer Series will begin January 17. A new exhibit is being installed at Pioneer Precinct by Ms. Moon, with Heidi Ferguson having worked with the class on a watercolor project.   

Ms. Thomas continues her work with the installations on the North Temple TRAX Line, artwork for the 800 west and transfer station are left to be completed. She anticipated the end of January will mark the completion of all the art work at all the stations. Ms. Thomas informed the board of the Davis Park Quail statue that was stolen and recovered quickly by a vigilante neighbor. She has been speaking with Detective Ashdown of SLCPD about the charges of the arrested person and expects it will cost $5,000 to reinstall. Ms. Thomas commented that she toured the new Public Safety Building and expects it will be done by July 2013. 

The departments of Community and Economic Development have a new director, Eric Shaw, which Ms. Krieger and the rest of the staff have met with. She said that he is expected to meet with the board in the near future. Ms. Krieger mentioned Nan Ellin who is a professor at the University of Utah has been working with Salt Lake City Planning and Urban Design and meeting at the Art Barn with her classes to work with local businesses to connect the community with the University.
