I. Welcome and Introductions - The meeting commenced at 9:37 Stephanie Roach conducted. Members and guests introduced and welcomed.

II. Minutes - On page 2, paragraph eight (October-November), bullet 3 – change sentence to “13 days before the election check out www.vote.utah.gov to find out who the candidates are.”

Motion to approve amended minutes passed unanimously.

III. Public Comment Period – 
a. Providers/Families can attend:
i. Legislative Coalition reception Thursday, Feb 7th from 4:30 – 5:45 in the State Capitol Rotunda.

iii. The 5th Annual Non-profit Day on the Hill is Thursday, Feb 14 from 9:00 am – 3:00 pm
b. Sue Olsen had buttons made that she will be sending out to programs. Parents and providers can wear these buttons while they are visiting the legislators at the capitol. These buttons will help identify whom the parents and providers represent.

IV. Membership - The ICC acknowledged Paula Pittman as the newest member of ICC. 
Tim Eicher will apply for the personnel preparation position.

V. See Handout: Federal fiscal year 2011-2012 Annual Program Profile: Discussed the Annual Program Profile and the Utah State targets. Catherine Hoelscher explained that all 15 programs reached the “Meets Requirements” level, which is the highest level of accomplishment. The APR is due on February 15th; the two-week extension is due to changes OSEP made to reporting requirements.

The Baby Watch Building Block request from the Department of Health made it onto the Governor’s budget. Part of the money, $1 million, has a designation of one-time only funds. Joyce Dolcourt said the reason for one time funding is usually due to a lack of ongoing funds available and the Governor’s wish to meet full the request. This one time funding, in addition to the new on-going funds will cover Baby Watch for the year. Baby Watch will have to submit another request next year that the one-time funding become ongoing funding.

Becky Lockhart reported to one of the Early Intervention Programs, that as a legislator, she was receiving information that the Building Block was to increase the provider rate. That is misinformation; the Building Block request is based on an increase in the number of children served. Susan will investigate why the rate increase idea persists. 

VI. Legislature Awareness Campaign - Debbie Justice and Debbie Ballard forwarded, to providers, the packets Gina created.

Gina suggested that included with the letter welcoming the legislators to their term that programs also ask to meet the legislators in person.

The email addresses listed on the Appropriations Committee/Executive Committee handout are valid for December but may change in January.

The continual goal for Baby Watch and providers is to make a strong case for the Building Block request. The Governor’s Office of Planning and Budget (GOPB) will defend the budget and will be negotiating with the Legislators to attempt to get all items on the Governor’s budget passed. The ICC, providers, and Baby Watch will need to continue to educate the legislators about the Baby Watch Early Intervention (BWEIP). Baby Watch will arrange a meeting with Kristen Cox to educate her about BWEIP; contact Kristen through Clifford Strachan. The ICC agreed to mail a letter, asking for a meeting with Russell Frandsen and cc: Jonathan Ball.

Baby Watch should look at re-wording the fact sheet to focus more on growth and less on “provider increase,” to help quell the idea that the funding is to raise provider rates instead of due to the growth in the number of children served.

VII. Committee Reports - Finance Committee – Baby Watch is working with providers to gather information and data about the effects for changing eligibility. Some changes will be made to the funding formula used to grant programs funds.

Parent Rights – No report

Baby Find – Programs are emailing program specific fact sheets to their local legislators. Programs will continue sending these fact sheets throughout the year after the legislative session ends to keep up program awareness. The committee is continuing to work on increasing appropriate infant referrals. BWEIP will be represented on an ongoing basis at the Utah PTA.
